RICHARDS DROPS SET, 0-6

Ileal Surprise Comes When
Robert Kinsey Is Beaten in
Straight Sets by Briton.

Bsabbiciht, N. J. Aug. 10..One ten¬

nis feature followed close on the heels
of another on the courts of the Sea-

trlght Lawn Tennis and Cricket Club
to-day, with mild surprises In both the
ir<en and women divisions of the Invita¬
tion tournament. Coining late in the

day, when the gallery was largest, the

men's singles naturally attracted most

attention, especially since three ellglbles
for the Davis cup defence team were

contesting for places in the seml-flnal.
All three of these contenders, Will-

lam M. Johnston, Vincent Richards and
R. Norris Williams 2d, came through,
with Max Woosnam of the British in¬
ternational team the fourth survivor.
The matches to-morrow, Richards versus

Johnston and Williams versus Woos¬
nam. will go a long way toward sway¬
ing the opinion of the American com¬

mittee, which has to make Its selections
on Friday. Both Wllllarns and John¬
ston approached their best form to-day,
the former eliminating the British
veteran, F. Gordon Lowe, with an ex¬
hibition of decisive stroking that was

always Impressive and often brilliant
In the extreme, while Johnston, playing
more aggressively than in any previous
match, defeated Dean Mathey.
Richards was decidedly erratic. He

was slow to get Into stride against
Howard Kinney, so slow. In fact, that he
failed to win a game In the first set.
He was getting no speed at all Into his
strokes at the start and the Callfornlan
was fairly smothering his returns to add
to his difficulties. Rlchards's efforts
kept hitting the top of the net with dis¬
couraging frequency. A startling upset
rccmed In prospect at that stage, but it
was not to be. Richards apparently
needed all of the first set to get the
range of the net and the side lines, and
hy the end of that period he had found
himself. From that time on he gathered
speed, with every game forced the net
and outmanoeuvred his opponent com¬

pletely. His control, t.oo, came back as

suddenly as It had deserted him In the
early sot.

Williams lit Cine Forut.

Williams played scintillating tennis
against Lowe. He was varying length
and pace in such baffling fashion that
the Englishman was repeatedly caught
cut of position. The tatter's steadiness
and accuracy availed him little, for the
American, with low. short angled drives,
forced him far to one side and then
coming up had no trouble deflecting the
return for placement. Invariably, too.
after Lowe had been driven to deep court
h» a forcing *hot Williams just cased
the ball over the net fot a point.

Williams was all action and decision.
He won his points quickly or l03t them
l*i a hurry, hut he never failed to try
for placement. How successful be was
in tills respect may be understood from
the fact that lie earned 35 points on
clean passes out of a total of 65 points
credited to him, while Lowe had a total
of only 10 earned points.

Tn the straight set defeat of Robert
Kinsey of California, at the hands of
Max Woosn&m of England came the
real surprise In singles. Kinsey had
generally been favored to win. or hold
his own at least, Woosnam's speed
proved too much for him. The Britisher
did some remarkable getting, and had
the faculty of catching 'his opponent un¬
awares with a passing shot after meeting
n ball that looked hopelessly out of
reach. His control was good, despite
his aggressive attack, and the fact that
he hurried his strokes In forcing his
way to the net.

Spectacular play marked every match
In the women's singles and atfl the favor¬
ites, Mrs. Marlon Zindersteln Jessup,
7<tra. Franklin I. Mallory, Miss Eleanor
Gobs and Miss Mary K. Browne, came
through.

It
Mas simply Miss Willi's astonishing get¬
ting. skilful placing and change of pace
that accounted for It. The youngster
already had established her right to *
place near the first ten In national rank,
but her exhibition to-dny was a further
revelation of her astonishing ability.
Hhe hung on persistently In the swiftest
rallies and sent through one starring
placement after another.

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Duncan Sets Record for
Woodway Links With 71

Also Scores 72 in Morning as

He and Mitchell Win
Match Easily.

A consistent thlrty-slx hole perform¬
ance plus a new course record by George
Duncan, last year's British open golf
champion, and a heroic afternoon stand
by Louis Chlapetta, the home profes¬
sional, were the outstanding features of
the, match played yesterday over the
links pf the Woodway Country Club of
Stamford, Conn., In which Duncan and
his celebrated long driving teammate
from overseas, Abe Mitchell, opposed
Chlapetta and Charles Mothursele of
Wee Burn.
What the British pair won by over

the thirty-six hole route is supposed to
l>e known only to the trees along the

_
Woodway fairways. As there are many
whose curiosity will lead them to sift
the best ball cardo down to their last
grewsomc detail, It may be as well to
admit that the match would have fin-
ished .somewhere out where the wild
woodbine twineth around the eleventh
teeing' box, but the fact of the matter
i.i that George and Abe had golfed such
rings around the young Stamford pro-
fesslonal.s that the Woodway officials
found It necessary to Invoke the biblical
injunction relative to tho day and Hie
evil thereof. Accordingly it was de¬
cided that the morning's play should
forever remain the morning's play, and
the second round also be allowed to
stand on Its own legs.

While at the outset It was considered
that Chlapetta and Mothersele were
carrying a little too much weight, the
match was made more one-sided still
when Mothersele reported with a lame
back. Charlie in consequence of this
had to take it easier than would have
been necessary against such a noted
pair. Most of the work naturally de¬
volved upon Chlapetta, and, although in
the morning Duncan and Mitchell rolled
up a margin of seven holes, the young
Woodway pro rose brilliantly to the
occasion in tho afternoon and kept the
British stars going right along to the
seventeenth green.

Holes Forty Foot Pntt,
Abe and George had been dormle 3.

but on the sixteenth Chlapetta holed a

forty foot putt for u 8. Practically up
to the eighteenth bolo the Woodway in¬
structor never made a mistake. Mis
drives were of fine distance and he ap¬
proached and putted with rare akili. On
the last he hooked his drive into the'
bank of the lake and lost a stroke get-
ting clear.
With a 5 here and a 6 at the seven-

teenth Louis still was around in 73,
which earned him second prize for the
afternoon cards. Duncan with 71 was
an easy winner, while Mitchell required
76 and Mothersele. who played better as
the day advanced, recorded an 81.
Duncan's 71 Is a new record for the

course, the best previous score at Wood-
way having been Ted Ray's 72. made
when he and Harry Vardon were touring
last year. However, Ray at that time
was conceded one or two putts. In this
match Duncan was playing for a score
and a prize of $75. George won the

STEWARDS INQUIRE
INTO QUEER'CHASE

Trainers, Jockeys and Layer
Requested to Help Clear Up

Saratoga's Fiasco.

Saratoga Springs, N. Y., Aug. 10..

A cheap steeplechase race marred a good
day's sport at the track here this after¬
noon. It was so bad that It dimmed
the brilliancy of the five other events,
which included the Sanford Stakes, won
by Sir Hugh, a sturdy and speedy so., of
l.ight Brigade, belonging to J. N. Cam-
den of Kentucky. He won the major
portion of the rich stake like a real
good colt and earned a place among
the topnotch Juveniles wh(ch ran as con¬
tenders for the titular crown. Under a
bad ride by if. Garner, lie beat Big
Heart, Column, Deadlock. Olympus, Mus-
tard Seed, and won easily. At the end
he was two lengths In front of Big
Heart, which was a length before Col¬
umn.

Despite the grand effort of Sir Hugh
and his opponents the big crowd of
racegoers, which filled the course, did
not enthuse much over the event. They
'were still enveloped In a heavy gloom
as a result of the chase. This cross
country affair brought together only
thrpo contestants, and they were of the
cheapest kind. They were Say Which,
Wisest E'ool and Robert Oliver.

Robert Oliver, belonging I.unis-
den, and trained by Jim Healy, was the
favorite at even money, but Say AVhtch
was heavily backed and at the post time
had as many. If not more frie.ids than
Robert Oliver. Before tne race there
were ugly rumors about the different
horses, and because of them many race¬
goers refrained from wagering on the
result Joseph E. Davis, w ho arrived
here yesterday, was one of the stewards
for the race, and heard somo of the re¬

ports and told Jim Healy, trainer of
Robert Oliver, so.

"I know your horse,'' said the vigl-
lant steward, "and there Is only one way
to beat him, that is to send him to the
front, as 1 once saw him beaten In
Maryland."

Sny Which tends Off.

Healy agreed with him. For a turn
of the field Say Which galloped along
in front with Robert Oliver second, two
or three lengths ahead of Wisest Fool,
At the water Jump the second time
around Say Which began to "bleed"
and come back to Iter opponents. At
that time Robert Oliver was on the In-
side and Wisest Fool on the outside.
As Say Which dropped back she "fell"
in between them and It was noticed
at the time that Wisest E'ool was about
to swerve over and carry them out.
But Brady had a tight hold on lilin
and got him over the obstacle safely.
E"rom that Jump on Say Which did not
run any faster than a dray horso,
and when the fourteenth jump on the
back stretch was reached she was a

rtoaen lengths back and staggering. So
far back was she that her supporters
gave up all hope of seeing her re¬

turned the winner.
Then came tho utterly unexpected.

While running head and head Wisest
Fool, with Byers in the saddle, was
seun to bolt away front an obstacle,
and when he darted into the intield h'
took Robert Oliver with him. And out
of the course both horses kept going.
They went so far that Say Which stag¬
gered on and by the cleverest kind of
handling got over the remaining ob¬
stacles and won easily by twenty-live
lengths. While she was a furlong In
front Wisest Fool and Robert Oliver
returned to the course and completed it,
Wisest E'ool finishing second and Rob¬
ert Oliver third.

Mr. Davis und the other stewards did
not like the race and when the jockeys
returned to the scales they were wait¬
ing for them. Byera was cross-exam¬
ined first. He said that Robert Oliver
suddenly got It into his head to bolt
and he could not stop him.

Many to Be Questioned.I
Brady was called next. He said that

Wisest Fool bolted Into him and he was
compelled to go as far as he did In the
Infield. Kennedy, who rode Way Which,
also was interrogated, but hl« explana¬
tion showed nothing more than, the
stewards already knew. Jlmniv Mc¬
Laughlin, the patrol Judge, was called.
He was emphatic In declaring that Byers
had done his mightiest to prevent Wisest
Fool from bolting. The veteran Jockey
unl horseman was cross-examined, but
.he Insisted that Byers had done his best
to prevent the fiasco. On bis testimony
Wisest Fool was disqualified.

But that was not the end of the case.
Mr. Davis was not satisfied. He wauled
to know what man or set of men fancied
Say Which end what mnn or set of men
believed Itobert Oliver would be beaten.
He ordered the track detectives to bring
several men bpfore the stewards. Includ¬
ing "Trainers Jim Haaly, J. H. Lewis and
E. G. Helder." The three Jockeys.
Brady, Kennedy and Byers and a

layer well known to the turf world as
"Gloomy Gus."
"They will be cross-examined to-mor¬

row morning, and Mr. Davis said that
the men should not feel offended by the
request to appear. If they know any¬
thing wrong about the race they should
want to help clear tho atmosphere and
help the sport. "If we find evidence of
any wrong doing wc will order them
taken by the napo of the neck and
thrown out of thts course and kept off
all tracks under the control of the Jockey
Club." said Mr. Davis.
