REFUSE TO SUMMON
M'ADOO IN RAIL BILL!
Senators Ignore Pittman Mo¬
tion for 'Expert Testimony'
on Refunding Measure.

HEARING COMES TO END

Da Follette Loses Plea to Get
Road, Labor and Other

Offieers on Stand.

Washington, Aug. 16..The Senate
Interstate Commerce Committee refused
to call WiMlam G. MeAdoo, former Di¬
rector General of Railroads, to glvo "ex¬
pert testimony" 011 the Administration's
railroad funding bill. The motion to call
Mr. McAdoo was made by Senator Pitt-
nan. Democrat (Nev.), and was defeated
I to 3. Senators Pittman, Stanley, Dem¬
ocrat (Ky.), and I,a Follette. Republi¬
can (Wis.), supporting It.
By a vote of 6 to4 the committee

closed the hearing and proceeded with]
consideration of the bill. Senator La
Follette voted with the Democrats to
iiear additional witnesses.
Senator Watson, Republican find.),

novnd to close the hearings and Senator
Stanley protested against the Senate be-
ng "the mute recorder of the Kxecutlve
gill." The purpose of agricultural relief
fglslation would bo defeated If the War
Finance Corporation was authorized to
;se Its funds for funding railroad secur¬
ities ur.der the pending bill, he said.

"I protest against bringing this bill
Into the Senate before hearing others
who do not speak the language of the
Administration." said Senator Stanley.
"I favor hearing those who represent
the other side."
Acting Chairman Townsend said that

lie had conferred twice with the Presi¬
dent and that there had been no sugges¬
tion of Insistence upon passage of the
5111 without amendment, {.hough the Pres¬
ident had expressed the hope that Con¬
gress would grant relief.
Senator La Follette Insisted that the

committee hear railroad, labor officials
and others and make particular inquiry
whether the railroad officials had. by
paying extravagant salaries and other
means, dissipated resources.
The committee decided to strike out

of the bill authority to reopen accounts
of railroads which had been finally
settled. It voted down. 7 to 8, an
amendment by Senator Stanley to re¬

strict purchases of railroad aecuritles
from the Government by the War
Finance Corporation to money derived
by the sale to the public of War Finance
Corporation bends.

FROM POTTER'S FIELD

Legion to Give Stanley Ko-
walski Military Honora.

The body of Stanley Kowalski of
Bayonne, N. J., who died on last July
27 of tuberculosis at the county hospital
at Laurel Hill, N. J., after ha had
served fourteen months with, the Ameri¬
can army In France, will be disinterred
from the Potters' field at Bayonne this
morning and burled again In the sol¬
diers' plot in the Holy Name Cemetery
In Jersey City.
No one claimed the body when Ko¬

walski died at the County Hospital, and
two days later he was burled In Potters'
field. Later the American Red Cross
Investigated tho case and the Peter E.
I .eddy Post of the American Legion
made arrangements to obtain the sol¬
dier's body and bury It In a cemetery
with military honors.
