Like the calm that follows the storm,

the women's national championship, re¬

covering from the sensational entry and
the more sensational exit of Mile. Su¬
zanne Lenglen, settled down to the even

tanor of its way at Forest Hills yester¬
day. There was plenty of thrilling ten¬
nis on tap, but the intense excitement.
the furore.of the first two days was

over, although not forgotten.
Before the third round matches were

begun within the grandstand enclosure
there was only one subject wherever
tennis fans congregated, and that was

Mile. Lenglen's dramatis defeat at the
hands of Mrs. Franklin I. Mallory on

Tuesday, While views differed as the
cause of her startling defeat in the sec¬

ond set, the preponderance of opinion
was that temperament rather than lack
of condition was the answer.
Looking little the worse for Tuesday's

near collapse, Suzanne was at the club¬
house rs usual, and sat In a private box
with her mother watching her conqueror.
Mrs. Mallory, play Miss Florence Shel¬
don. She had little to say beyond the
fact that she was still far from strong,
and that the fits of coughing that punc¬
tuated her exhibition the previous day

, were recurring every now and then.
Mrs. Mallory as she walked off the

j court after defeating Miss Sheldon, 6.0.
..1, espied the French girl and came
over to greet her and ask her about

. her health. They chatted amiably for

Lenglen would not appear In the doubles
division of the tournament in which she
was to have played with Mrs. Mallory as
her partner, but that If her condition
permitted she would play 1n the mlxeu
doubles event at the Longwood Cricket
Club of Boston next week, and then go
through with her exhibition tour as
planned.
The programme was abbreviated by

rain yesterday. While the last of the
third round singles matches was in
progress.that between Miss Mary K.
Browne of California and Miss Edith
Higourney of Boston.a heavy downpour
drove all hands off the courts, and after
a brief wait play was officially called off
for the day. At the time Miss Browne
had one ove set to her credit and was
leading, 3.1, in the second, apparently
on her way to a decisive victory. A
number of doubles matches in the second
round also were going on at the time,
and these too had to be abandoned.

Pegasus finished three lengths ahead
at Surf Rider, which nosed out Pillory
for the third end of the purse. William
A. was fourth, Runstar fifth and Oce¬
anic sixth.

Pillory undoubtedly was the best in
the race. He had bad luck in the early
stages, but when straightened out for
home fairly flew over his horses and at
the end was running faster than any
youngster in the race. In another Jump
ho would liavo been an easy second.
William A. ran an excellent race, too.
He carried 123 pounds and came from
far In the rtnr in the last furlong, and
Sande's finish wasn't us strong as it
usually is.

Pegasus deserved credit for his great
race and would have been a keen conten¬
der, if not the winner, even if there hud
bt en no accident to mar the race.
