PREMIER SAXS TERMS
CANNOT BE ALTERED

Outlines to Commons Difficul¬
ties Before Government.

By the A n&a>clated Press.
Lo.vcon Aug IS..The Prime Min¬

ister In his address to the House of
Commons on the Irish negotiations said

"I want to make It clear that the

Government did not put forth haggling
terms, but put forward everything they
could possibly concede to purchase
p< ace and the good will of th< Irish
people. In [reiand itself, as far as 1
can sew. the doubt Is not ho much as

to the terms but is to whether the
Government really means them.

"That is a question of working out
the terms.of elucidation and elabora¬
tion, and not a changing of the terms.
The outline cannot be altered nor t'-e
basis changed.

"In view of the fart that the House
is about to separate and the fact that
very disquieting statements have User,
made, and even of a few disquieting
facts, we are bound as ;t Government
to take, thought of all possible contin¬
gencies. however unpleasant they may
be.
"The first is the possibility of an

agreement. In which vase the details will
have to be threshed out. which will
take time. There Is always apt to be
rui atmosphere of suspicion surrounding
relations between two countries.a sug¬
gestion of bad faith if there is a mis¬
understanding on the slightest particu¬
lar."

It would thus be the duly of the
Executive, said the Prime Minister, to
place a bill embodying the details and
principles before the Parliament for im¬
mediate action, because delay is dis¬
astrous once an agreement was reached.

Issues Arc Defined.
'.I r* Ibh it was not necessrv to deal

with tne other contingency, but we are

boin.a to take notice oC certain things
which have been said. Thl* contingency
is that our terms are rejected.
"Were that misfortune to belall the

relations between these two islands,
whose history has been so full of suo'n
unfortunate incidents, we woul'l be
faced with a graver situation in regard
to Ireland than that with which we have
ever been confronted.
"Whatever these terms may accom-

pllsh and may have done there ts one

thins they have achieved. They have
defined the issues more clearly than evor
before, and rejection would be an un¬

mistakable challenge to the authority of
the Crown and the unity of the Empire,
and no party in the State could possibly
pass that over without notice.

"I am using no language of menace.
That would be Indeed folly. Where
there are so many existing difficulties,
to use threatening language would be to
aggravate old difficulties and create now
onea

"if there is rejection, and final rejec¬
tion beyond hope of negotiation, steps
will undoubtedly have to be taken which
the Executive ought not and won't
with to take without first consulting
Parliament and giving It full opportunity
of expressing approval or disapproval
of any steps we might propose to It.
"The Government are sincerely de¬

sirous that peace should be secured
and that the long misunderstandings,
sometimes sulky, somettmes savage,
which make ro many chapters of Brit¬
ish history painful reading, misunder¬
standings between these two peoples
who ought to live In peace and h ir-
nionv. even in affection, together should
be brought to an end.

"In spit" of the disquieting facts I
hope reason will prevail even over logic,
nnd thst the Irish leaders will not reject
the largest measures of freedom ever
offered their country and take the re¬
sponsibility of v- newlng a conflict which
would be robbed of all glory and all
gratitudes by its overshadowing horror."

Carson In House of Lords.
Lord Curzon, the Secretary for For¬

eign Affairs, told the House of Lords
that the Government had offered Ire¬
land all that could be given without
compromising the. safety «>f the realm,
the sovereignty of the Crown and the
dignity of the Empire.
No one. Lord Curson continued, could

fall to be struck by the unprecedented
unanimity of praise and support with
which the Government's offer had been
received. The press of the dominions,
the people of which, above all, were best
qualified to judge what the dominion
status meant and the true character and
scope of the offer, praised it. lie re¬
ferred also to the comment of the foreign
newspapers, especially those of the
United States.
The task of Foreign Secretary. Lord

Curson said, for years had been ren¬
dered anxious and difficult as far as the
United States was concerned. In the
main because the Irish question was
not solved. This fact had colored, dark¬
ened and poisoned the atmosphere. The
press notices from the United States
had caused him Infinite anxiety and dis¬
tress for many years, but now tele¬
grams of approval poured in on him
< very dev.
Lord Ourson concluded by saying the

Issue was trembling in the balance. If
nny challenge were giver the Govern¬
ment would accept It and would not
ouall before the difficult task Ih-it would
lie before It.

Huron Birkenhead. the Lord Chanrel-
lor. said ha could not share In the opti¬
mism that pervaded soma of the speeches
on the outcome of the negotiations. Tt
would be disastrous, however. If It were
not clearly recognised by those to whom
the Government's "IT. r was addressed
that the offer contained the Govern¬
ment's last word and compromise.
The Chancellor concluded by saying

that no one should blind himself to the
conclusion that If th-» present attempt at
negotiations collapsed Or# at Britain
would find herrclf committed to hostili¬
ties on a rcalo never previously under¬
taken against Ireland.
There was much comment mad" by the

T.lbernls In the lobby on the Insistence
made by former Premier Asqulth In a
rneech he made In the Commons during
th» session that the Government's pro¬
pose.!* did not eonstltute an ultimatum
but were intended to bring the opposition
parties together In conference to thresh
rut detail" of a settlement which v ouhl
rive full satisfaction to Ireland's aspira¬
tions. During this gn«slp the expression
was heard that If was thought Mr. As-
oul»h would hardly have gone so far
without knowing to some extent the Oov-
ernment's intentions.

Belfast, Aug. 19..Ulster's position
can be likened to a suffering patient
in a dentist's waiting room. She may
bolt or she may enter the operating
room. But reason, represented by her
soundest political leaders and busi¬
ness men, counsels that it is at least
better to wait and see how bad the
pain will be. Moreover, Ulster has no;
confidence in the dentist.Premier
Lloyd George.and Ulster is deter¬
mined that whatever he says she
won't have her own teeth pulled.
As far as can be judged from the

popular expression of the man in the
street and from the newspapers, ac¬
counts of Kamon de Valera's speeches
and the Dall Eireann's proceedings
are read here only as a sure sign of
further and more serious trouble.
There is plenty of wild talk.from
threats to wreck the Lloyd George
Government to the declaration that
Ulster is willing to meet the South at
Boync River again or in the hills
above Newry and fight it out in the
field.

triced to "Sit Tight.''
But the most powerful leaders are

openly counselling that the best thing to

do Is to sit tight and await events.
Hard needed Belfast business men for
the first time aro admitting that some

sacrifice may be wise in order to permit
the South Ireland leaders to assuage the
sentimental demands of their followers,
provided that sacrifice does not Involve
Belfast's allegiance to the Crown and
does not jeopardize Belfast's hard won

and hard held accumulation of material
wealth.

All sorts of men smile grimly when
informed that the disposition In Dublin
seems to be let Ulster alone until her
own good time. "Murder and robbery
and bloodshed may Induce us to take
our own good time,'' was the invariable
comment of those who counsel caution
as well as those counselling violence as
Ulster's policy.

Belfast's nerves, dental and other¬
wise, are raw from years of beating
Orange drums and for months they hava
carefully fed on the horror of living
next to the "savages south of the Boyne"
and the closer homelike Ballymacarrett
Kalis road. Hence, while Ulster's In¬
tellectual men like H. M. Pollock, Minls-
ter of Finance; Lord Londonderry and
Lord Plrrie, head of the Harlan-Wolff
firm, might try to urge Ulster to go Into
the operating room of conference and
concession, they realize that the patient's
nerves Just at this Juncture make dell-
cate "brldgework" highly dangerous
both for the patient and the operator.
For Ulster can still bite.

Object »o "I'nplat Thumb.*'
A visitor cannot talk to three men In

the low-est pub or at the exclusive Ile-
form Club w ithout being reminded of
that. Among these men here who are

genuinely anxious for peace the ap¬
parent willingness of Sinn Fein to let
the Ulster matter rest for the moment Is
cordially welcomed. Among others It ts
received with an attitude of watchful
suspicion. No class in Belfast lias con-
fidence In the present leaders of Sinn
Fein. The rank and file.whose sen¬
timental preoccupations certainly arc no
less violent than Sinn Feln'a own.glows
fiercely over any prospect of being put
beneath the "Papist thumb."
Cooler headed leaders who would like

to accept a settlement say frankly that
Ulster's material prosperity cannot be
submitted to economists so mad as to
resort to an Ulster boycott, as have the
Dull Blreann leaders. If the killing of
Mrs. Lindsay added years of fuel to the
biasing hate of Orangemen, tho state¬
ment made before the Dall Blreann by
.Minister of Labor McDonough, that the
boycott resulted in more bankruptcy In
Belfast than has been known within
living memory, piled a Pellon of mla-
trust upon the business men'a Osaa of
suspicion. They say that Investigation
.<hows that there have been only six
bankruptcies In all Ulster since the boy-
oott and only two In Ulster Itself, one
case being that of a wholly unknown
merchant snd the other that of a small
Italian vender of Ice cream.

SINN FEIN FOUNDER
SILENT ON PROPOSAL
Humor Arthur Griffith May

Head Moderates Against
De Vftlcra.

DiriUK, Aug. 19..No visible change

In the Irish situation haa taken place in
consequence of the speech delivered in
the House of Commons to-day by David
Lloyd George, the British Prime Min¬
ister.

In general effect the comment heard
on all sides after the Premier's speech
appeared in the evening newspapers
was that Mr. Lloyd George understood
his constituents and that Mr. Do Valera
understood his.
The sub-committees of the Dall

Kireann to-day continued their work,
and to-morrow will go on with it. They
are not having the assistance of Mr. De
Valera. who has gone to the country
home of Speaker McNeill at Blackrock,
where It is expected he will be Joined by
other leaders in the Republican move¬
ment.
The silence of Arthur Griffith, founder

of tho Sinn Fein, since the opening of
the Dail Kireann haa been the subject
of some comment, and there have been
rumors dealing with the possibility of
Mr. Griffith leading those of moderate
opinion in the Sinn Fein against Mr.
De V» lera.

Nevertheless. Mr. Griffith has been in
constant association with Mr. de Valera.
and the reply of Dc Valera to Mr.
Lloyd George was passed on by hint.

TTtere haa been no move in any
quarter of the Sinn Fein as yet Indi¬
cating a desire to accept the British
Government's terms.
Tho Irish Bulletin prints a protest

against what it describes as the delib¬
erate distortion of a grave issue by
misrepresenting Ireland as demanding
home rule. The newspaper declares that
what Ireland demands is fr-.edom,
which. In Ireland's sense, never can be
reached by the road the dominions have
travelled.
The Bulletin complains that naif tb"

proas of the world is foster'ng "this
gross misrepresentation." and says "the
word 'generous' employed in these com¬
ments givrs the key to the true nuturc
of the Government's proposals. It de¬
notes patronage of a superior to an in¬
ferior. Ireland asks not generosity, but
Justice: not for the granting of con¬
cessions, but for recognition of right."
The Irish Dominion League, estab¬

lished by Sir Horace Plunkett to secure
a dominion settlement for Ireland, has
put forward a dominion claim for full
and unrestricted legislative, executive
and economic Independence, but it Is of
the opinion that all of Ireland's external
relations, such as peace, wsr and foreign
policy, should depend upon imperial
cor sent

Oapt. Henry Harrison, secretary of
the league, has given his approval to
'he attitude assumed by Mr. De Valera
toward the Government's offer. In his
opinion everything depends on the work¬
ing out in detail of the Premier's six
conditions. He said to-day that lie did
not think Ireland should 'be asked to
give a final reply to the British Govern¬
ment's proposals until several of the
point# had been made clear.
Both members of the Dominion League

and moderates generally, sueh as the
Constitutional Nationalists, are asserted
to attach much importance to alleged
discrepancies between the letter of Gen.
Smuts, tho South African Premier, to
Mr. De Valera and the actual terms set
forth by Mr. Lloyd George. Sinn Feinera
also arc declared to be complaining of
such rflscrepancles. and It is reported
that they expect Mr. Lloyd George to
Indicate whether he accepts the inter¬
pretation of tho proposals contained in
tho communication of Gen. Smuts.
Thus far there lias boon no sign on

any unusual Influx of Black and Tans
or soldiers into Dublin or other parts
of tho country, but a rumor which ia
claimed to have emanated from military
sources say* there are 30,000 troops In
England ready to be transported to Ire¬
land In case the truce breaks down. In
Irish quarters the view is expressed that
oven the rumor of such preparation.
and it is only such.will be bound to
have a bad effect upon Sinn Fein
opinion.
Tho fear that exists of possible inci¬

dents while the negotiations are being
prolonged was again called to attention
to-day by the reports from Cork on hap¬
penings of last night there. Two Black
and Tans who were out on a lark, com¬
mandeered an automobile belonging to
the Irish Republican army. Members
of the Republican army retaliated by
kidnapping a divisional inspector of
police, -ant! It took all the diplomacy of
the liaison officers to get the affair
smoothed over.

Mignetlc sand la abun¬
dant throughout the empire, but was
useless until the new discovery.

hlagesf Iron producing countries of the
world ind Independent of Kouland or
the I nited States In Iron Import*.

GERMANY WILL SIGN
PEACE TREATY SOON
Government Assured of an

Ample Majority in the
Reieh stair.

Berlin, Aug. 19..Unless unexpected

complications develop In the next few

days, a formal peace treaty with tho
United States will be signed by tho Ger¬
man Government next week. Chancel-
lor Wirth's confidential discussions with
the Parliamentary leaders of all parties,
with the exception of the Communists,
now are concluded, and the Government
Is assured an ample majority In tho
Reichstag when the treaty, which is now
being given its final draft, conies up
for the ratifying vote before that body.

Ellis Loring Dresel, the Americnn
Commissioner In Berlin, and Pr. Frted-
rlch Rosen, the Foreign Minister, have
agreed on the fundamentals, and the
document only awaits approval from
Washington. This is expected to arrive
In a day or two.
The treaty will not be discussed by

the Foreign Relations Committee, but
will go direct from the Cabinet to a

plenary session of the Reichstag, where
tho Chancellor will present it with the
Government's statement and the neces¬

sary elucidations. He will then request
that U be ratified without party debate.
This request, it is believed, will be ac¬

ceded to even by the parties not in¬
cluded In the coalition group.

"This ta one of the necessary evils
growing out of the war which we arc

glad to swallow," said a well known
Reichstag leader discussing the treaty
to-day. He Bddod that the parties were

given Pr. Wirth's assurance that the
Porter-Knox resolution, on which the
treaty Is based, contained no conditions
or penalties incompatible with the honor
of Germany.
So far as can be learned, the treaty

about to be concluded will be general In
outline. No date has been fixed for the
Reichstag vote, but it is believed the
Government will endeavor to have the
event take plao- simultaneously with ac¬
tion hy the United States Senate.

WOOD SHOULD RESIGN,
COMMITTEEMEN HOLD

Bill to Legalize Holding of
Civil Post Blocked.

Washington, Aug. 19..The Admin¬
istration bill, designed to lot Major-
Oen. I,eonard Wood become Governor-
General of the Philippines without re¬

tiring as an active officer of the army,
was laid on the table to-day by the
Houso Military Affairs Committee. There
was no vote recorded. Committeemen
were said to have hold it would be a

dangerous precedent to establish. Thus
It is certain the bill will not go to a
vote In the House.
No criticism of Gen. Wood was ex¬

pressed. members agreeing that he would
make an excellent Governor and should
accept President Harding's offer. The
opinion was reported to be equally gen¬
eral. however, that army officers should
rwt he allowed to accept civilian posts.

Gen. Wood, it is argued, should retire
from the army if he wishes to accept
the island post He will be eligible on
October 9, next, for retirement under the
age provision, as he wilt be 62. He now
is elJglblo Itr retirement after thirty
years continuous service, as he Is in hie
thirty-fifth year of army life. He entered
as an Assistant Surgeon on January 5.
1886.

In the absence of Secretary Weeks,
who left Washington to-day for a ten
day visit to his home In New Hampshire,
officials of the War Department declined
to discuss the action of the House com¬
mittee.

MOROS WANT U. S. RULE
TO STAY IN PHILIPPINES

Constabulary Accused of Kill¬
ing Natives Who Complained.

Ihaxela ok Basilan, P. I , Aug. 19 .
It la understood by persons close to the
American mission headed by Major-Gen.
Wood and W. Cameron Forbes that Col.
Frank D. McCoy of the mission is being
considered for Vlce-Governor-Genera l of
the Philippines. The party, on Its way
to Jolo, held public meetings here end
virtually the entire audience of Moros
shouted for continuation of American
rule.
The mission, It is understood, received

a number of letters from Moro ex-chiefs
in Zanboangu province protesting
against being placed under Filipino offi¬
cials.

Manila, Aug 19.- -Charges that mem¬
bers of the Philippine constabulary are
killing Moros in Mindanao Island be¬
cause they complained of nbuRes to tho
Wood-Forbes mission arc contained in a
telegrnm received by Charles E. Yrator,
Acting Governor, from E. ft.

Brown, for the United States, and Maxim
LItvlnoff, for Soviet Russia, agreed to
sign to-morrow the detailed contracts
for American relief for the Russian
famine on terms granting the Americans
extreme freedom of movement and abso¬
lute oontrol of the food distribution.
At the same time Russia's right Is ad¬

mitted to expel on good proof of unde-
slrablllty any member of the American
Relief Administration's organization. TTio
Soviet authorities are also granted the
right to Inspect the relief administra¬
tion's premises, but on terms considered
by Mr. Brown to be adequately qualified
and to assure a fair deal for both the
relief administration and the Bolshevlkl.

Shipments Ordered.

Arr<erlcan relief for Russia.the first
participation of the United States on

any extensive scale In the problems of
Soviet Russia.now appears to be an ac¬

complished fact.
To the harbors of Harrfourg, Danzig

and New York word went forth to-night
to load ships Immediately with food for
Russia, while to Moscow M. LItvlnoff
telegraphed the news that real aid was

coming to Russia's starving. It 1s ex¬

pected that American food actually will
be in Petrograd and Moecow within
ten days.
The complete terms of the contract

were announced to-night by Mr. Brown.
With the exception of Americana de¬
tained In Russia at any time since 1917.
for whom permission from the Soviet
Government must be obtained, free entry
Into Russia of any of the American per¬
sonnel is to ho allowed. Non-Amorican
personnel, such as Interpreters, must be
approved of before entering Russia, but
freedom and protection of movement on
American relief administration business
within Russia is to be granted to all.
Tho relief administration has complete
freedom in tho selection of its local per¬
sonnel nnd also the organization of dis¬
tribution committees. On the latter,
however, it w-ns agreed that local govern¬
ing bodies should be represented.

Transportation Free.

The relief administration agrees to
transport food to the nearest practical
points In Russia and adjacent countries.
Uustoirw inspection is to be permitted
the Soviet Government at points agree¬
able both to the Russians and the Amer¬
icans, but the personni baggage of the
relief corps Is In be free from Inspection.
The American personnel and the couriers
are to enjoy the usual diplomatic rights.

Free transportation and free and pre¬
ferred use of the telegraph and other
means of communication are to bo al¬
lowed. and the food shipments of the
American organization are to have tho
same transport priority as Is granted the
Russian relief organization*
The Soviet Government will supply

the necessary storage for foodstufTs and
transportation to distributing points. It
also will pay virtually all expenses ex¬

cept the actual salaries and expenses
of the American relief personnel.

Adequate guarding of the food ship¬
ments and reimbursement In gold or
kind for food misused is promised In the
agreement by tho Bolsheviki. They also
guarantee to take every step to prevent
American relief administration food
from going to the general population,
army, navy and Government employees
or to any one except persons actually
sick and children designated by the
Americans. All food will remain ths
property of the relief administration
until It is actually consumed.
After long hesitation the Bolsheviki

also agreed t0 t),e general relief ad¬
ministration principle that no Individual
receiving Amerlcun rations shall be de¬
prived of such local supplies as are
given the rest of the population. Where
the Soviet Is able to ration the people
the American* are to grant only supple¬
mentary feeding.

Sanitary Control Authorised.

The Americans are empowered to take
sanitary control if epidemics should be
found in the relief area.

Kxamih.ition of American relief quar¬
ters by Soviet officials Is to be permitted
only upon notification and In the pres¬
ence of the lot al relief administration
chief, and then only where the Russian
officials are as certain of their grounds
for examination that they must submit
to punishment If the charges are un¬
founded.

Tlie Sovi.-t agrees to the spreading to
the world of news of the relief adminis¬
tration's work throughout Russia and
will facilitate the supplying of the
American people with reliable non-po-
litteol Information on existing condi¬
tions, This is Interpreted here as re¬
ferring lo the admission of American
journalists.

Children who are sick are to be aided,
regardless of race, creed or political
status.
The American organisation agrfees to

confine Its work absolutely to (relief and
to engage in no political or commercial
activities in view of the freadom ef
movement granted tha American person¬
nel a pledge Is given the Soviet Govern¬
ment that the relief administration will
withdraw or discharge any of Its pc. . i
Sonne! contravening this promise when
request is mado by the central Povlet
Government, r.coompanled bv evidence,
In conclusion the relief administration

feservt < the right to suspend or to ter¬
minate all relief work in the avent
of tho non-fulfliment by Russia of Its
original demand for the freedom of
American pri; tiers and opportunity for
Aiporlcnn cltlsens to leave Ruoela. or
any Other terms of the contract. The
Soviet reserve* a similar right to cancel
the contract if the rejlef administration
doea not carry out its pledge*.

tries. With these funds It Is proposed
to establish a food depot for children
at Petrngrad and the hope Is expressed
that the work will be begun early next
month.

London, Aug. 19..Famine Is still
ravaging the Volga districts of Russia,
but there 1» a decrease In the cholera
epidemic there, says the Moscow corre¬

spondent of the Daily Herald. During
July 22,000 cases were reported, as
against 42,000 in June.
Some of the efforts of the Russian

Soviet Government to cope with the
famine are detailed by the correspond¬
ent. He says the Ontral Soviet Kxecu-
tlve has appropriated 520,000,000 rubies
for the Initial expenses of the re¬
lief committee and has also decided
to levy a tax of one pound per pood
(36 pounds) on goods traded in the
freo food markets. This food will be
turned over to the relief committee.

the Irish coast, and then, in the follow¬
ing order, will be the Kansas and the

Wyoming, an equal distance apart, along
the route the ZR-2 will take, while a

fuel supply ship, accompanied by de¬

stroyers, will be off the New Jersey
coast. The Brazos will be sent to a

point off the Newfoundland coast In
case the airship should be forced to put
in there.
Unfavorable weather conditions al¬

ready have caused a three weeks' delay
In the start of the ZH-2 for America.
An important teat flight that ia to be
had hero now makes it certain that
the airship cannot leave this country
before the end of next week. Yorkshire
weather has been erratic, with danger¬
ous winds prevailing and Intermittent
electrical storms, all of which hns madW
official* on this side nervous about the
prospects for the filftht. They aro wait¬
ing anxiously at Howden for a trial
flight, which they hope will be of twenty-
four hours' duration.

SHIPS BEST IN WAR,

Airplane ' Only Increases
Martial Complexity, Says

Joint Board.

DEVELOPMENT IS VITAL

Flying Craft anil Carriers
Necessary Adjuncts of

Both Arms.

PERSHING SIGNS REPORT

Aviation Eqnipment Must Re
More Mobile for Longer
Ranges, Is Decision.

Washington, Aug. 18..Results of
bombing tests off the Virginia Capes
from June 21 to July 21 have failed
to displace the battleship from its pre¬
eminent position as the nation's chief
defence at sea.
This is the outstanding conclusion

of the Joint board of the army and
navy. Its report was made public to¬

day by Gen. Pershing, the senior
member, and approved by Secretary
Weeks and Acting Secretary Roose¬
velt.
The tests, which resulted in the

sinking of four ex-German warships
by aerial bombs, proved, however,
"that it has become Imperative as n
matter of national defence to provide
for the maximum possible develop¬
ment of aviation in both the army nn l
navy."
The tests proved also, the board

agreed, the "necessity for aircraft cai-

rlers of maximum size and speed . . .

as an effective adjunct of the fleet," and
for the development of "effective anti¬
aircraft armament."

"Instead of furnishing an economical
instrument of war leading to the aboli¬
tion of the battleship, the development
of aircraft bos added to the complexity
of naval warfare," the report said.
The tests, which were conducted by

the navy with the cooperation of the
Army Air Sendee, wera reported upon
separately by army and naval boards
of observers. These reports formed the
basis of the issued statement.
The Joint board included Admiral F.

E. Coontz, chief of Naval Operation.-:
Major-Gen. W. O. Haan, assistant to tlio
Chief of Staff; Rear Admiral C. S.
Williams, Naval Operations; Brig.-Oen.
Henry Jervey, General Staff, and Capt.
W. C. Cole, Naval Operations.
The board found that military air¬

craft when used beyond the radius of
action of shore bases possessed "lim¬
ited assistance to gunnery In the con¬
trol of Are, limited assistance in the
service of Information and security, and
important strategical and tactical qual¬
ities in operations of coast defence," but
might prove a decisive factor in coastal
operations if used In adequate numbpi r.

"If heavier than air craft are to be
effective in naval warfare," the repeat
said, "they must have great mobility,
and since their radius of action Is not
great, additional mobility must be ob¬
tained by providing mobile basis, I. e.,
aircraft carriers.

"So far as known no planes large
enough to carry a bomb effective against
a major ship have been flown from or
landed on an airplane carrier at sea. It
is probable, however, that future devel¬
opments will make such operations prac¬
ticable."

"In tha present state of anti-aircraft
defence." the report continued, "It Is be¬
lieved that. If an air force can obtain
the mastery of the air, an effective per¬
centage of hits can be obtained against
surface vessels coming within the radius
of action of bombing planes without an
undue percentage of loss of aircraft.

"Anti-aircraft armament is In an early
stage of development. The history of
wnr indicates that means of defence de¬
velops rapidly to meet the development
of offensive weapons. The effectiveness
of the bomb carried by aircraft empha¬
sizes the necessity for the rapid devel¬
opment of anti-aircraft armanent and
for the provision of pursuit planes as
a part of the fleet.

"Aircraft carrying high capacity high
explosive bombs of sufficient size have
adequate offensive power to sink or
seriously damage any naval vessel at
present constructed, provided such pro¬jectiles can be placed In the water close
alongside the vessel. Furthermore, it
will be difficult, If not impossible, to
build any type of vessel of sufficient
strength to withstand the destructive
force that ran be obtained with the
largest bombs that airplanes may be
able to carry from shore bases or shel¬
tered harbors."
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
