Nas-
sxu is the only port of entry in ‘the
Bahamas, No record of liguor exports
in kapt.

Hefora indulging {n the only othor
stutistical table of which this secount
of Nnsgsau's regeneration will be gullty
it must. be understood that such was
tha rush of business at the first of this
year that local merchants who had gone
into the wholesule booze traffic to their
last farthing falled to realize that the
glutton must expect indigestion and that
continued banqueting fs conducive to
woll developed cases of gout and gus-
tritls,

The mounting Imports continued to
mount. They imported twlce as much
whiskey in January, 1921, as they did In
June, 1020, Thoy kept on ordering large
consignments In February and March,
Thoy enlarged thelr figures In April and
May., Whiskey had the call in the
EBtates.

The vast majority of the liquor carriers
leaving Nassau elther do not show
liguor on thelr manifests, having cleared
in ballaet and shipping the stuff after
having cleared, or clear with booze for
another jgland in the mrchipelago—prin-
cipally Gun Cay and Grand Bahama—a
process entalllng no technleal difficul-
tles or embarrassments,

There |8 therefore mo export tax. At
Girand Bahama, of which much will be
sald subseguently, there are nine huge
warchouses. It is perfectly legal to
ship lguor from Island to island, The
State Department knows that the motor
bouts, submarine chasers, {lshing
schooners and what not, all flying tne
British flag, carry the stuff to Grand
Bahama and Gun Cay, forty-five miles
from Morlda. It is all quite within
Buhamian and international law, And
the law 1s not broken at Giand Ha-
hama or Gun Cay. Anyhodv In the
waorld, provided he has the cash, can
purchage booze at either of these jump-
ing off places. As has been suld hereln
before, you are privileged to do what
you choose with the stuff once you pur-
chase [t. That's your affair. Nassau
ls too busy attending to its own busi-
ness these days to interfere with that
of Its customers,

Of course It ls desirable that the
schooner or other vessel leaving the Ba-
hamas for a run up the American coast
iy the Union Jack and sail under Brit-
ish registry. Amerlean ships were mak-
ing the change almost over night. The
recent rulings of the United States Ship-
ping Board have made it mora difficult |
to transfer o Shipping Board vessel's
regiatry, The idea was to make It fm-
possible. But an American lawyer
spending & few days In Nassau eaid to
Tuau Naw York HERALD reporter:

“Wea ean recelve permission to change
n Shipping Poard boat's reglatry quite
easlly. It can't be done In twelve hours
any more, but it can be done In the time
It takes a letter to travel from Florida
to Washington and from Washington
back to Florlda, You can do almost
anything’ if you know how."

Incidentally, this lawyer used to be In
the employ of the Government of the
United States, Now he is prospering as
the legal representative and adviser for
the bootleggers.

Tough Days for Bootleggers.

warehouses owned by the Britlsh Crown,
in the two big storage sppces owned by
the Bahamian Government, in all the
emergency storage places drafted into
service by the local merchants thera
are vast stores of booze that eventually
wil! he consumed by Amerlcans, but which
at this writing are nothing but dralns
upen the pocketbooks of thelr owners,
There are charges to be pald and In-
terest to be met, and many of these
merchants have invested their utmost
farthing in those stocks.

Of course, this stute of affairs is but
trminorary,  Within reasonable time the
furor of the mystery ships and zeal of
frightened constables will abate. The
traffic will resume its wonted briskness,
But u deal of worrying I8 to be noticed
in Nassau just now,

The attitude of the Bahammn Govern-
ment toward all thls bootlegging and |
bootlegger supplying s one of good na-
tured tolerance. Indeed, it may be sald
that it Is one of glad acqulescence, From
Gov, Cordeaux down to the least of the
negro constabulary It 18 recognized that
thanks should be offered for prosperity.
Salarles of Jocal office holders have been
increased. As ou'lined above, the colony
has diasolved it debt and begun to make
itself presentable. You may go to any
of the crown's representatives or to any
member of the only elective body in the
local government, the House of Assem-
bly, which corresponds to our American
House of Repreaentatives, and ask them
what they think of the situation,

Thelr reply never varies:

“We are breaking no law. We are a
lawablding people. Wea sell legltimate
merchandlse to any buyer with the
necessary money. If we break the laws
we will be punished. You are at liberty
to Investigate us from top to bottam,
We rather ilke the ldea of your doing It."

now you're bootlegging.'

Halg & Halg, Johnnle Walker, the
British Buchanan whiskeys, White
Horse and other wall known brands are
being shipped to Grand HBahama and
Gun Cay for cost—abont $15 a cuse at
the average. 'The profits of the vem-
tyresome booke vunner, therefore, have
leaped skyward. for there is no report
hers that the American drinking masses
are reaping nny of the benefits of cut |
rates in Nassau,
