WALL STREET BLAST
FATUOUS PLAY'S THEME

'Mask of Hamlet' Is Anarch¬
istic Claptrap.

The first play of Arlo Flamma. who Is
said to be a well known dramatist In his
native Italy. w-as acted last night at
the PrlncesH Theatre. "The Mask >»f
Hamlet" is, In spite of Its name, a study
of contemporaneous life in New York.
Its point of departure Is. moreover, ex¬
tremely modern. The three acts, which
have for their background the home of
the hero downtown and a room in a
house on Ison* Island, spring from the
holocaust in Wall Street two years ago.
The hero Is Indeed more or less Identi¬
fied with the radical that brought about
that calamity

It Is difficult to conceive of anything
more Inept and fatuous than this com¬
position in dramatic form turned out to
be. It Is incredible that Slgnor Flam-
ma's friends should have been respon¬
sible for the performance. Real friends
would have done all In their power to
protect the author from the public reve¬
lation of such a mixture of anarchistic
claptrap and conversational platitude as
the long acts revealed. The piece was
received with the respect due to its in¬
credible tedium. It looked for n while
as if It might prove amusing.
"Was Morgan hit?" feverishly asked

the heroine while listening to the details
of the explosion.
He was not. nor was anybody else for

that matter.not even the father of the
hero. All the old stencils of the Inter¬
national anarrhy were set up and bowled
over as the hero grew In wisdom and
the yawns of the spectators Increased
In Intensity. There were free love and
the Justification of the means by the
end. But what more does one need to
grasp the essence of the "The Mask of
Hamlet"? The hero's nickname, not his
middle name, mind you, was Marx. The
Hamlet reference was the result of his
lack of deliberation F.xotic, artificial
and prolix, the play lived through, on
at least one occasion. Us allotted length.
Will It ever repeat the achievement?

Miss Laura Walker was the Green¬
wich Village companion of the anarchist.
She Is an Intelligent actress, and the
longer her skirts are the more plausible
she seems. Cecil Owen may not be
famous as an actor, but he accomplished
wonders as an endurance smoker. He
kept one cigar al^ve throughout the long
first act, but It required attention on
his part. It is Impossible not to give a
word of serious praise to the sincere and
nrtlstlc representation of the unhappy
mother by Francesca Rotoll The rest
Is silence; and might well be. Slgnor
Flamma'# first attempt to conquer a new
world flashed, more or less, in the pan.
