Nehf's Contral Perfect. '

Only thirty-ona Pirates faced Nehf, |
and in sddition to those who hit safely
only one runner reached flrst—on a |
fores gut. Nary a pass did the glitter-
ing southpaw yield to the Corsalrs, and
nary an error did the Giants dare to
commit behind this flashing pecformance.
Only three men advanced ‘as far as seo-
ond basge on Nehf, only the man who
scored got to third,

Nehf knew that he held tha Pirates in |
the palm of his left hand. He knew that |
he had beaten them five times thia sea- |
#on ; that they had not heaten him once. |
He appreclated full well that the vis-
ftors feared him, and he salled along |
to his sixth triumph over the Piratens
ke & Matty at the top of his form.
No other hurler has beaten n major
club six times this year. Douglas, with
five victories over the Plrates, n
close second, and then wo have Adains
of Pitisburgh and Grimes of Brooklyn
with four each ower the Glanta.

WIN FOR YANKEES

Meusel Contributes Two and
Miller the Other at
Detroit.

A NINTH I‘\T\TI\'G RALLY

Cluster of Hits Defeats Tigers,
7 to 5—Collins Weakens
in Sixth.

Dgriorr, Mich., Aug:. 27.—Rip Collins
had two Innings to-day which were
spotted and squally, but he was in-
vinelble in the other seven innings,|
and the Yauks beat the much bat-|
tered Tigers by a score of 7 to §.

Home runs cut a large and lusclous |
figure in the visitors' success. Elmer |
Miller started the game with one and |
Meusel nnloaded two, to the great dis- |
treas of the assembled rooters. Met-
sel's were both monsters to left and
hia hitting helped greatly in the Yank
victory. He batted In three runs,

In the first inning Elmer Miller, for
the second time in two days, slapped
the ball over the left fleld fence. This
one went over with more room to spare.
Cobb had to jump for Pack’s liner,
Twuth was ersy, Oldham to Blue. He's
hardly hitting out of the infield the last
two days, Meusel slugged ons far over
the left field fence. The ball disappeared
in a tree across the street. It was hit
with Ruthian wvelocity — more velocity
than Ruth produced just hefore it

Two (uick Innings.

No headway agalnst the pitchisg was
made by either of the contending partlea
in the next two innings. Ruth opened
the fourth with a hit, but on the hit
and run recelved no help whatever from
Mausel, and was thrown out. That in-
ning was over qulckly. Oldham had
tightened up a great deal.

The Jheap handelapping business and
waving of score cards to rvattla thé
piteher was tried on Colllns In the
fourth, but beyond a base on balls the
uncouth tacticsa wera ineffective. Col-
lins, however, was streaky in his work,
His contral for Blue and Flagstead in
the fourth was faultless, but with two
out he walked Bassler, making Oldham
the third out and thus losing tha tactleal
advantagg of bringing up a weak hitter
to open the next inning. It proved
costly, as ths Detrolt sixth showed.

Fallure to score {n the sixth, on New
York's part was a case of poor base
running by Miller and a feeble whiff
by Ruth. Miller singled through a drls-
zle and Peck singled to right. Miller,
head down and not watching the ball or
tha coacher, ran half-way to third, then
turned and ran back. He was thrown
out and never should have turned sec-
ond and did a fine bit of osscous bass
running. Ruth left Peck by striking
out,

Jones, In the sixth, with one out, made
the first hit off Collins. That hit
started something, It flustered Collins
and Cobb singled. The hit went through
Meusal, allowing the runners to advance
an extra base, and Veach batted them
home with & two bagger past Pipp.
