1S COSTLY T0 ‘PR

British ‘Salaried Brigade’ Left
With Stoeks of Clubs Barred
by St. Andrews.

By KERR N. PETRIE.

‘What to do with the stocks of ribhed
and slotted approaching Irona recently
barred by the Royal and Ancient Golf
Committee of St. Andrews, Scotland, is
a question that is agitating the mind of
the British professional these days.

Says George A. Philpot: “Profes-
slonals who happen to be ‘landed’ with
a large number of ribbed heads are
naturally perturbed now that such weap-
ons are fllegal. The gquestion arlses:
Can anything be done with these heads
or must they be thrown on the scrap
heap? Some manufacturers are willing
to take back such heads, for there s
stll] & market for them in America. In
the majority of cases, however, profes-
sional have these ribs on their hands
without any apparent chance of dip-
posing of tsgm."” |

Philpat, who, needless to say, is a
British professional, then goes on to
outline- his plane for salvaging some of
the slotted wreckage caused by the
Royal and Ancient's broadside, showing
how it Is possible to make effective
smooth faced clubs by filling up the
corrugations with lead or by grinding
off the ribs,

If the Royal and Aclent has enacted
such & rule, to the detriment of manu-
facturers and professionals, they simply
have served notice that they no longer
are a fit and proper bady to entrust with
the gontrol of the game, Knowing that
many were saddled with these clubs, the
Royal and Ancient In its infinite wis-
dom nevertheless went calmly about
the business of placing them under the
ban, counting not tha cost elther to
the manufacturer or the “pro.”

But why the Britlsh professionals
should even be welghing the chances of
financial loss Is not quite ¢lear, for un-
til a law Igpenacted by ParHament bar-
ring any one from tilling, the links with
a rib foced mashie there 18 no reason
on earth why the great majority of
golfers should give any peed to the far
too hasty edict of the R. and A. Un-
fortunately the fact that the powers that
be have served notice that the corru-
gatad clubs shall no longer be consld-
ered legal has in Iteeli caused infiniie
damage to the trade in these clubs, Thot

it will stop thelr vse is unlikely. The
barring of the stymie in the United
States dld not kil off the stymie. It

meant only that stymiles could not be
played in the old way in championshipa
and important tournaments and compe-
titions.

After all, those who participate in
championships represent only & drop In
|the bucket In that vast surge of golfers
who play because they want to and who
cannot be prevented from playing
stymies in their private games any more
than they are to be told what sort of a
ball or style of a club they are to use,
If plain John Bmith has the means to
buy a club that will afford him more
pleasure than anything he now posgesses
or a ball that better sults his game than
the one he has been accustomed to play-
ing with, he 1= golng to get it, provided
it Is on the market, and no Royal and
Ancient committee ruling is golng to
stop him.

The British professionals should keep
thelr ribbed mashie for a little while
yet. John Emith soon ls to rub his eyes
and to ask himself a few questions,
When he finds that he Is out to enjoy
his game of golf exactly as he enjoys
his pipe he Is golng back to the profes-
slonal's shop for that ribbed from If he
feels that It will add to his pleasure.
Then he will say something uncompli=
mentary about golf authorities that do
not congult the wishes and pleasures of
the majority. And then, parhaps, after
a lttls more meditation and discussion
all the John Smitha will get together
and decide that the Royal and Anclent
is all of that, and too much so, and that
perhaps it {s about time that control of
such A game as golf paseed out of the
anclent hands and becamas vested In &
committes that would be more truly
representative of all the classes that
follow the sport.
