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DECISION APPROVED

Right of landlords to Income
of 10 P. C. Net Commended

by Realty Board.

Th® recent doc'tdon declaring that
owners of Hats and apartment houses
are entitled to rents not exceeding 10
per cent, of the present market value
of their properties, handed down by "e
Appellate Term of the Supremo Court
In Brooklyn, is approved by the Real
Kstate Board of New York. This bo^Yof conservative real estate Interests de¬
clares that by this decision order may
now be brought out of chaos in the ap¬
plication of t'he new rent laws. In a

statement Issued yesterday the Board

'immediately succeeding the enact¬
ment of the rent laws of September,
1030 the Keal Estate Board of N ew
York foresaw the complications and
delays that would be experienced in
their administration. It submitted to
the Board of Municipal Court Justices
a carefully considered code of rules to
govern the adiadication of cases ar.s-
ing under the new statutes, the car¬
dinal principle of which was that all
computations as to reasonable rent
should be based upon the actual gross
value of the property, and providing
further that from the gross rents there
should be deducted the operating ex¬
penses. including cost of management,
legal services and allowances for vacan¬
cies and depreciation, the net Income
remaining to be regarded as a fair
return to the property owner if it did
not exceed 10 per cent, of the market
value of his property.
"But the Municipal Court Justices not

only Ignored the suggestions of the Keal
Estate Eoard of New York, but they
absolut.*v refused to apply any uniform
standards for the adjudication of rent
law cases. Every Justice adopted his
own Interpretation of each of the many
Intricacies of the new statutes, to the
utter despair of lawyers and litigants
and the annoyance and distress of over¬
burdened apipellate tribunals.

"Order may be brought out of the
chaos that now obtains in rent law
litigations by due observance of the
rules for the determination of what is a
reasonable rent, laid down by the Ap¬
pellate Term of the Second Department
In its recent decision In the caae of
Hirach vs. Welner, which, at least, must
be accepted as controlling In the
municipal courts of the Boroughs of
Kings, Queens and RichnVind.

_
^"In its opinion the Appellate Term

fully demooistrates the necessity for
taking the present raarkot value of
multi-family dwellings as tho basis for
the computation of what are reasonable
rents for apartments therein. By so
doing a short cut Is provided which will
shorten and simpify the trials of rent
actions and summary proceedings, there¬
by materially minimising the congestion
of business In the conrts.

"Insofar as the Brtslon holds that
landlords are legltlm."t#'y entitled to net
rentals Of not cxeeoding 10 per cent, of
the present value of their properties, it
should bo acceptable to property owners,
for it insures themv fair and definite re¬
turns on their investments and to tenants
because it stabilizes rents as tlio rent
laws have stabilized tenanciea

MAKES STRONG APPEAL
FOR BUILDING LOANS

Frank Bailey Says Poor Man
Needs Cheaper Rents.

The demand for building loans, on ac¬
count of tho great building operations
going on In Brooklyn. Is extremely
heavy and the difficulties of supplying
the capital for these building operations
is and will be very considerable, accord¬
ing to the Title Guarantee and Trust
Company, which during the last two
wetks. aided by a group of New York
and Brooklyn banks, have provided
building loans for forty-six different
builders. The total amount loaned was
$1,414,000. This money will aid In the
construction of 137 residential buildings
and will accommodate 543 families.
Prank Bailey, vice-president of the

Title Guarantee and Trust Company,
said yesUrday:

"I am still under the impression that
the higher priced flat is being con¬
structed up to the demand, but that the
purchase power of the people is being
reduced. Rents In the higher claas prop¬
erty have peaked, but unfortunately for
the tgiddle class to.nant there is not con¬
struction to meet his necessities.
The loans that wc liavo made In two

weeks cover 543 families In Brooklyn
and 232 families in Queens, or a total of
775 families, and Is a help toward the
housing relief, the total amount loaned
being more than $2,250,000. I hope that
It will he possible to Interest other In
aiding this great home movement, be¬
cause It will have to come between now
and April 1. 1922, at which time the tax
exemption privilege expires. If those
who control capital and are Interested
In housing will now aid, the housing
relief will be cured to a great extent
within the next six months."

Many Evidences of
the American In¬
fluence Seen in
New EnglishBuil-
dings, Says N. Y.
Architect.

..

That the constantly changing archi¬
tecture of London Is being materially
Influenced by the study of American
architecture on the part of British archl-
tects is the opinion of Harvey W. Cor-
bctt of Helmle & Corbctt, architects
of this city. Mr. Corhett 'who has made
an extended and intimate study of Lion-
don architecture in developing the de¬
sign of the Bush Terminal Companj a
building at Aldwych and the Strand, ob¬
served that British architects are giving
attention to the various published re¬
ports and books upon American archi¬
tecture and are developing a system or
architectural education along lines simi¬
lar to those followed by the Beaux Arts
in Paris. This is, Mr. Corbett declares,
a radical change in architectural *Auca>-
tlon because in the past the British
architects' training leas been enirely
through apprenticeship methods.
A critical observer of the progress or

British architecture could point out
many clear cut types and designs whose
Inspiration may have been derived from
an American source. Indeed, Mr. Cor¬
bett says, so far as th« design or type is
concerned, some of the new BritMh
buildings might have been transported
bodily from any of the large ^ner can
cities. An example Is the new Selfridge
Department Stores Building, which, ex¬
cept for the height limit that Prevails
in the case of all buildings 1" tendon,
is of a type to be found in Chicago or
any mid-West American city. Yet it is
still classical in inspiration and that
seems to be the source of all present day
London architecture.

Yt-t London has an architectural In¬
dividuality all Its own. Even if there
were no restriction as to height, the
typical American skyscraper^ in_ Londonwould be completely out of character
with its surroundings. For this reason.
Mr Corbett said, there was no attempt
to overt,tress the American Idea In con¬
structing the Bush Building, despite!pre¬
dictions to the contrary when the project
first became public.
"Such a structure would have been so

Inharmonious, such an offense to the eye
and the sensibilities, that it would have
been a mistake in taste oven had the
lxrndon County Council been willing to

British spirit and will harmonize with
the dignified and beautfiul architecture
of Its surroundings," said Mr. Oorbett.

"Ono of the most striking tilings
about I^ondon architecture Is that a

traveller carriua away an Impression of
harmony, of a consistently homogeneous
effect as a result of his visit to the city.
And yet probably no city in the world,
not even New York, has a greater
variety or larger number of types of
architecture than the city of London.
Buildings of every possible style, and
no style at all, from the earliest
Egyptian to tlie latest Cerrnan art
nouveau are set alongside one another.
But because they are ouch small units,
because there is a limit of height under
which all buildings must range, this
great variety of architectural features
blends ltrto a mosaic whoso different
parts. In spite of their variegated and
brilliant colors, form as a whole a hnr-
monious schema The mosaic may be
compared to a giant Persian rug In
which gny colors, even riotous coloro are
Intermingled hut which through the ar¬

tistry and subtle sense of color values
of the rug makers blend Into a har¬
monious design. Bo in London, one of
the most beautiful cities of the world,
the varied types of architecture are

brought into harmony by the heights
law.

"Yet the Idea that there is a restric¬
tion on the height of buildings in Lon¬
don is a mistake In one way. The re¬
striction does not apply to features like
domes, towers, campaniles, which are

purely architectural and are not built
to serve any practical purpose. The
Heights law of London actually applies
to human occupancy above a certain
level, and the reason is one of Are
hazard. At the request of the County
Council we have submitted a design for
an ornamental tower to the Bush Build¬
ing which, as planned, will rise 300 feet'

be available. The tests now being rps.de
will furnish the necessary data."

Prof. Beyer, as chairman of a sub¬
committee of the American Society of
Mechanical Engineers, has also been
conducting & thorough investigation of
the theory of the elastic failure of the
ductile ferrous metals.

"In the architecture of the Bush
Building we have taken our Inspiration
from the original sources of classical
design rather than from the later and
more local inspirations of classical ar¬

chitecture as so many of the English
architects have been doing. On the other
hand American architects are studying
with greatest care the work of British
architects in home design. The British
architects have always been the mas¬

ters of home architecture. The word
home is an essentially Anglo-Saxon
word.
"Some eighty or one hundred years

ago the public buildings of London had
a very marked, pure classical feeling
and these structures are to-day recog¬
nized as the highest standards of archi¬
tectural achievement that the city has
to offer. But these earlier buildings do
not seem to be the source of Inspiration
for most of the modern English work.
Our hope is that the architecture of the
Hush Building, which because of its con¬

spicuous position and size must neces¬

sarily have an Influence upon the future
architecture of the elty, will recall by
Its character of form and detail the
beauty and simplicity and lmpresslve¬
nose of those monumental English build¬
ings erected at an early day which
stand as examples of the finest types of
architecture.
"The architecture of the Bush Build¬

ing will be a modernized classical. We
Hope to set a standard of dignified ar¬

chitecture of great simplicity, with the
interest both In form and detail con-

centrated at certain definite focal points
surh as the entrances of the building
facing the Strand and Kingsway.

While building op¬
erations have proceeded with consider¬
able activity during the current year, tn
the face of generally depressed business
conditions, these operations haws not
been of sufficient magnitude to alter the
housing situation materially. The coun¬

try 1* still very heavily underbuilt.
There must be abnormal activity la the
building trades for some time to come,
not only to make tip the present housing
doflc.lt but also to keep pace with the
Increased dorr.and for buildings of all
types, which Is bound to make Its Influ¬
ence felt as general bulaness conditions
p'gk tip.
"A firmer tone Is developing In prices

for building materials, accompanying a

somewhat Increased demand for these
commodities, and In many departments
of the industry opinion Is expressed that
prices will not sag below present levels
excepting of course the usual routine
fluctuations.

A larger proportion of new building
money 1s being Invested In structures of
pttrely residential eh.iraster, due prima¬
rily to the shortage of houses, and, sec-
ond.irlly, to various vigorous efforts

| that have l>een mads to improve the sit¬
uation. This has meant the erection of
many multi-family types of structures,
ns welt ns small liar buildings and de-
t.-irhed residences. The heavy diversion
of both capital and labor along these
lines hr Imnedrd the development of
office buildings, Industrial plants s.nd
similar types, and, while this slowing
up does not greatly affect the situation
si this time. It will be reflected In a con¬
siderable shortage in theee classes of
buildings when the general business eU-

I nation shall have returned to normal"

He
turned to me and said: 'Yes, that is
very true, but I want to tell you that
we have streets hi Chicago without a
single Interruption.'
"Kingsway gives unusual opportunity

for such an architectural monument as
we have planned. The study given to
this particular (point w«a very thorough.
The length and Importance of the street
seem to justify a treatment the scale
of which will be great enough to suc¬
cessfully hold the eye of the observer.
One can readily realize that a small
motive or a field of windows such as
the practical requirements of a building
might have domanded would not be a

sufficiently striking element with which
to stop such a vista. Therefore, it was
determined finally to adopt the recessed
arch shown in the drawing. This arch
Is forty feet wide and eighty feet high.
the largest single architectural motive
as far aa we know in the city of hon-
don."

salesman's license also.

districts as follows: First district com¬
prises Bergen.

Passaic, Sussex and Warren counties.
Second district comprises Hunterdon,
Mercer, Middlesex, Monmouth. Somerset l
and Union counties. Third district com¬
prises Atlantic, Burlington. Camden,
Ocean, Caps May, Cumberland, Glouces¬
ter and Salem counties.
