Brantaxsune, B. O, Bept. 10.—Tom
Hatchette and Lee Porfer, guards on the
Spartanburg county chaln gung, will be
brought to triagl this week on a charge of
having murdered Thomas M, Keelan,
Ellzabeth, N. J., boy, who was serving
a sentence here for unlawful train rid-
ing. Originally the charge against the
guards was manslaughter, but an loves-
tigation by the American Legion post
here resulted in the more serious Indlct-
ment agalnst the gccused men. Former
Representative Sam J. Nicholls has been
retalned us counsel by the defendants.

Acting under the supposition that
Keelan was a veteran of the world war,
the local American Leglon post ti-
tuted a rigid tuvestigation Into the
circumstances connected with Keelun's
death, Although it was ascertalned from
the chief of police at Ellzabeth that
Kealan was rejected by the army be-
eanse of a crippled hand, the local post
did not drop its luvestigation. An in-
quest was held, at which witnesscs tes-
tifled that Keelan was beaten and kicked
by Halchette and that Porter witnessed
the ad 1 ing of the punish L.

Hatchette and Porter sald Keelan re-
fused to perform his duties on the chaln
gang in & proper manner and that pun-
ishment ordinarily inflicted upgn <on-
viots was administered to him. Fellow
convicts testifled that Keelan was {1l on
the day of his death and that he was
beaten when he protested agalnst belng
compelled to work on an excessively hot
day when physically unable to perform
manual labor. Hatchette sald Lie used
a strap In whipplng Keelan,

The coroner's jury recommended that
Hatchette and Forter be held for the
Grand Jury, which 18 now In seselon in
Spartanburg. A warrant charging the
guards with munslaughter was lssucd,
Hatchette and Porter later belug re-
leased under bond In the sum of $2,000
each, The Bpartanburg county. high-
way Lusd. a d after the
inquest that Hatchette and Porter had
been suspended from their positions with
the chaln gang and had gone to thelr
Lomes neur Spartanburg.

Keelan was & sturdy-appearing man, | o

34 years old. He was arrested here on
August 22 on a charge of hoboing and
when arralgned before a local magls-
trate was sentenced to pay the custom-
ary fine of $15 or accept the alternative
of serving thirty days om the county
chain gang. Dozens of ex-service men,
discharged under the recent corders of
the War Department, have been arrested
here on slmilar charges, and many of
the convicted exeservice men fre now
serving thelr sentencse here. Upon being
convicted Keelan made efforts to secure
a loan of $15 from a local attorney who
had manifested an Interest In the case.
The attorney suggesied that Keelan
communicate with hix family In Ellza-
beth, N. J.,, but Keelan declined to do
