Philadelphia, Sept. 10..Before a

cheering crowd of 5 000 the national
Junior polo tournament got under way
at the Philadelphia Country Club to¬

day, when the Meadow Brook Fox
Hunters of New York defeated the

Army first team of Washington by 15
goals to 9.

F. Skiddy von Stade led the Meadow
Brook drive, scoring 8 goals by a mag¬
nificent exhibition of accurate mallet
work and superb horsemanship. He
was all over the field and seemed to

have an uncanny intuition for being
on the spot when the ball was driven
Irom scrimmage. In the first period,
after Major Wilson had scored two

goals In the remarkable time of twen¬

ty-five seconds each. Von Stade hooked
the ball out of scrimmage and, with
three remarkable drives, shot the ball
between the posts In twenty seconds.
Rodman Wanamaker niado the most

spectacular shot of the game. A few

minutes after the opening of the third
period young Roddy hooked Col.
Brown's mallet as the latter made a

savage lunge at the ball, shot the sphere
towara the boards and then with a

powerful forehand shot at full gallop
drove the ball fifty yards from a 45 de¬
gree angle.
The Army's star, Major Wilson, who

made no attempt at defence, threaded
through the Fox Hunters five times. At
ono time he .took the ball from' the
shadow of the Army's goal posts to
mldfleld In a series of short stabs. Af¬
ter a stubborn resistance by the young
men of Meadowbrook Major Wilson
drove the hall far out from scrimmage
and distanced the centre Meadowbrook
team, finally sending the ball through
the posts after a hard smash for forty
yards.

ler, have worked out the early season
kinks, and on Monday will be put
through more strenuous paces than Tad
Jones gave them ihis week. The first
few days of a, football season simply
meun a limbering up, and because of the
unseasonable heat the Eli squad since
Tuesday afternoon has done little but
go through the motions of elementary
training.
The coming week will doubtless sec

the division of men Into squads, with the
left over varsity material from last
year and the promising freshmen of last
fall in groups most favored by the
coaches. Late In the week. If enough
progress is made, Jones Is likely to make
a selection of a tentative first eleven,
and at this writing he seems to have u
fair group of players to pick from.

If a team were to be selected to-day
It might be put down on paper us fol¬
lows: Ends. Cutler and Lincoln; tackles.
Into Hnd Mackay; guards. Hidden and
Quaile; centre, Norris or Cross quarter¬
back, O'Hearn; left halfback. Capt.
Aldrlch; right halfback, Jordan: full¬
back, Sturm.

That's not a bad lineup. Cutler was
regular en 1 last year unil Lincoln was
the best Hnnkman the 1924 team had.
Into and Mackay were regular varsity
tackles under Capt. Tim Callahan In
1920, but Dickens crowded Mackay out
In the Harvard game. Muckay played
against Princeton, however.

Hidden will doubtless fill she place
made vacant by the graduation of Tim
Callahan. He was a tower of strength
on the 1924 team and Is a marked var¬
sity mini this year. Herr, the fat boy.
who was good on his froshmp.n team and
who got Into the big games last year,
has not reported so far, and will not, It
is understood, until Just before the open¬
ing game of the Yale season, that with
IlateB on Saturday, September 24. Herr
Is a good guard and will give Quaile
and Hidden a run for their money. Lan-
din. also of the freshman team of last
autumn, is another promising candidate
for guard position. Cross and Norris
are bound to put up a great fight for the
position of centre. Cross played the
place during the greater part of last
year.

O'Hearn, who Is already showing more
speed than any member of the squad out¬
side of Capt. Aldrlch, Is the first
choice for quarterback. If ho continues
to Improve as he has In the pnst this
former Exeter youth should rank with
the best of Yale quarterbacks. Tnls
tnkes In such men as Foster. Rockwell,
Finke, Tad Jones, Charlie De Satillcs
and Arthur Howe.

In baseball parlance. O'Hearn seems
to "have everything." As a kicker he Is
one of the best In the squad. As an

open field runner and a runner back of
punts he has few sucprlors and as a
line bucket Charley la an id to be as good
an the best. That's embodying a lot of
good points and Its a reputation to live
up to. O'Hearn has the true football In¬
stinct, a cool head under fire and uses
the best of Judgment In directing a
team. What more could Tad Jones
want?
Many a Yale team during the past ten

years has lost to Harvard or PrinceUr
because of poor generalship on the part
of the quarterback, but Yale looks for
better things this year.

Of course Capt. Aldrlch will be found
at left halfback, as usual, while Jordan
and Sturm, both of last year's varsity,
will probably be his runnlpg mates.

RACING THEORISTS
ARE CONFOUNDED

K. F. Simms and John Sanford
Offer $400,000 for The Tet¬

rarch Without Result.

By THOMAS J. GALLAGHER.
English turf oracles and theorists were

confounded last Wednesday when Pole-
march, by The Tetrach. won the Don-
caster St. Leger, the final and distinc¬
tive three-year-old test of vtrltlsh racing,
Caligula, another son of The Tetrach,
had won the corresponding event the
preceding year, but that Incident was
regarded as a fluke and did not Influ¬
ence the views of self-conatltuted or rec¬
ognized English turf authorities, who
maintained that the get of the spotted
speed marvel wore r.ot stayers and never
would be. The victory of Polemarch
discredits such views. Coupled with the
success of Caligula It Is a convlncer that
the blood of The Tetrach combines speed
and strength.
The Doncaster St. Leger Is run over

a course of one mile, six furlongs and
one hundred and thirty-two yards. It
is a race for entire colts and fillies, colts
carrying 126 pounds, Allies 123.

Polemarch an Trtah Colt.
Polemarch i» a chestnut colt, by The

Tetrarch. out of Pomace, by Polymelus,
out of Permaln by Persimmon, by St.
Simon. He was bred and is owned by
the Irish turfman Lord Londonderry.
Another Irish owner's colors were car¬
ried by the second colt. Franklin, by
Volta out of Cambric, by Sainfoin, bred
by Ixjrd Carnarvon. Lord Glanely, the
Welsh turfman, who Is at the head or
the great shipbuilding Interests at Car¬
diff and Belfast, saw his colors finish in
third place. The;, were carried by West¬
ward Ho, by Swynford. out of Blue Tit.
by Wlldfowler. out of Petit Blue, by
Eager, out of Letterewe, by Barcaldlne.
Lord Glanely bought Westward Ho In
1919 at the anlc of the Rledmere year¬
lings at the Doncaster September sales.
The price was 157,500, a new record.
Subsequently he established another rec¬
ord by paying $72,500 for a half brother
of Westward Ho, by The Tetrarch, out
of Blue Tit. which ho has named Blue
Ensign. Polemarch was u 50 to 1 propo¬
sition. Franklin was quoted at 16 to 1
and Westward Ho at 12 to 1. Lord
Astor's Cr'iig au Eran, by Sunstir.Maid
of the Mist, classed as the best three-
vear-old In England, was an almost pro-
hibltive favorite. He ran fourth.

Won Glmernck Stakes.

As a two-year-old Polemarch won the
Rous Plate at Donrnster and the Olm-
crack Stakes at York. Prior to the Don-
raster classic his best performance as a

three-year-old was in the Great North-
rrn St. I.eger, one mile and five fur-
longs, at Storkton. which he won. Writ¬
ing about the coif's prospects for that
event a Newmarket correspondent of the
London Sportsi-ion expressed confidence
that the eolt would prove equal to the
route and would win. He also com¬

mented that Polemarch was a June colt,
and as such had to bo given time to
"come on." That race was run August
16, twenty-two days before his Doneas-
ter engagement. Despite that firet and
the additional fact that buyers continued
to pay high prices for cons and daugh¬
ters of The Tetrarch the colt was a 50
to 1 chance at Doncaster.

The Tetenrch Beyond Price.
Edward F. Simms of Ijcxlngton, who

Imported those great race horses and sires
Prince Palatine and Npgofol. tried to
buy The Tetrarch. Asked about the aub-
I -ct, he replied: "it Is true. 1 asked |
his owner. Sir Hugh MeCalmont. to put
h price on htm and was Informed a price
wou'd not be named." James W. Mc¬
Clelland. Mr. films' racing partner, said:
"Although Caligula had won In 1920
those people over there would not con¬
e-do that a colt by The Tetrarch had
a right to win the St. Leger. That's
why Polemarch was a 50 to 1 shot. But
The Tetrarch could not be bought. Hla
owner not only declined to price him to
Simms, but would not enti rtaln nn ex¬

traordinary off-r made by hint and John
"-'anford. One night at the Rltz-Carlton
Simms Hnl Sanford got into a ronver-
istlon nbout horsea and agreed that The
Tetrarch ought to he brought to this
country'. Accordingly, they cabled over
an offer o' $400,000 for the horse and a
few mares, which they named. Tractl-
rally an offer for the horse, it waa not
accepted. So It Is evident the owner
thinks well of his horse, even if critics
differ from him."

Speed the First Essential.

William Hogan. who hails from the
Currt-gh of Kildare, was elated over the
victory of Polemarch, bred In Ireland
nnu owned hy an Irishman. He has no
toleration for tnose who would belittle
The Tetrarch. "That Irish horac," said
he. "is nil right. He had speed and was

unbeaten when he retired. How did any¬
body know whether he w-as a stayer or

not" He was the favorite for the 1914
Derby when he broke down. And yet a

lot of Englishmen had the Impudence to
say he would not sire good race horses.
He had wonderful speed, and speedy
horsea that can transmit speed are the
kind that are needed In breeding ruce
horstw. The ilrst requirement for a race
horse la speed. A speedy horse that Is
stout Is likely to be a good race horse.
A stout horse that hasn't speed Is rot
of much account around a race track.

Rnnmer's Trainer Talks.
