Hooper Hits Two Home Runs, While Kerr Is Effective
at Critical Stages, Holding New York to

Five Hits.Score Is 6 to 2.

Harry Hooper ut the bat arid Dick
Kerr in the box caused a most uncom¬
fortable afternoon at the Polo Qroundb
yesterday.so uncomfortable that the
Yankees were beaten.

They
l*lt at bad ones and were outguessed by
his curve. It was not the umpire, at
¦whom they scolded, but themselves who
¦were to blame, though he did call a bad
htrike on Peek and one on Ruth. But

helpless. Kerr's curvo tied him in a
