Three Ilea Now Admit That
They Killed Automobile

Salesmen in Chicago.

CHIME STILL MYSTIFIES

1'oliec Unable to Determine
Who Is 'Master Mind' in

Savage Killings.

tailed confessions to-day by Harvey
Church and Leon Parks that they and
Clarence (Bud) Wilder murdered the
two Packard salesmen. Bernard J.

Uaugherty and Carl Ausmus, a3 an un¬

expected turn in a scheme to staal an

«utomobile, there still is mystery in this
crime, and the principal question to be
answered is this:
Who was the "master mind" in this

confessed automobile stealing plot, the

man who devised an elaborate scheme
to buy a new automobile regularly and

then, after a bill of sale had been given,
to rob the salesman?
For all that I'arks and Church have

snid they planned only to got "easy
money" by stealing an automobile and
.'..Ding it to some purchaser they might
iind.
But instead of merely making away

with a car standing at a curb, they
went through a series of intricate steps,
Involving several visits to the Packard
salesrooms by Church, ono of the plot¬
ters.

Indication that the police regarded

tills as the main point in the remaining
puzzle was shown to-day by much mys¬
terious activity. They arrested two m<*n,
one an employee of Ous Benario'a
swage, where Parks, the night manager,
and Church, then a customer, arranged
the theft plot. The other man was found
at Wilder's residence and was held be¬
cause he changed his name and address
twice.

Benarlo himself was put under police
questioning after detectives had found
a quantity of alleged stolen automobile
accessaries In his garage. According to
Chief Fitzmorris the garage man said
Church had left them there.

Church's second confession was madt
last night to Chief Fitzmorris. In his
first he swore he committed the mur¬

ders single handed. Following Parks's
confession he repudiated previous state¬
ments and made another bearing out
that of Parks.
Church in his second confession named

Parks as the master mind, the man whw
Urst proposed that they steal an auto¬
mobile in order to get "easy money."
Church Said the origin?! plan as

broached to him by Parks was for hlin,
Church, to submit to being bound and
gagsred with Daugherty and Ausmus.
Church told how Parks arranged to

wait with Wilder at the Church homo
for the arrival of the salesman and
his CMver. He said that Parks and
Wilder were not at the house when
they arrived in the automobile and that
on one pretext or another he killed
two hours waiting for them and then,
he confessed, when he finally ascer¬
tained that Parks and Wilder were
ready, he led Daugherty Into the base¬
ment by inviting him to "have a drink."
"Why didn't you najne Papks and

Wilder in the first place. Instead of
denying others helped you'.'" Church was
asked.
"Well," he replied, "you see, I was

always taught in school not to snitch
on the other fellow. The only reason
I did come clean wan because I didn't
want my folks to feel any more badly
than they do.M
Church was told that his father, Kd-

win O. Church, of Adams, Wis., ham
said that he is "glad the boy owned
up to it." Young Church said that he
was "sure happy to make things a little
easier for the folks." Mr. and Mrn,
Church, who have been in police custody,
will he released to-morrow.
