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Hylan a Seven Cent Fare Mayor
When Transfers Are Considered

SURVEY of the car fare and transfer situation in New York pre¬
sented herewith shows the following conditions to exist:
More than 2,000 of the 2,500 free transfer points in the city

have been eliminated since the transit lines went into the hands of
receivers. More than 1,500 such points were abolished in Brooklyn,
and surface car riders in Manhattan are paying 25 per cent, in extra
fares by reason of points eliminated in this borough.

Contrary to the claims of the Hylan administration that it has
preserved a Ave cent fare, it appears that 1,350,000 transit passengers
a day, or one-fifth of all the car riders, are paying fares of from
seven to twenty cents.

The amount of fare in excess of five cents charged by the transit
lines amounts to $45,000,000 a year.

guess. I think If I made a guess at 15
per cent, or 25 per cent., I would be
entitled to regard It as quite as nearly
accurate as 20 per cent."

Transit company officials disclaimed
any knowledge of what the situation Is
and refused to offer any figures or In¬
formation as tending to Indicate the
true state of aftalrs. On the contrary,
they had many elements conccrnlng
Increases In passenger revenue to sug¬
gest as showlr.g that such Increases
could not be diflnltely traced to the
t.'imlnatlon of transfers.

Huge Jinmbcr Pay* Extra Fare.
The New Yohk Herai.d': Informant,

however, declared that his researches
showed that 20 per cent, was a low
estimate at which to place the propor¬
tion of car riders affected by the abol¬
ishing of free transfer points.
The annual number of persons using

the Nubway, elevated and surface lines
of New York at the present rate Is now
placed at nearly 2,500,000,000. That
total would IndicatQ that almost 500,-
000,000, or approximately 1,350,000 a
day, pay an additional fare for the ride
they formerly took on a five cent fare.
Estimates vary widely regarding the

proportion of those who merely pay two
cents for a transfer and who pay one
or more additlsnal full five cent fares.
The most generous estimate obtainable
reckoned that 85 per cent, of those pay¬
ing a§ additional fare rode on the regu¬
lar five cent fare plus a two cent trans¬
fer. while the remaining 15 per cent
paid five, ten or fifteen cents additional.
Those who ray fifteen cents additional,
making a total fare of twenty cents, are
regarded as b'-lng so few a3 to be al-
most negligible. Those paying a total
of fifteen cents are not thought to be ?o
numerous now as when the disruption
of lines first began to occur, because of
the restoration of some services, the ex¬
tension of others and the thrifty im¬
pulse to walk which fifteen cer.ts for a
five cent ride would Induce.

$43,000,000 Extra Paid.

Dividing the double fare payers on the
15-85 basis, then, Into the two classes
of seven and ten cent fare payers, a
total of $45,000,000 revenue a year Is
arrived at
That basis would mean that approxl-

mately 1,150,000 a day buy two cent
transfers, while some 200,000 pay an ad-
tlonal five cents or more. There arc some,
however, who believe that the propor¬
tion Is much higher In favor of the ten
cent fare payers, especially In view of
the fact that the two cent transfer sales
of the companies a year ago as of
record are much l«ss than Indicated In
the above estimate. Therefore experts
are Inclined to the belief that the esti¬
mate of the number of people affectad
and the resultant revenue hero presented
is reasonable.
Brooklyn has been the heaviest suf¬

ferer from the elimination of transfer
points. When the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company, which held by lease
the vast surface system of the .Brook¬
lyn City Railroad, went into the hands
of a receiver a couple of years ago,
there was a total of 1,880 free transfer
points on the combined system. When
the Brooklyn City, a little later, was

divorced from the B. R. T. 1,370 free
transfer points between Brooklyn City
and B. R. T. surface lines were chopped
ofT and thirty-eight free transfer points
between surface and rapid transit lines
also were eliminated.
There remain to-day in Brooklyn only

eighty-eight free transfer points and
1G3 points where a transfer may be
had for two cents.
An indication of the tremendous up¬

heaval this transfer elimination caused
In Brooklyn Is found In the fact that
In July, 1918, before the B. R. T. went
Into the hands of a receiver, the B. R. T.
(Including the Brooklyn City) took up a

total of 1 *.226,756, while last July the
B. R. T. and the Brooklyn City combined
took up a total of only 3,191,453 free
transfers and 1.138.900 two cent trans¬
fers. There are no figures available,
however, to show by what means the
remaining 10,000,000 of the fonver free
transfer users now are meeting the situ¬
ation.whether they are paying one or
two additional fares, have flocked to tho
rapid transit lines, or nra walking part
of the distance they formerly rode In
order to avoid paying more.

It Is a fact, though, that the gross
passenger receipts for the surface lines
In Brooklyn.which bore the brunt of
the transfer elimination.for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1921, were 119.
436,026, as against gross receipts
emountlng to $16,676,271 for the fiscal
year ending June 30. 1919, or an in¬
crease of almost exactly 20 per cent

KeeelTembtp Coatljr to Public.

Meanwhile the rapid transit lines of
the B. R. T., whose territory has been
greatly enlarged by tho opening of the
Montague street tunnel, tho Brighton
Beach and other lines, show an Increase
In gross passenger receipts for the same

period of approximately 33 per cent, or

a total of $20,252,191 for 1921 as

against $15,483,866 for 1919. Yet In
connection with this Increase in rev¬

enue, It must be taken Into considera¬
tion that approximately 15,000,000 pas¬
senger* a year used transfers at the
thirty-eight free transfer points between
B. R. T. rapid transit and surface lines
prior to the receivership, and that of
those thirty-eight points only one now
remains.In an outlying section of Bav
Kidge where the trafflce Is regarded as

'nsignlflcant.
The report made last March by Job

K. Hedges, receiver of the New York
Railways Company, to Judge Julius M.
Mayer of the United States District
Court shows that of the 287 free trans¬
fer points existing prior to receivership
on the lines of the New York Railways,
which served most of Manhattan, there
remained at the date of the report only
eighteen such free transfer points, of
which twelve were also two cent trans¬
fer points, and at fifty-eight other points
two cents was charged for transfers.
Concerning that condition, Mr. Hedges
told the court:

"This discontinuance of free transfer
points has resulted in the pay.-ner.t of
seven cents, ten cents, fifteen cents and
'n some cases as much as twenty cents,
by persons who may dealre to mike
Journeys about the city on surface line
cars at the present time, whereas they
were formerly able to make such Jour¬
neys upon payment of five cents. It han
Increased the average cost to the public
of a rlngle ride by 25 per cent, as np-
plled to the lines which were In the New
York Railways system prior to the re¬
ceivership."

LEDOUX 'DANGEROUS' MAN

Importation of Hoboes "N\ ould
Aggravate Situation, Com-

. missioner Says.

If Urbaln Ledoux atempts on Monday
next to sell Jobless unfortunates from
the auction block in Bryant Park, as he
has said he will, he Is likely to encounter
obstacles.
Bird C. Coler. Commissioner of rubllc

Welfare and chairman of the Mayor's
commlttce on unemployment, said yes-
terday he would vigorously oppose any
efforts to establish In New York a "slave
market" for the sale of human beings at
public auction. In a letter to Commis-
sioner Enrlght of the Police Department.
li. which Mr. Coler sought Information
concerning Ledoux's record In this city.
Commissioner Coler branded he auc¬
tioneer of the Boston Common as an

exceedingly plausible, dangerous Inul-
vidua 1," and add<»d
"The recently appointed Industrial Aid

Commissioners request that you take
such action as is necessary to suppress
any illegal demonstration that may be
attempted by him."

Mr. Coler expressed the^ opinion tnai
Ledoux "should have the closest surveil¬
lance."

_Tho Commissioner in a further talk
with reporters, said 11 was the purpose
of Ledoux to bring out of town hoboes
to New York and dispose of them on the
auction block.
"New York," Commissioner Coler

said, "desires to solve her own unem-
ployment problem In her own way and
does not want the situation aggravated
by the transportation of out of town
hoboes into this city."

Boston despatches quoted Ledoux, on
his return there from New York yester-
day, as having announced that he ln-
tended to Inaugurate the auction block
sales hero next week, "notwlthstand-*
ins objections by public officials and
others." He said he had passed Mon-
day night In ramblings In New York's
city parks and had counted 662 men
sleeping out of doors In Bryant Park,
Madison, Union and Peter Cooper
squares and huddled in tho doorway of
Cooper Union. "Ex-service men in unl-
form were sleeping there," he said, and
these figure's do not Include the multi¬
tudes that were sleeping In Central
Park under the hedges, in the pavilions,
on the lawns and even In the lava¬
tories."
Ledoux said his New York campaign

to rehabilitate the Jobless would be
financed in large part by W. Klrkpat-
rlck Brlce of 60 Wall street, this c.ty.I as "big brother" of the unfortunates,
arid that Mr. Brlce was to confer with
Mayor Peters of Boston regarding con-
dltlons next Friday. Efforts were un-
successful last night to locate Mr. Brlce
either at his town residence, 113 East
Klfty-fourth street, or his summer homo
In Huntington, L. I.

GEN. O'RYAN OPPOSES
LOOSE FAVORITISM

Would Grant Preference to
Veterans if Deserved.

Major-Gen. John F. O'Ryan, head or
the New York National Guard and Coro-
mander of the Twenty-seventh Division
during the world war, said yesterday
that he was opposed to tho proposed
Constitutional amendment granting pref¬
erence to war veterans In civil service
«xaminatlons. He suggested a substi¬
tute scheme for a n<^w amendment, with
preference awarded to veterans on a

graded fccale according to their war
records.

..I do not favor a general preference
conceived by political expediency," said
Gen. O'Rvan. "which provides for all
veterans Irrespective of the merits of
their service and In derogation of the
rights of other men who were too young

i at tho time to enter the war. The latter
would be contrary to our American
spirit of fair play.
"Many thousands of young men were

taken into the army In spite of their
efforts to escape their military obliga¬
tions, and returned to their homes great¬
ly benefited by their military service.
Under what possible theory may men In
this class reasonably claim preference
In the civil service?"
