In that
‘périod thers were 383 murders whieh
stil remain a mystery.

The biggest inoreass was in Man-
hattan and Brooklyn, according to rec-
offla obtained from the District At-
tornevs' offices in these boroughs, In
tha other tlhiee boroughs thera was
only a slight increase of unsolved mur-
deér cases, avallable reports show, Based

'Tha increased number of unsolved
murder mysteries no denbt will play

v important part in the investigation |

of the Meyer committee into the ef-
ficlency of the Folice
Commissioner Enright will be asked
many questions on this particular
phase of his administration.
