Finally, with s game advantage of
18—17, Anderson combined perfect
placements with & double fault by Tilden
for the game, set and matech and sec-
tional victory for the West over the
Xast,

The mateh not only went the !imit of
five sets, but the final set ses-sawed
untll the thirty-sixth game was reached
hefore victory came to Anderson and the
Western - contlngent.  The Anderson-

Dan Bhes, New York's versatile ath-
letic five fighter, rose to the helghts of
a national figure in amateur s=port at
Pershing Fleld In Jersey Clty yesterday
when he won the A. A. U, championship
Docathlon contest cpen to all wthletes in
the United States. Shea's victory was
the realization of an ambition born
years ago to win an all ar>nd compe-
tition Involving & natioral thle. His
nearest approach to his goal eamea In the
national all ground champlonzhip at
Pasadena, Cal, last summer, when he
took second honers,

Shea, who wore the colors of the Pas-
time A, C. In the Decathlon event,
rolled up the Impressive score of
$849.308 polnts In the five events con-
tested yesterday., He led Pulrlck O'Con-
nor, & club mate who finished second,
by more than 200 pointa. His grand
tota] for the ten evenls—iive were con-
tested Saturday—which made up the
full programme, was $068.307 pointa,
