CONFERS WITH LEADERS

Coalition Nominee for Mayor,
Home From Vacation, Is in
Good Shape for Campaign.

Henry II. Curran, President of the
Borougii of Manhattan. Republloan-Co
ulltlon nominee for Mayor, returned yeS'
terdny from a short vacation following
his primary campaign. He spent most
of the day attending to borough busi¬
ness In his office In the Municipal Build¬
ing and at the meeting of the finance
and budget committee of the Board of
Intimate, trying to reduce Police Com¬
missioner Enright's request fur nearly
$3,000,000 Increase in next year's allow¬
ance to his department.

East night he was In conference with
John J. Lyons. Secretary of State, his
manager, and other Republican leaders
mapping out preliminary plans for the
election campaign. There were confer¬
ences yesterday at the temporary head¬
quarters In the Hotel Hermitage, and,
continuing to-day, the conferences will
Include Senator Charles C. LockwoocJ
and Vincent Gllroy, Mr. Curran's run¬
ning mates for Comptroller and Presi¬
dent of the Board of Aldermen respec¬
tively ; Samuel S. Kocnig. chairman of
the New York County Republican Com¬
mittee, and leaders from other boroughs.
The Curran headquarters will be

moved to-day from the Hermitage to
spacious rooms in the Murray Hill Hotel,
and preparations will be made for in¬
stalling a full campaign headquarters
organization.
By the time President Curran can get

his office affairs in order the city lead¬
ers and his manager will have the cam¬
paign plans mapped out. By {fee end
of this week it is expected the cam¬
paign will begin to get under way In
earnest.
The Republicans and Independent

Tiemocrats are preparing for one of the.
most aggressive municipal battles the
city c-ver has seen. Loaders stated yes¬
terday that the tremendous primary vote
piled up by Curran indicated clearly that
the people of New York are determined
to get rid of the incompetency and dilly¬
dallying of the Hylan regime, and that
Curran's managers feel that the re¬
sponsibility Is upon them to carry out
that Indicated desire by registering such
an overwhelming vote In favor of Cur¬
ran that there can bo no mistaking the
oinphatie nature of tlio verdict.
The large number of reports coming

In to headquarters from all over the
city, though the campaign hardly has
yet begun, was said to he very en¬
couraging and gratifying. The Hermi¬
tage headquarters were crowded from
early morning until closing with persons
who came In to express their individual
support, or as representatives of organ¬
izations which will turn out and work
for Curran's election.

watchman and called up Eddie Hughes
on the 'phone.'1

"In your presence?"
"In my presence, at the pier."
"Old you hear Ids conversation?"
"He said he cannot keep me oft the

pier, that there would be trouble there
and to get some policemen.1*
"And you know that soon afterward

the policemen came?"
"Six policemen and a Sergeant."
Audltore said he met Commissioner

Enright "at one of my dinners," explain¬
ing it had been his custom every year
since he was in business to give a big
dinner to all his friend* and business
associates. Assemblyman Block asked
the witness to describe Enright.
"He is a stout man, about 5 feet 8

Inches, gray halt* and little black and
white mustache, full face and hair
combed back ; 1 judge he weighed about
220 pounds."

Senator Downing Insisted upon know¬
ing whether the witness had ever been
arrested. Auditore at first refused to
answer. Then he said "Yes, so many
times 1 can't count them." He added he
never had been convicted of a crime.

Mr. Hughes testified he had served in
the Police Department for twenty-two
years and retired In February. 1918.
His pension is $1,650 a year. Immedi¬
ately after retiring he went into the
private detective agency business, ho
said. Demanding to know the object of
iiis examination, Hughes declared he
was proud of the business he had built
up and could not see what It had to do
with the committee's Investigation.

"I don't want to decline to answer,
but I want my rights," Hughes said.
"My clients have been submitted to all
sorts of annoyances and for the last
few months my office has been dis¬
rupted." He was asked about the
amount of business he had year by year
and dismissed from the stand.
Adam Cross, formely inspector in tne

Police Department and a prominent
police official when "Bill" Devery was
Commissioner, was questioned regarding
his private detective agency. Anthony
Vachrls. former police lieutenant, who
has a private agency, testified last week
thet he was put off piers and his job
given to the Cross agency. His men
were unable to get police cooperation,
Vachrls said, or designations as special
policemen. The testimony further stated
that Inspector Dominlck Henry sug¬
gested Adam Cross for the Job and after
the latter took hold there was plenty ol
police cooperation at the piers.

Tiie witness admitted that hts meet¬
ing with Capt. Rospini was arranged by
Inspector Henry. Cross went over his
charges year by year In an endeavor to
¦how they were fair and for actual ser¬
vice. The committee, ho said, had not
been entirely fair in its presentation of
his figures. He added:

"It is stated that I had special pro¬
tection from the Police Department. 1
asked Commissioner Enright if he would
not give ms permission to use the tele¬
phone wireo to bring in some of the ex-

policemen. We were very short of men.
I asked him to give me the privilege, the
courtesy of using the police wires to
bring those men in to me. He abso¬
lutely refused to do so.

"I went to Inspector Bocttler, who Is
in charge of the Fourth Inspection dis¬
trict, at a time when we were very busy
and when it was reported that some of
the officers of the lines were being held
up at Fifty-seventh and Fifty-istxth
streets, and when there was a great
concourse of people there day and night.
I went to Inspector Boettlcr and asked
him if he would not make that a special
post at night time so as to help protect
those people going away and coming to
the piers. He absolutely refused to do
it, refused to give me that protection.

"There were many times when I would

have perhaps two big: sailings, the street
absolutely tilled with people and with n
low quality of taxlcabs. 1 have asked
Traffic B, who is In charge of that par¬
ticular territory, and have asked him to
send me an additional man to help the
traffic man out, and at times when the
bootleggers were working, so that we

couldn't control them, when they would
come In there with boats, I have asked
the Marine Department to send up tho
Patrol, or one of their launches, and
whenever they had baen able to do that,
they have complied with my request.

"There are other times when I asked
for men. I remember the Italian Am¬
bassador came there, and it was antici¬
pated, expected, that tnere would be
four or five thousand people In the
street. I called up the captain of tho
precinct and asked him if he would not
Bend down four or live or six men or
seven men, and he did, and came him¬
self. The pier was highly decorated, a

very unusual time down there. I have
never asked Cor a man when I did not
think It was consistent for me to do so.
and when it la possible, I have never
been refused."

$SOO to 31,000 a Day tor Piers.

During the examination of Major
Knight, Senator Downing ashtd whether
it was not a fact thai some steamship
companies owning their piers had not
charged aB high as $1.000 a day rental
during the war and had the approval of
the Shipping Board. Mr. Brown wanted
to know whether Mr. Downing had any
such figures and the Senator said he
had received letters stating that was
the fact. Senator Downing said t
"The War Department took over some

piers from the Hamburp-Amcrtcan Line
11 nd one of those piers were allocated
to the Cosmopolitan Steamship Com¬
pany, whose president is now the New
York manager of the Shipping Board,
and this pier was used exclusively for
the accommodation of Shipping Board
ships and the Cosmopolitan Steamship
Company, with tho approval of the
Shipping Board, charged $500 a day
per berth.

"I am also Informed that the New
York Dock Company, owning two miles
of improved water front in Brooklyn,
has charged from $500 to $1,000 a

day. Why aren't all the facts brought
out? That is what 1 am objecting to.
It can't hurt you to nave all the facts
brought out and the purpose for which
the committee is sitting '

"We will have all that Information
inside of a week," Senator Meyer said.
Mr. Brown said :
"I want to say for Senator Downing's

benefit that there was no intention on

my part to suppress large charges for
dockage or wharfage "by those who
owned their piers. What I criticised and
Intended to bring before the committee
for thc-Ir consideration as a subject of
criticism was the cxtiemely low figures
for which the city leaded Its piers when,
in fact, service for d »ckage was at an

extremely high rate and as now sug¬
gested by you in regard to the charges
for privately owned piers, it would a;>-
pear that the charge made by the city
was still more disproportionate than 1
had supposed It was. I have taken the
position that If the city made a charge
on its piers that netted it 6 per cent,
as an investment over and above all
other charges and had laws and an ad¬
ministration which prevented Imposi¬
tion upon ships, the commerce of this
port would be transnc1 ed to-day for less
than one-half what commerce pays.
That Is my position tc-rtay exactly."
"But you brought out here in evidence

that the city was not charging enough
for Its piers," Mr. Downing said. "The
policy of the city is that no charges
should be made beyond that which

would be necessary to maintain the
piers themselves."

Mr. Brown answered *

"The evidence shows that the city
gets about $7,500,000 gross out of its
piers and it also shows with reasonable
clearness, although act every last pier
is proved, that the shijos are paying
$10,000,000 a year to tie up to these
docks."
The hearing will co itiuue to-day.

Enrlwht Issues a Denial.

Mr. Enrlght's statement was as fol¬
lows :
"The statement mode on the witness

stand before the Legislative Investigat¬
ing Committee to-day by James- Audi-
tore to the effect that the Police Com¬
missioner was or is in partnership on a

fifty-fifty basis or on any other basis
whatever with the Edward P. Hughes
Detective Agency Is false in every par¬
ticular.
"The Legislative Investigating Com¬

mittee in giving currency to a hearsay
statement of this character, nn ' bv a

witness who. upon his own testimony
has been arrested so many tlm a that
he could not remember, and at least
once for perjury nnd other serious of¬
fences. is most reprehensible.
"The Legislative Investigating Com¬

mittee had Capt. Edward P. Hughes on

the stand before Auditor* was called.
He was given no opportunity to testify
regarding the alleged statements of
Auditor*, which were already in the
hands of the committee.
"The allegation that special police

protection was afforded him while lie
employed the Hughes Detective Agency
is ulso false in every particular.
"The allegation that his pistol permit,

was revoked after his alleged falling out
with Hi lies and because of that fact Is
false. s pistol permit was revoked
becaus' f some shooting scrape in
which 1 was involved."
Mr. 1 ;hes said that lie was sub¬

poenaed I fore the committee as a wit¬
ness yesterday and was examined im¬
mediately before Auditors was called to
testify.
"No inquiry was made of me as to

the personnel of my llrm," he said. "A
simple inquiry would have informed the
committee that Police Commissioner
Richard E. Enright has not now and
never had any interest directly or in¬
directly in my business or that of the
Edward P. Hughes Detective Service.
Audttore's statement to the contrary
is absolutely false in every detail.

"His statement that I resigned to
take over his business is absolutely
false.
"His statement that I told him Com¬

missioner Enright was associated with
me is absolutely false.

"His statement that told him I
could get policemen any ti e he wanted
them is absolutely false."
When he was asked regarding Audi-

tore's statement that he had suggested
that Audttore give him $100 a week to
accompany Audltore about and intro¬
duce him to persons of prominence, Mr.
Hughes said:

"1 did introduce him to Senator Cal-
der. but the statements that 1 ever sug¬
gested his giving me any amount of
money a week, to say nothing of a

hundred dollars a week, to take him
around Is ridiculous on the face of it
and absolutely false."
