PARENTS CONFUSED
B SCHOOL HOURS

Domestic Routine Upset by

Programme Arranged to
Meet Overflow.

RELIGION A FACTOR

Many Pupils Suffer From
Eye Strain After Study
in Artifieial Light.

MEAL HOURS CHANGED

"Teachers Deplore Loss of Per-
sonal Contact With Their
Students.

Thousands of families have had their
daily domesti¢ routine disarranged by
the programme adopted by the Board
of Education to make room for an
overflow of public school pupils. In
some Instances this readjustment of
the hours has worked a hardship and,
generally speaking, it s confusing and
inconvenient to parents who have been
used to the regular school periods.

Besides the mass of pupils attend-
ing school at the regular hours there
are thousands in the double seasion
classes and more than 125,000 on part
time. The double session pupils’ school
hours are as long as those registered
for the regular session, but they come
later, usuvally in the afternoon, and
the classes overlap those of the morn-
ing pupils. Where there are triple or
quadruple sesslons the day begins soon
after dawn and in midwinter continues
until dark. Part time puplls have their
schedula snortened by one or two
hours, although in some instances they
reveive practically the full course.

A Typleal Example.

The Washington Irving High School,
which has a double sesslon, starts at
8:17 A. M. and continues through until
4:43. Clusses overlap during the middle
of the day and If there were a triple
gesslon there would be another overlap-
ping period and the day would be con-
eglderably longer,

Most parents are more reconciled to
the part time classea than to the double
sesalon programme. Many of them un-
derstand very little about the arrange-
ment. The point which seems to strike
them a8 most important is that Giovanni
isn't at school as long as he used to be
or as long ns rome of the other boys In
the neighborhood are. Whera the
mother looks upon the publlc school as a
sort of governess this shorter pro-
pramme s something of a trial,  Instead
of having Glovann! looked after by his
teachers all morning and untll 3 o'clock
in the afterncon, with an hour off for
luncheon, her offspring may be at home
all morning and at school all afternoon,
or at school in the morning and at home
in the afternoon. If It happens that one
of her boys goes from & A. M. untl] 12
nigon, and another from 12 noon until
2:158 P. M., she finds that this arrange-
ment has its advantages and jts disad-
vantages. The advantage to her Is that
ehe can have one of the boya at home all
the time to run errands or mind the
linuse if she has to go to the store. And
thera is a disadvantage to her in the
fact that the day starts early, that one
Loy hue to have his luncheon before the
other boy comes home from school, and
thut the morning session boy, if he hap-
pens to be quite young, has to be taken
care of by some other member of ghe
family Instead of his big brother, who

Another feature of the double session
which parents and cipals deplore
Is that fr ly the puplls do not
have proper study rooms. In the never
baildings the auditoriums are well
lighted and often do not depend upon
artificial lght. Parents note that
where artificlal light is used, and par-
ticularly where the child has study
periods late in the winter afternoon,
there is sometimes a complaint about
eyestrain.

PRINCETON'S HALLS
ARE OVERCROWDED

Freshman Class of 541 Gives
College Problem of Ad-
justment.

PaivceroN, Oct. 1.—With the open-
Ing of the collegiate year Princeton iz
still more overcrowded than at any other
time in her history. *“We can have no
more class sectlons than there are
already, because the only place to put
them would be on the rootf,” sald a mem-
ber of the faculty. That adequately de-
scribes the situation with regard to
rooming facilitles, dinlng halls and all
the other phases of college life,

Officlal figures issued by the Regls-
trar's office show that 1,964 students have
been reglstered and more are arriving
dafly. The limit which was contem-
plated last year when the question of re-
striction of enrollment was first de-
cided upon was set at 2,000, so that it is
almost certain the restrictlon must go
into effect next SBeptember.

The big freshman class has caused the
present problem, 541 fresh having
been admitted and with many others
turned away for various reasons or still
walting to learn if they have been suc-
cesaful in their effort to become under-
Eraduates.

The number of men who actually took
examinations last June for Princeton
totals more than 2,000, and another
800 tried this September. The result
wna that the new class should present o
very high academic record throughout
its college career.

Evesy room in McCosh Hall has a
class occupying it at every hour, while
Palmer, Guyot, the School of Sclence
and other bulldings are likewlse belng
fully utilized. Murray Dodge Hall and
other bulldings never intended for use
as class rooms have been taken over
for that purpose.

The dining halls, which were thought
at the time of their construction In 1915
to be ad te to a date all de-
mands upon them for many years, are
crowded beyond thelr capacity. At one
luncheon this weck 1,260 men were
served, a number which a few years
ago exceeded the total number of all
undergraduates. Hents in the town are
Zolng up all the time, until as much as
$10 a week for an ordinary room does
not cnuse especial indignation. Since
there have been no dormitorles bullt in
several years the great Increasen In en-
rolment have meant that a greater num-
ber of men each year have been forced
to room in town and to pay whatever
was demanded for what they could find.
At present some of the entering class
are occupying cots In Murruy Dodge
Hall while seeking a pluce to live

The new Moses Taylof Pyne Hall, a
dormitory, and the addition to the art
bullding are now under construction and
are expected to be finished by the open-
ing of the next academic year. These
will les#en the congestion to some #x-
tent, but will far from clear It up.

Assignments Will Be First
Step Toward Ilaving 4,000,-
000 Men Ready Always. |

WasHINGTON, Oct. L—Detailed regu- |
lutlons under which thousands of workl
war veterans now members of the OM-
oers’ Reserve Corps will be assigned for
duty In the reserve army frome work
contemplated In the national defence nct
were mude public le-day by the War
Department and will be distributed im-
mediutely to the 66,800 oMcers who now
compose the corps

Asgignment of reserve officers to the
twenty-seven divisions of organized re-
serves throughout the country will fol-
low Immedintely as the first step in
general staff plans under which an army
of more than 4,000,000 could be quickly |
mobilized at need. |

The regulations are extensive and |
cover every phase of the relationship |
between the eltizens' officers and the reg-
ular army, The same theory of decen-
tralization of administrative asuthority
from the War Department to corps ares
commanders I carrled out for the ofi-
cers that werg employed In planning for
the organized reserve system,

There are now In the officers' reservis
two Major-Gensrals, O'Ryan of New
York and Price of Pennsylvania, and
seventeen  brigadier-generals, all of
whom saw service In ‘that rank during
the war. There are also 322 colonels,
but the great majority of the reservists,
29,067 of them, are second lHeutenants.

In conformity with wartime practice
the regulatlons provide that only men
with aectual tralning or experiencs may
be appointed reserve officers of the line.
This Includes appointments in the infan-

alt service—the combatant arms of the
army, Special gerviee appolntments may
be madse, however, where the civi! traln-
ing or professional tralning of a citizen
fitz him for wartime service with the
army, but not to lead troops in battle,
To accompllsh this two distinct classes
of reserve officers are created,

Agsignment of lne officers will be by
corps arenr commanders and the regula-
tions provide for loealization of ofticers
to units of the organized reserve In the
vicinitles In which the officers live.
Tor this purpose more officers than
are required by organization tables may
te attached to such units. Three groups
of officera nre created for assignment
purposes,
