Voice of Golden Qnallty.

he In turn discovered Cyril Scott and
the futuristic music of the percussion
Instruments. Now he has discovered
Selim Palmgren, the Finnish composer,
who was bom in 1878 and ought to have
been found out long ago. Otherwise there
la little profit in having been graduated
from the Helslngfors University and
having studied music under Conrad
Aneorge and Ferruccio Busonl of U»e
celebrated Berlin Puppen Aiiee.
Mr. Palmgren has composed concertos,

tone poems, operas and other works, and
last evening Mr. Grainger Introduced
him to an audience in Aeolian Hall for
the purpose of removing the lid from
some of these too long silent compositions.There were ten preludes, all performedby Mr. I'almgren, who also
played eleven other descriptive pianofortepieces of his own creation.
