HERE “GETS GRAVE”

Untermyer Says Public Is
Misled Into False Sense
of Security.

HITS HYLAN VERACITY

Mayor Knew Hettrick De-
spite Disavowal, Says
Lockwood Counsel.

Future Activities of His Com-
mittee Outlined in Syra-
cuse Address.

Syracuss, Oct. 7.—S8peaking to-night
before the New York Association of
Real Estate Boards, whose guest he
was, S8amuel Untermyer, chief counsel
for the Lockwood Legislative Commit-
tee on Housing, asserted that In his
opinion the housing situation in New
York city was growing worse instead
of better; that the publlc was being
“foolishly misled" and lulled into a
false sense of security, Drastic and
immediate legislative measures are
necessary to relieve the situation, he
sald,

Mr. Untermyer dwelt at length on
the necessity for the friendliest sort
of relatlonship between capital and
labor in order to cope with the hous-
ing erisls, and in this connection flayed
the United States Steel Corporatlon,
characterizing it as “the greatest enemy
to our industrial life,” and charging it
with carrying on a campaign of es-
plonage and oppression “aimed at the
destruction of all organized labor.”

Mr. Untermyer's speech Included a
summary of the accomplishments of
the Lockwood committee, an outline of
its future programme and a forecast
of the remedial legislation the commit-

tee will urge, It inciuded, In addition,
n eritieism of the Federal Government
for its fallure so far to provide funds
wherowith to l-nsas'e apeclal prosecutors
of defendhnts under Federal Indict-
ments, and a severa scoring of the of-
ficlals of life and fire insurance coms-
panles who have refused to turn any
uppreciable volume of their surplus
and reserves Into the mortgage market
to relleve the situation, but instead used
these funds in stock jobbing traffic in
highly speculative securities.

Mr. Untermyer came armed with num-
bers of comparative tables showing the
trend of building operations in New

by his Increased demands. He has
done his part, but it has been forced
on him by pressure from behind. The
profiteers and the crimimal combilna-
tlons have compelled him to ask more
in order to secure a living wage. They
have led the procession of rising prices
n.mll‘it is at them cthat we must firsl
strike,"

There Is no such thing, Mr. Unter-
myer maintained, as the “open shop.”
In the final analysis, he said, a plant
was elther “unlon™ or “non-union,” and
in tlmes of great business activity, when
there is an undersupply of labor, the
unions get the upper Lhand and force out
the non-unlon men.

“The greatest ¥y to our | rial
Iife and peace, based upon a friendly
und between capital and la-
bor,” Mr. Untermyer continued, “in my
opinlon, ls the United States Steel Cor-
poration, which under the pretext of
the ‘open shop’ has been for yvears con-
centrating Its vast power in the carry-
Ing on of & vast campaign of espionage
and oppression aimed at the destruction
of all organized labor, The reports of
the Interchurch Assoclation must con-
vince any falr minded man, if he had
not previously been a student of the
subject and had been unacquainted with
the ‘second story, bludgeon' methods of
the company In dealing with labor, that
the company will sooner or later have to
be brought to a severe reckoning before
we can have industrial peace in this
country. What an Impertinence for a
combination to say that while 1t may
maintain its corporate existence no
combination of Its workmen with others
for protection against its nutocratic
power shall be recognized! The mere
fact that such a stand Is tolerated is
in itself a grave Indlctment of our form
of guvernment.” Mr. Untermyer then
reviewed testimony taken before the
Lockwood Committee fn New York
which he declared proved the efforts of
the Sieel Corporatlon to destroy unilon
labor by attempting to control the erec-
tion of structural steel and Its handling
by nomn-unlon worlkers.

Favors Jall Sentences.

Mr, Untermyer deplored the failure
of the courts to pass jail sentences
upon Individuala convicted of viclation
of the State and Federal antl-trust
lnws, and sald that the enforcement
of the eriminal laws against {llegal com-
binatlons was a prerequisite toward
any programme for effective regulation
of the less harmful combines.

"But above and beyond all these con-
siderations,” he concluded, ''is the ab-
sence of a loan market, without which
there can be no construction on a large
scale,” While the largest and most
prosperous savings banks were invest-
ing as much as 80 per cent. of their
totel aesets in secured mortgages, the
great fire and lfe Insurance companies
are unwiling to invest 40 per cent. of
thelr funds In this same class of se-
curity. Instead, he charged, they pre-
fer to deal in "wildeat” stocka, the de-
preclation on which In muany cases has
been enormous. He cited particularly
the Mutual Life, which, he charged,
was still holding some of the securities
which it held In 180 when the Legisla-
ture ruled that life Insurance companles
hould diap of lative stocks
within a five year period. Mr. Unter-
myer compared the record of the
Mutual Life's Investments in realty
mortgages with that of the Metropoli-
tan. 1

“The investments of the Metropolitan
In real estate loans have increased,”
he said, “'from $72,000,000 to upward of
$340,000,000, whils companles like the
Mutdal Life have been calling their
loans and decreasing their real estate
investments in the ratio In which
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thelr assets are increasing. The ques-
tion for the citizsena of this Stale and
for their Legisluture to determine s
whether this performance I8 to be per-
mitted to continue.” Mr, Untermyer
added that the plea of the (nsurance
men that thelr surplus funds must be
invested In “liguid" assets was not
only speclous, but intellectually dishon-
est, becuuse they deal for the benefit
of their stockholders in millions of
dollars’ worth of securitles rarely listed
on the exchanges and *'far more diffi-
cult to sell than any gilt edged mort-
gage.”

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PRENDERGAST ASKS
GAS CONSOLIDATION

' Commissioner Advocates One

Big Company for New
York City.

UNIFIED RATE TO ALL|

Ultimate Munieipal Ownership
Part of Scheme He Unfolds
at Convention.

LARR Pracio, N. Y., Oct, 7.—The con-
solldatiom, of all the gas companles In
Greater New York was advocated here
to-day by William A, Prendergast,
chalrran of the State I'ublic. Service
Comimrflasion. He was speaking in the
convimtion of the Empire State Gas and
Elecagric Association. He announced
hingmelf In favor of such an amalgama-
ticy, because it would make possible a
uigified gas rate to all consumers in all
ections of New York city and concen-
trate operation in the interests of effi-
clency and economy.

He declared it his bellef that the clty
government should be made a part of
the new system, adding that he was not
ruggesting municipal operation, bat that
“a plan could be evolved through which
the city would gradually become the
owner of the gas properties,” Mr. Pren-
dergast sald that a distrust of corporate
management had sprung up In the pub-
lic mind and that thls viewpoint was
telng “‘constantly stimulated by the ne-
cessities of political " charlatans and

|"demagogues.”

*The time has arrived for some con-
atructlve effort to correct present condl-
tlons,” he sald. *“The constructive ef-
fort should have for its object these Im-
portant conslderations: (1) A uniform-
ly adeguate and satisfactory service;
(£) measures which will fairly protect
all there {8 of genuine value in the
present great Investment In the gas
business; (3) safeguards for such addl-
tlonal Investment as may be necessary
from time to tlme, and (4) a manage-
ment so regulated that the utmost econ-
omy of outlay will be secured, and in
this way the lowest possible price may
be exacted from the consumer.

Must Satiafy the FPablle.

“Any changes that may be contem-
plated will be futile unlegs they are sup-
ported by a satlsfled publlc opinion, I
believe that the interests of the public
would be best served by the creation of
o single gas producing and distributing
company for the city of New York. The
elty should be made & part of the new
system.

“The exact basis for this partnership
1 am not prepared to discuss definitely
at this tlme, but will say that in the
recommendations of the surpassingly
able report of the Transit Commlission
issued on September 30 there s consld-
erable suggestive matter that would ap-
ply to the gas company situation.

“In discussing this wuestion it is

Estimate of Hylan.
At the outset Mr. Untermyer let his

audience know his own estimate of
Mayor Hylan. It was, he sald, In line

We are told from
time to time that these conditions are
{mproving. T wish it were true, but I
find the contiary to be l.]-u:i ract. In
my judgment they are growing waorse,
"‘s; ’wc":re being foollshly misled and
our fewrs set at rest when they ought
to be kept continually alive, and 80 spur
us on until the problem is on the way
to solutlon.”

Mr. Untermyer then produced a tub!e
showing the Incrense In New York's
population from 4,766,883 In 1910 to G-
734,513 in 1921, while the number of
apartments incrmed during the same
period from 6#,099 to 082771 Com-
paring bullding operations in the nine
vears prior to our entry into the war
with what has been accomplished since
up to and Including July 1 last, Mr.
i'ntermyer finds that against an In-
crease of 137,212 apartments In the nine
years before the war we have an In-
creass of but 823 apartments im the
lagt three and a half years. He added
by way of explanation:

“There have of course heen more
than 923 apartments constructed during
the latter period, but the demolitions
due to fire, old age and conversion to
business purposes have brought the net
inerease of avallable dwelling space
in three and & half years to less than
1,000."

The actual shortage of family
dwalling quarters on July 1 last was
approximately 70,000, Mr, Untermyér
found. A ray of hope, he sald, might
be discerned in the fact that while In
190 there were plans flled providing
homes for 736 families, thers have
been up to September of this year plans
filed with the Department of Bulldings
for 25,41 familles. This, it was
