beginning of authenticated harness rac

sj Ing on measured tracks built for the pur|pose nearly a hundred years ago. The
first of these tracks In the United States
and probably the first one In the world
was that of the New York Trotting Club
near the Junction of the old RocTcaway
road rfnd Trotting Course lane, now
known as Woodbaven avenue, within a

atone's throw of the present racetrack
at Aqueduct, on tiong Island. The neighborhoodwas then or a little later Ictiowb
as Centrevllle, and the historic trotting
track Is best known In the records ol
harness racing as the Centrevllle Course

It was opened on May 16. 1826, with
a race at two mile heats tinder saddle
for a purse of J200. Three horse*
started. and one called Screwdriver defeatedBetsy Baker and Screws In 5 :RS
or at the rate of 2 :48 to the rrtle. Thli
was the first public performance by e

trotting horse under conditions constitutinga record. There had been earllei
ones and perhaps faster ones, but they
were either made on the road or lacked
other elements of authenticity whlct
surrounded the public contest at CentrevllleIn the presence of duly appointee
Judges and timers and governed by associationrules.

Winner of Pioneer Race.

The horse that won this pioneer rae<
was a little sorrel gelding owned bj
Wash Coster, a wealthy young mat
about town who was one of the earlles1
patrons of trotting and doubtless one o
the organizers of the New York Trottlni
Club. Curiously enough. Serewdrlvei
also won the first race decided over thi
Hunting Park track In Philadelphia
which was,the second trotting course li
the country, opened In 1828. In defeat
ing Betsy Baker and Topgallant he se
the record at but In the mean
time his Centreville mark had beei
beaten d>y Trouble and then by Rattler
the latter a real champion that w&i
afterward taken to England by "Mocoa
sin" Jackson, and there driven to deatl
by the famous George Oshaldeston In
long distance race against an Engllsl
trotter.

Topgallant was the first horse to tro
a mile below 2:40. This he did whei
?s years old at the Hunting Park couro
In 1S30 In a match race at mile heats
each of which he won In 2:39. "Oh
Top," as he was affectionately known t
the sporting fraternity, was perhaps tb
most distinguished of all the old tlm
trotters When a lad of 10 years Hlrar
Woodruff rode him at exercise, am
afterward rode and drove him In man:
races. Woodruff once said he was ii
some respects the most extraordlnar
trotter that ever came under his ob
:-»crvatlon.

A Groundless Distinction.
' In olden times, when sulkies were
L built with high wheels and straight
' axles and weighed eighty pounds or
*

more, nearly all horses could trot faster
' under saddle than in harness. Owing
1 to marked improvements In sulky conistruction the contrary was true, how-

ever, before--the pneumatic supplanted
I the high wheels, in 1802. To-day there
. Is no comparison between the two styles

of going, so great is the advantage of
the horse to harness hooked to a modernlong shaft sulky which Jets the
driver down behind the trotter's heels,

! where man and vehicle offer the toast
' possible resistance to the atmosphere,
1 and where the sulky follows the horse
t without the least vibration. Peter Manfning's sulky weighs only 28% pounds.
i Its shafts are 87 Inches long and the
f irch on which the driver's seat rests
a Is only 25 Inches from the ground when
