RUTH STILL DEFIES
RULES OF BASEBALL

With Meusel and Plerey He
Plays in Elmira Before
Small Crowd of 1,500.

DECISION SOON BY LANDIS

‘Size of Hat Man Wears' to
Have No Effect on Pun-
ishment Inflicted.

" Babe Ruth, king of baseball home
run hitters, yesterday continued his
defiance of the rules of the game
lwhich stipulate that~ world series
teams must disband immediately after
the last contest, by playing against
a local club i1 Elmira, N Y.

Judge Landis, High Commissioner of
Baseball,+in whose hands rests the en-
forcement of the rules, said, according
to a special despatch to Tur New
Yorx Herarp from Chicago, that after
he had disposed of a few pressing
thinge he would make a declsion, ac-
companied by a statement showing
what “sort of a gentleman he (Ruth)
is,"” belleving so positively In the an-
forcement of the rules of baseball that
e has not “the slightest regard for
the size of the s1at the man in question
wears."”

In addition, the cwners of the Yan-
kees ssued a statement in which thay
regretted that the rule prohibiting
members of world scries teams from
playing exhibition games has been
violated so defiantly by some of the
Yankee players and that Judge Landis
hasg no alternative but to mesat the sit-
vation firmly.

Ruth Still Isn Deflant.

In Elmira ‘Ruth, together with Bob
Muesel, outflelder, and Bill Plercy,
pitcher, also of the Yankees, played
against a local elub before a small ¢rowd
of 1,500, and won by € to 0. Ruth and
Meusel each knocked two home runs.

Ruth repeated his defiance of Com-
missioner TLandis's ruling that the
“harnstorming” expedition was contrary
to the contraci of the players with the
National Baseball Commisslon.
