Prominent Flushing Wom-
an Rises in Church to
Defend Negro.

CHOKES OFF PREACHER

Congregation Follows Her
to Cemetery Where Hus-
band Reads Service.

‘WAS FAITHFUL 20 YEARS’

Mr. and Mrs. Nelson Held No
Doubt as to Black Friend's
Salvation.

Thomas Vass, & negro somewhere in
the late sixties, had been for more than
twenty years in the service of Mr. and
Mrs. Norman Nelson of 201 Eanford
avenue, Flushing, before he died last
Saturday, and he had been so faithfui
and so devoted to them they had come
to look upon him almost as o member
of their family, and that was the rea-
son, Mrs, Nelson said last night, she
stopped his funeral last Monday after-
noon when fhe preacher, the Rev,
Henry Parker, began to upbraid the
dead man and told the congregation
he doubted if the soul of Thomas Vass
would be ‘saved.

“I couldn't stand it any longer,”
Mrs, Nelson said. “Thomas was a
good man. He had been with us for
twenty years, and he had Llcme avery-
thing he could to serve us well. I
couldn't stand to hear the preacher
say Thomas was not a Christian, and
that he would not be saved, hecause
if ever a man led a decent, Christian
life for more than twenty yvears it was
old Thomas,"

Mrs. Neolson's action caused commo-
tion in the church, the Ebenezer Baplist
Church in Flushing, a negro congregi-
tion. She sald last night she sat for
zome time in silence s the Rev, Parker
apbraided the dead man, cast reflections
on his character and pictured him as a
bad man, because ehe thought he was
perhaps trying to illustrate a point in
hig scrmon, but she was aroused lo ac-
tlon when the preacher leancd forward
over the dead man and cried:

“The matler of a soul's salvation must
he left to the Lord, but T am wvery
doubtful if the soul of Thomas Vass
will be saved.”

Mra. Neison and her husband weres
sitting about the centre of the church,
Mra. Nelson jumiped to her feet, pusbed
her way iuto the alsle and cried to thz
Rev, Parker to stop.

Arrest Expected in Mailing of
Deadly Fudge to Chicago
Hospital.

Cuicago, Oct. 18.—Miss Helen Rosen-
feld, nurse at the West Find Hospital,
who with five others Is in a serlous
condition from eating candy polsoned
with cyanide of potagsium to-day gave
to postal Inspectors the neme of a man
she belleves sent the candy. Postal in-
spectors admitted they had information
that will lead to an arrest.

The sending of the candy with a note
anonymously signed “From an admiring
patient” recalls the scries of death
threats made against Dr. B. H, Break-
atone, superintendent of the hospital,
and his wife last March. Police belleve
the candy may have been directed to|
one of the purses In the hope she would
glve a portion to Dr. Breakstone.
