Presently residents who had been sit-
ting up all night, watching, with pls-
tols ready, were able to go to bed and
sleep. Recently, however, two beau-
tiful homes have been destroyed.

Collenders Point. It is believed that the
housge could not be duplicated for $150.-
000, Mrs. Trowbridge lost all her Jowels,
Nothing was saved., The family and
servants barely cscaped with thelr lives.

In all there have been upward of
twenty-flve fires In Darlen, a township
of 4.000 population, egince April 1,
Nearly all of them have started between
1 and 8 A, M. The series began, oddly
enough, just after the three voluntcer
fire companles, stationed In
proper, Noroton and Noroton Helghts,
were supplled with bright new motor
fire apparatus, Includiag a pumping en-
gime. One theory ls that some halfwit
began sotting fires for the sake of seeing
the new machinery In action, This has
been known to happen in other places,
and In Duorfen itself, when the first hand
chemical engine was introduced years
sg0. thers was an “epidemlic” of fires
immediately.

The town approprinted §12,500 for the
new apparatus, and the volunteer fire-
men themselves, by means of n carnival,
amateur shows und personal subserip-
tion, raised the rest of the money, The
new engine, hose and ladder trucks
reached Darien early in April

In the week beginning April 17 there
were four fires. The first of the series
destroyed the Darien Garage, owned
by Lamar Butler, and cars stored there
belonging to Dr. H B, Wilcox, W. L
Washburn, J. J. Munn, M. J. Geer, C.
1. Hoffman, Carleton White, Elmore
Lefingwell, B, F. Delaney, Miss Theresa
Hoyt and R, F. Thomas, most of these
being New Yorkers who have summer
homes In Darlen. The lossa on the ga-
rage was estimated at $60,000 and the
insurance was $17,000.

Some of the firemen who got to the
geene earliest say that the house seemed
to sturt "blazing everywhere at the
same time. ‘They have an ldea thut
worn insulation of eleciric wires was
responsible, but, as ia sald of all the
Darlen fires, no worthwhily evidence to
support any theory was discovered.

“The cause of the fire I8 being inves-
tiguted,” reported the falthful  Darlen
Review, and that is as much as anybody
knows,

The worst and latest fire, which
destroyed the home of James A. Trow-
bridge on Qctober 20, occurred just be-
forea daybreak. Mr. and Mra, Trow-
bridge, two sons and seven servants had
no time to dress. They wera takon care
of in the home of A. I, Renshaw, near
by, The house was an old one, Te-
modelied. It was built of stone and
wood, Nothing Is left but the stone
pillars and three brick chimneys. One
of the servants was reported to hawve
lost a year's wages which she had
banked In her trunk.

The Trowbridge cstate was called Sea
Breeze Terrace. 1t was ona of the finest
on the Connectlcut shore, but It is sald
that the Insurance was only $35,000.
DaYien firemen say they understand that
the first flames were secn beneath a
porch, but Thomas Kelly, the Trow-
bridge houseman, says they started near
a cou! bin In the basement. The bin
was about sixty fect away from the
furnace and at the other end of the
oellar, which seems to dispose of any
notion that the furnace might have besn
| responsible. The Trowbridge famlly d-
not say It was an incendlary fire. Nelgha
| bors of the Trowbridges saw no firelus
‘n.nd are not unduly alarmed, but are
| taking fprecautions, Among them are
Dr. John A. Harrlss, New York's Special
Deputy Pollee Commissioner; John Me-
Cormack, the tenor, and Cyrll Criimmins.

Plays Shakespeare in Way
That Might Prove Pointer
to Other Actors.

There have been actors who played
Romeo with long, fowing locks, and
others who dld him with glose cropped
hale, but Wil Kogers ls probably the
first to portray the great lover with his
anir In & sort of twilight stage. It is
nelther a flowing mane nor & convict's
pompadour ; It §5 just half and half, the
typical Rogers halr cut, which never
svems to vary from pleture to pleture.
Uhat I8 prrt of his art, perhaps.

There is also the characteristic Rogers
amile, which does ita share to make the
combination of Rogers and Shakespeare
as irresistible as a cértaln widely ad-
vertised talcum powder, Possibly Rogers
may even go far toward popularizing
the Bard of Avon.

When the picture starte, the specta-
tor has' scarcely any notlon Lhat pres-
ently It is going to break right out Into
Shakespeare, 1t opens In a rogular
Western town, with dance hall—and a
minister—where Slim, & cowboy, proves
80 bungling in his bashful love making
that In exasperation she tells him to go
to the movies. It might have been
somewhere else In these days of very
moedern herolnes, but it was the movies.

She says that after he has studied
ove making at first hand, as It |s done
by the masiers of the screen, to come
buck and try the methods on her—in o
word, she appolnts herself the efficlency
expert of the cowboy's courtship,

cracks.” Douglas Falrbanks might
have derived pointers from the duel
which Rogers ends with an uppercut.
His Romeo is certainly funnler than
that of Kellerd.

The satire on the movies is deliclous,
and Rogers achioves a triumph when he
points out that what audiences have
heen walting years to see I8 what
would happen if the villain dld get the
mirl, Less of the genvineness, the
human flavor that Rogers has made his
trademark, is evident here, and he
capers ruther than acts. Bul In his
last pleture he seems to he having a
very good time, and the audience can
appreciate it.
