As Mr. Jerome read the
record Dunnlgan was found gullty on
both counts, The fine was the loss of
twenty days' pay. It was approved by
Commissioner Envight. The penalty bm-
posed on Dunnigan, thus charged. and on
Kellar, who merely haldup the millionaire
deputy, were the same,

Inspector Idwyer, former Inspector
Costigan, the matter of Hylan and Cos-
lin also figured in Mr. Jerome's speech.

T am going to tell you little stories
by the way which will Hlustrate how
this plain buginess man has conducted
the affairs of the city of New York since
e was in.

“The greatest fake that has been put
out as a campalgn igsue is this transit
matter. How It ia to finally shape itselt
T do not knew, Hylan does not know,
and npboedy else knows that I have been
atle to talk with: not even Sam Unter-
myer. It Iz a tremendous problem, but

“He pays, ‘T am honest’ Well, he was
while he wns working with his hands
Now, I speak In all sincerity. ¥ think
Mayor Hylan's record up to the time
when he entered into business was very
ereditable. A young man with the han-
dicap he had that would work hard
enough to get admitted to the Bar, that
would bring himself to what Is an hor-
orable professlon, or should be, that s
creditable. Let us play fair in this thing,
let us hit hard, but let us hit above

I noever heard
iim say he was honest, but 1° never
lienrd anybody say he was not, He
does not enpltalize his honesty.

“What is 50 unlque In this eity as thaf
4 man has been poor and that he was
Hionest? Now, Henry Curran was o poor
boy and he was honest, and he got his
education by working for it. He went
through Yale College and he paid his
way through, and he had a widowed
mother at the same time. The sob stuft
in just ns good for one as it s for the
other and, my graclous, how T could
deal up o lot of this sob stuff abuut
Henry Curran when he was a magls-
trate hera and he had a wife and was
Hving In a flve room flat when the war
broke out, and Henry Curran didnt
clatm any exemption.

“Now, if T am right, the issue is this:
we are asked to choose for curselves for
the next four years a man to be the chief
executive of the biggest business corpo-
ration In the world, Tt is germane to
that Inquiry to ask what his abillty is;

The head of the
loan department of that institution com-
mitted suielde, and no one was bonded
In the baunk, and things of that sort,
Some 6,000 of you people lost money In
that adventure, 5o you muy know some-
thing about it and wa will come to that
another time.

“1 would like to tell you some short
astories, by the way, just to give you 5
view of the goings on. choice morsels
of what we have had handed to us
during the last four years in the city
of New York, and we have sat down
gupinely and stood for It all.
