Must Pay $40,349

to Sister's Heirs

losses Through Management
of Estate hy Executors'
Agent to Be Made Good.

Upon the report of E. Henry Larombe,
former Judge of tho United States CircuitCourt, titr referee, judgment was

entered In the Supreme Court yesterday
directing Mrs. Oliver H. P. Belmont and
the executors of the estates of John
Prentice Kellogg and his mother, Mrs.
Ellen P. Kellogg, to pay to the heirs of
Mis* Armlda Vogel Smith, only unmariledsister of Mrs. Belmont, sums totalling1121,046, representing money lost to
her estate at a time when Mrs. Belmont
and Mr. Kellogg and his mother were

executors of it, but not in active managementof it.
The judgment filed yesterday Is the

result of an action begun by Mrs. BeliTSntagainst the Kelloggs in 1920. All
three qualified aa executors of tho estate
of Miss Smith In 1912, but Mrs. Belmor.t,
who wished to retire from management
of It, later entered Into an agreement
with the Kelloggs by which they agreed
to release her from her executorship and
hold her absolved of all claims which
might follow from their taking charge.
Both Mr. Kellogg and his mother died
after Mrs. Belmont btgun her suit and
after their deaths it was disco\-ered that
an agent to whom they had entrusted
active management of the Smith estate
had lost some of its assets.

In the report of Mr. Lacombe, who
reviewed the whole case and recommendedthe Judgment filed yesterday,
the agreement entered into between Mrs.
Belmont and the Kelloggs Is stated to
be without consideration and not bindingon the estate, and the three executors
ore described as negligent in permitting
a person not one of themselves to handle
estate moneys.

Mrs. Belmont Is directed to pay a
third of the moneys lost, or $40,349, and
the executors of the Kelloggs the other
two-thirds. The heirs of the Smith
estate are Mrs. Mary V. Tiffany,
another sister of Miss Smith, and Rene
tie Fontenilllat, a nephew.
