Han Not Renched Washington.

WasHINGTON, Oct, 29 { Associated
Press).—The communication from the
Fusslan Soviet Government relating to
the recognition of forelgn debts of the
ITmperin] Russion Governmant {ncurred
up to 1814, as reported at Riza, had not
reacdhed the State Department to-day,
a0 far as could be ascertained. Officials
would not comment upon the ndvices.

The ohligations of the Imperlal Rus-
slan Government accruing in this coun-
trv, as referred to by the Soviet Foreign
Minister, were sald by Treasury offi-
elals to be debts in the hands of pri-
vate individuals, as there was no Rus-
sian debt to the United States Gov_em-
ment prior to 1917. In July, 1817, it
was explained, the American Govern-
ment loaned Russia $35,000,000 and later
this was increased to $187,729,780.

Officinls declared they Jdid not know
what Individuals held debts of the Im-
perial Russian Government in this eoun-
try, but it was recalled that in January,
1920, Secretary of the Treasury Giass,
in s memorandum to the Senate, recalled
that the Russian Government had of-
fered in this country in 1916 two series
of ten year bonds for cne billion Tubles
each, and in the same year there was n
total of $86,000,000 putstanding against
that Government in the hands of the
Natlopal City Bank of New York and
J, P, Morgan & Co.

There was reason to believe that the
proposition of a world conference to
consider Russia's international IHabili-
ties would bave to be backed by very
positive assurances as to the stability
of the Russian Government, its Inten-
tion to set up and maintain conditions
within Russia which would make possi-
ble economic intercourse with that coun-
try, and in genernl an abandonment of
the path which has been pursued by the
Soviets up to this time.

VOTE OF UNIFORMED
MEN IS FOR CURRAN

Police, Firemen and Street
Cleaners Have Always
Found Him Friend.

GOT THEM MORE PAY

Fought Here and in Albany
for Bills Bettering Their
Condition.

HYLAN BROKE PROMISES

Hig Influence Invariably Ex-
erted in Opposition to
Welfare of Men.

Little has been sald in this cam-
paign of one large sector of the so-
called sllent vote. That is the vote of
21,000 uniformed men of the rank and
file of city employees—the patrolmen,
firemen and street cleaners,

As they are forbldden by law to en-
gage in political activity, the pre-
election canvassers have a hard job
sizing them up. Nevertheless quiet
canvasses have recently been made by
both cealltlon and Tammany, and to
the distress of Tammany it has been
ascertalned that a great majority of
these men, and their relatives as well,
will vote for Curran.

It is now estimated that this majority
will be higher than 90 per cent. As the
political statisticlams figure that these
men swing on the average the votes of
three others besides themselves, Includ-
Ing wives, sons and daughters, brothers
and sisters, It will be seen that here is a
block of ballots that has to be serlously
considered by both sides.

Most of these uniformed men voted for
Hylan in 1917. They are now against
him because they say he violated eam-
palgn pledges and as Mayor resisted
salary increases and leglslation which
would tend to Ilmprove thelr condition.
That, in a nutshell, is what the can-
vassers from both camps have been told
ag they have travelled about the clty.

They have also been told that the pa-
trolmen, firemen and street cleaners are
for Curran because from the beginning of
his public career he has consistently
fought for the underpald ecity worker.
Hylan is accused of trimming and wab-
bling and even of insulting committees
who went to City Hall to ask him for
relief. Curran 1s praised for his stead-
fastness and for his always courteous
treatment of the employees’ spokesmen,
even when he had to tell them that they

were nsking for more than could be
given.

Are Well Organized.

The patrolmen, the firemen and the
street cleaners all have their powerful
assoclations, but mindful of the ban on
concerted poltical action these will take
no actfon toward the indorsement of any
candidate. But the grapevine Is always
working, and there 15 nothing to pre-
vent an (ndividual from swapping ldeas
with his comrade. This has been done
until jt has become apparent that the
prevalling Curran sentiment s too strong
to be altered, no matter what admonitory
and disciplinary tactics, of which there
are symptoms already, may be attempted
before election day.

Anybody who knows patrolmen and
firemen Intimately may verify the fact
that here is what they are saying about
Mr. Curran and Mayor Hylan:

As majority leader of the Board of
Aldermen, In 1918, Mr, Curran succeeded
in raising the pay of first year police-
men from §800 to $1,000. ‘This was the
first raise they had had In twenty
years, and started them on the upward
grado which has kept fairly even with
the cost of living.
