IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

Towns North and East of
Yanconver Devastated
After Cloudburst,

RELIEF SHIP ON WAY

Damage Estimated at Sev.
eral Million Dollars—
" Bridges Washed Away.

14 FAMILIES MAROONED

Transcontinental Traffic Par-
alyzed When Tracks Are
Bwept Away.

Yaxcouver, B. C.,, Oct, 29.—Between
thirty-five and fifty lives lost and
property damage of several million
dollars to-night was the estimated toll
of floods that swept away parts of
several towns north and east of here
lagt night and to-day.

The most damage was at Britannia
Beach, a mining village with a popu-
lation of 850, elghteen miles north of
Vancouver. There last night a cloud-
burst broke through a fill and re-
Jeased a torrent which rushed down
to the ocean, carrying about half the
houses In the town. Late in the
afterncon meagre advices placed the
number of dead and missing at thirty-
flve. A ship bearing medical ald has
gone from Vancouver.

A pection of Port Coguitlam, fourteen
mijles east of Vancouver, was destroyed
13 flood waters of the Coquitlam Rlver.
#avaral bulldings, washed from founda-
tions, went floating down the river. No

ruentlon was made of casualties in re-
ports from this district, but fourteen
Tumllles were sald to be marooned.
Communication with the stricken area
wiag impossible except by boat.

The Canadian Pacific Railway reported
¢xtensive damage to Its property. Sev-
c¢ral bridges and mlles of track were
nvaghed away on the main lne, paralyz-
ing transcontinental traffic. The Cana-
<ian Paelfic estimated its damage at
§3,000,000,

At Britannia Beach several bodles had
leen recovered, and at an Improvised
nwrgue the work of identifying them
was proceeding to-night.

LIVES LOST IN NAPLES
AS RIVER FLOODS CITY

Extensive Damage Done Fol-
lowing 12 Hour Storm.
