Dr. Francis Carter Wood, head of the
institute of cancer research of Columbia,
will deliver a talk on cancer In the gen-
eral assembly at Columbia University.

More than 100,000 lives ore sacrificed

to cancer In the United States each
year dnd, "unlike tuberculosis, which Is
showing a declining death rate, cancer
mortality Is constantly mounting. In
twentj' years the death rate has increasedalmost 30 per cent.
According to A statement Issued yesterdayby Dr. C. Everett Field, director

of the Radium Institute, 205 West
Seventieth street, ten years investigationof radium cure from cancer has
proved that radium exerts curative actionin many types of the disease.
"Radium," Dr. Field said, "has been

proved to work by destroying the cancer
cells' power to reproduco other cells;
cutting down the blood supply, which
nourishes the tumor, and exerting certainchemical transformations In the
fluids of the tissues treated. At first it

patient. Overcrowding the dosage mayInjurethe patient's resistance. Careful
support of the patient's physical conditionmust be exerolaed. Radium Is still
in Its early days of experiment and hopefulness,and reports concerning its successshould be guarded."

When Radium la Needed.
At present Dr. Field's belief is that

cancer in its primary state may be cured
by surgery plus radium, and that to
deny either agent of treatment Its rightfulplace must place the critic aa either
unduly biased or Ignorant. More than
500 highly sclentiflo physicians throughoutthe world are now working dally
with 1X5 grams of radium, valued at
$13,000,000, he said, and most of them
have been working more than Ave years.Dr. Field said he has never heard of one
of these who gave up his radium, or
lost Interest In the results he Is securing

PHONE CO. WILL SPEND
$80,000,000 IN 2 YEARS

Service for 610,000 More
Users Planned, P.S.C. Is Told.

Albany, Oct. 30. J

Tlio Mew York Telephone Company
is planning to provide service for 610,000
additional telephone users in this State
in the next two years. It will have to
purchase 273,000 new instruments, the
remainder of the new customers to be
taken care of by the telephones of 335,000who are expected to discontinue the
service in thut period.
Most of the new subscribers, it is said,

will be in New York city. For the new
instruments and station equipment the
company expects to spend $12,600,000.

Tills is part of the expenditures for
which the' company has just applied to
the Public Service Commission for permissionto issue its bonds for $50,000,000.Accompanying the application,
which has Just reached the office of the
commission here. Is an affidavit of II. C.
Carpenter, ona of the company's engineers,stating that the company will
epend more than $80,000,000 In tlio next
two years for extension of Its service
in Now York State. To raise the money
another bond Issue probably will be
asked for next year.

36 DEAD, 10 MISSING
IN FLOOD DISASTER

Deluge Sweeps Down Mouu-
tain; \>ipcs uut erinsn

Columbia Village.

Vancouver, B. C.. Oct. 30..The toll
of lives lost In the flood which plunged
down the mountain side Friday evening
virtually wiping out the town of ErittanlaMines on Homo Sound and partly
inundating Frazier Valley, Just east of
here, reached thirty-six to-night. Four
children are among the dead and ten
are missing.
The property loss is estimated at severalmillion dollars.
Manager J. Donahue cf the Britannia

mines, to-night described r.iie aitorts
made by those on duty at the mines
proper, three miles back from the beach,
to warn the residents of the danger.
When the railway fill which caused the
accumulation of water in the hills gave
way and released a roaring torrent Into
the creek, a warning of the disaster to
come was sent over tho private telephoneline to the mines.
This message was received by Miss

Ellen Patterson, telephone operator on
duty at tho compressor plant "In the
village She Instantly rang everybody
connected by telephone, relaying the
miners' message:

"For God'3 sake, get out of your
houses; flood coming down the creek."

Before the warning could be under*
stood and circulated about the town the
waters crashed down the mountain side,
sweeping away transmission lines and
plunging the village into darkness.
The waters had fallen 2,000 feet in

their three mile journey down the mountainand smashed straight through the
centre of the settlement. Britannia
Creek now runs through the village itself.which Is under several fr»t of
water, strewn witli timber, telegraph
poles, furniture and other wreckaga
Most of the houses were without strong

foundations and yielded readily to the
surge of the flood. Fully half of the
400 neat, freshly painted cottages were
carried away on tho crest of the flood.
Others were smashed to pieces and most
of tho remainder were still partially submergedto-night.
An energetic search for the missing

was made to-day, but the work was necessarilyslow because of the difficulties
in clearing away the wreckage In the sea
of mud and water. It Is considered
doubtful if the bodies of some of the
missing will ever be recovered, as they
are believed to have been washed into
the muddy waters of Howo Sound.
