Liverpool, Nor. 3 (Associated
Press)..George Harvey, United
States Ambassador to Great Britain,
speaking to the Liverpool Chamber of
Commerce, said that it was futile to
hope that America, as Lord Derby,

^/>oe time War Minister in the British
Cabinet, recently had been suggesting,may some day be merged in a
definite alliance with Great Britain
and France. This statement was

made as a digression from an address
on economics and the international
industrial situation, in which the
American Ambassador attacked Communismand Socialism and defended
tbe principle of individualism.
Ambassador Harvey recalled that

Lord Derby voiced the conviction
that the success of the Washington
armament conference would mean

peace, and that its failure would
mean war in the immediate future,
r.nd also recalled Lord Derby's recentsuggestion to former President
Poincare of France that an AngloFrenchalliance would be desirable
in the interests of peace, intimating
the "strong hope" that America might
eventually join this combinatiou.
> "Now it seems to have fallen to my
inhappy lot since I have been in
England," continued Ambassador
Harvey, "to dispel illusions respectingthe attitude of the United States.
T can conceive of no more effective
-errice on the part of an envoy, desirousas 1 am of eliminating all
causes .for misapprehension, than to
set forth frankly any certainty which
may bear upon the immediate future,
however disappointing it may be to
his hearers. In pursuance of this
policy, rightful or wrongful as it may
be, I feel impelled to say frankly that
the hope voiced by Lord Derby must
be regarded as futile.

The United State* will take the positionIn the arms conference that the
basis for a limitation of armaments
cannot be determined except slmul|tancously with the settlement of Far
Eastern and other controversial prob-
lems, or afterward. That was made
plain In official quarters to-day.

It became known in other quarters
that Japan is urffing the determlna-
tion of a basis for the limitation of
armaments before the Far Eastern
problems are discussed. The differ- J
ence of opinion, together with adop-
tion and Interpretation of the agenda,
is expected to futnlsh the first developmentof the respective positions
of the nations at the conference.
The agenda proposed by Secretary

of State Hughes to the Powers on

September 21, to which has since heen f
added the subject of electrical com-
munlcations in the Pacific, has not
been formally approved, although
none of the nations has registered
formal objection to It. Japan in ac-

cepting the Invitation of President!
Harding suggested that matters of, "

"accomplished fact" and problems of
special interest wholly to any two na-
tlons should be eliminated from con-
sideration of the conference.
The American position assumes that

the call for the conference, which In-
eluded the Far Eastern questions, carries
the importance of having both questions
decided either simultaneously or In the
order of the political problems first. ,
The American position on armament

will be determined largely by the politicaldecisions bearing on such im- '1
