JTc Requests Joint Committee
to Make Appointments for

Conferences.

H. H. Raymond, head of tlie Clyde
and Mallory lines and chairman of the
joint committee representing the AmericanSteamship Owners Association, the
Council of American Shipbuilders and tlio
United States Ship Operators Association,formed to preparo and recommend
national constructive policies for Americanshipping, has received cordial responsesto his communications to PresidentHarding and other Administration
officials.
The President's message "appreciated

this generous assurance of co-operation."Chairman I.asker of the ShippingBoard wrote that it would he a
"pleasure to cooperate with the joint
committee" and invited It to make appointmentsto discuss matters of mutual
interest. President Powell of the IJmergoncyFleet Corporation suggested consultationsat regular Intervals.

Senator Wesley I». Jones, chairman of
the Committee on Commerce, wrote to
Mr. Raymond:

"I am pleased to have your favor Indicatingthat an effort is being made
by ship owners, ship operators and ship
nunucrs iu rwc lu^cu^r ii.nu rcc uikjii
a policy with respect to our merchant

' marine. It seems to me that this Is
something that should have been done
Jong ago. I have no suggestions to
make.

"Of course, as I view it, the most Importantmatter now is to have a full
enforcement of the merchant marine act
of 1920. Until there Is such an enforcementwe cannot determine in what respectsit should be modified, If any. I
shall bo ploasod to bo advised of the
determination of your Joint committee
and shall look forward with Interest to
Its announcement."
Chairman William P. Green of the

House Committee on Merchant Marine
und Fisheries wrote:

"I shall be most glad to bo Informed
as to the policies of action on which
uhlp owners, builders and operators are

ngreed, and will be in a position to furtheradvise with you at that time. It
Is, I am sure, the desire of this committeeto cooperate with earnest Americanshipping men whenever these are
willing to lend l> the Congress their
wealth of Information along shipping
lines. We are but legislators and dependgreatly upon the Information furnishedus by experienced business men
of the country."

Mr. Raymond's committee Is awaiting
a statement of the views of shipbuilding
companies on national constructive pol1ieles, which will bo made the basis of
recommendations from the committee to
Washington.

San Francisco's Calls for Help!
Sent From Lane That Ts

Well Plied.

ON WAY FROil LISBON

Vessel Is Steel Screw Ship and
Doubt Is Expressed About

Her Danger.

l Thn fttpn nifcliir* St. n*,

Isthmian lino freighter, was reported
afire in midoeean early last night. Her
radio calls for help were picked up by
the Naval Communication Service at 44
Whitehall street and relayed back and
forth between other stations for the purposeof acquainting vessels in her vicinitywith the news of her danger. No
details were contained In the S. O. S.
The position of the San Francisco was

given as latitude 35:20 N.. longitude
52:03 W. This would bo about 652
utiles east by north of Bermuda and
1,060 miles south by cast by south from
New York. She left Lisbon, November 3.

It was indicated by her position that
tla vessel is on the southern route and
in the track also of ships taking the
sailing route to the mouth of the Amazon
River. At this time of the year, it was
said, a ship in trouble in those lanes
would obtain assistance quickly.
The San Francisco, a steel screw ehip

of 5,102 gross tonnage, is owned by the
United States Steel Products Company
and is consigned to the Isthmian Lino.
Her general agents are Norton, Lilly &
Co. Capt. Donnolly, superintendent of
th Isthmian Line, was trying last night
to get a message to the ship. He
doubted if the fire was serious. There
was no information available as to the
number of bar crew.

6,814 CARRIED IN AIR
WITHOUT A LIFE LOST

Aeromarine Airways, Inc.,
Reports to Admiral Moffett.
In n rpnnrt Ar1mi»-oi ttt a

Director of Naval Aviation, made public! yesterday, the Aeromarine Airways, Inc.,
stated that the flying boats It operated
hail in one year carried 6,814 passengers
and 29,002 pounds of mail and freight a
total of 95,020 miles without a single
fatality of serious injury.
The company, which operates the Key

West-Havana mail route, Is probably the
most active in aerial transportation in
this country. Six big two motored
Aeromartne-Navy cruisers of the F-5L
typo carried 1,044 passengers 42,000
miles and transported 24,002 pounds of
mails and 5,000 pounds of freight and
baggage, principally on the Key WestHavanaroute. One of these boats flew
from Key West up the Atlantic coast to
New York, up the Hudson and by way
of the Great Lakes to Chicago, down the
Illinois and Mississippi to the Gulf and
back to Key West, a total of 7,000 miles.

Other flying was carried on by six
Navy coast patrol six passenger plane3,
which cnrrled 4,702 passengers 34,920
miles, and three Aeromarine three plana;
flying boats, which carried 1,008 passengers18,100 miles.

EMPLOYMENT GAINS
IN STATE FACTORIES

October Increase Was Nearly
21-2 Per Cent.

Ai,bant, Nov. 13..A gain In employmentin New York State factories
was again reported from September to
October. The October increase in em-
ployment amounted to nearly 2 1-2 per
cent, according to tho statement Issued
to-day by tho Industrial Commissioner, jHenry D. Sayer, of the State Depart-,
ment of Labor. Although the Increases

not ho large a.s some of those reported
In September they were more general,
fewer industries reporting less em-
ployees.
The increases reported were chiefly

the result of nn Improvement In busl-1
ness conditions. However, some fac-
torle3 employed more workers because
of a seasonal increase in demand. Kv-j
ery one of the chief industry groups
reported an increase except the water,
light and power group. Decreases oc-;
curred In several Individual industries
ns the result of business depression or
the end of seasonal activity.
The outstanding Increase of the

month was reported in the iron and
steel products Industry. This was entirelyduo to Improved business conditions.An inert,»so occurred in the
railway equipment industry because of;
the increase in employment in the rail-
rond repair shops and In plants manufacturingfreight enrs. The locomotiveworks, however, reported a decreasein activity. A gain was reportedin the silverware Industry, ilue,
partly at least, to the approaching holidayseason. Improved business condl-
tlons In the typewriter industry were
shown by n substantial increase in em-1
ployment. The structural Iron industry
and the firearms and cutlery Industries
each reported an increase in employmentbecause of bettor business conditions.
