SWEEPING CHARGES MADE

Production Curtailed, Arbi-
trarily Controlling Its Sale,
Shipment. and- Delivery.

Joseph M. Neenan, labor leader and
president of the Nationa! Glass Work-
ers; the Johnston Brokerage Company
of Pittsburgh and 102 other defendants,
including the leading window glass
manufacturers of the eountry, wers
indicted yesterday by the retiring Fed-
eral Grand Jury, which has been in-|
vestigating evidence produced in the
sesslons of the Lockwood investigating |
commities in regard to the actions of |
labor and manufacturers of bulldingl
malterials. The corporations named in
the indictment comprize about two-
thirds of the window glass industry of
the country.

The defendants named in the indiet-
ment are all charged generally with
formation or participation in a_ con-
spiracy and combination to su]ipn_ie
competition, maintain exceasive and
exlortionate prices and to curtall the
production and supply of window
glass, thereby arbitrarily centralling
its =ale, shipment and dellvery into
this district as well as to other States.
The indictment specifies the manner In
which this alleged restriction on the
production was gccomplished,

Price Fizing Scheme.

Acéording to the information on which
the Indictment is based, the defendants
arranged a price fixing scheme for the
window glass output and appoinied a
sola selling ngent through whom all the
xlass was to be sold, t agent to fix
the prices for all the manufacturers of
the glass. It is charged that the John-
#ton Brokerage Company of Pittahurgh,
with offices in this elty and in other
citles throughout the East and middle
‘West, was the selling agent for the glass
manufacturers and also set the prices
and apportioned the business among the
Various glass concerns.

An agreement, the indictment alloges,
was entered into by the . Johnston
Hrokerage Company and others of the
general  glass combination, with the
labor unlon of the National Window
Clung Workers, through Neenan, their
head, whereby the quantity of glass to
be produced each year by cach concern
would be preordained and prescribed.
The amount of glass to be manufac-
tured by each employee was also sat
down, it is charged, and the rules of the
agreement were that the employees
would not work for any manufaciurer of
window glass whe did not sign the mo-
called “wage scales” which were re-
quired of them.

Tinder a plan known as the “twenty-
three week system” tha faotorles were
primitted by the combine to operate
ahout twenty-three weeks out aof the
year. A certaln quota ‘of the manufae-
tured product was set, It is alleged, as
was alto brought out in the Lockwood
teatimony, and when the manufacturer |

In short,
Neenan Is alleged to have “sold out” his
own men to the combination, for it is
sald that few of the actual workers
benefited by the arrangement, and many
weare forced to lay idle for months un-
der the system,

Fines and other penalties were infliot-
ed by the combination on the manufsc-
turer who didn't Jive up to the letter of
the nlleged agreement, according to the
indictment. The, resulta of the combi-
nation, it was charged, boosted the price
of window glass nearly 400 per cent.,
according to figures presented to the
Lockweod committee, Attorneys for the
tiovernment sald vesterday that the
amount of money Involved in the price
bopsting . amhounted to greatly in excess
of $100,000,000, and that the practice
hes been golng on for the last six or
seven vears, and possibly longer.

Wo have ipe
cluded the president of the labor organi-
2ntion because of the part he played in
manipulating the so-called wage scale,
which wag really Intended to curtail the
production of the plants, so as to reduce
the supply of glass.”

Tt is =ald that as the result of ths
workings of the combination glass which
sold Tor about 75 cents per square foot
was boosted to sell for §3.%5 per square
foot, ‘The arrival in this country of a
considerable amount of forelgn glass re-
cuntly forced a cut In thie price. Those
indicted will be notified to appear for
pleading to the indictment within the
next weck.

FROM STEAMSHIP AT SEA

tlesey's brothera left early in the eve-
ning for Pittstield, Mass, to break the
news to their father.

Lisut. R. K. Haas, who was with the
headquarters company of Col. Whittle-
sey's command In the Argonne, said he
saw his old chiof last week and had o
chat with him. ¥He thought the Colonel
wis “normal and happy."

Col. Whittlesey had recently heen
active outside his law practics as chair-
man of the Red Cross roll call for the
New York County Chapter. He super-
vised the enrollment, organized commit-
tees and obtained divisionnl chairmen
for the campalgn to get 600,000 members
at §1 each,

Eseaped From German Trap,

The adventure of Col. Whittlesey and
ths “Lost Battalion” was one of the
truly thrilling chapters of the war,
Whittlesey and his men advanced into
the Argonne Forest on October 2, 1918,
The Germans cut them off and sure-
rounded them. unners who tried to
carry back word. to the main body of
troops were killed. WAirplanes dropped
food into the forest in the hope that it
would reach the lost Americans, but
It didn’t. #hort retloned from the first,
then without food altogether, the lit-
tle band lay in wet leaves and muck,
starving and subjected to wlmost in-
cessant fire by the Germans. Half of
them were killed or wounded. 'The
others hung on, without panie, without
thought of surrender, obeying orders
and following the exampie of bravery
sot by their commander, then a Major,
On Qectober 7 relief came. When the
Loast Battalion marched out of the for-
est it had only IM unwounded men,
Whittlesey's modesty when he returned
te this country captivated the publie
anew. He always denied that when
the Germans sent a messenger with a
demand for the battalion's surrender
he sent back the mesgage ‘‘Go to hell"
He Insigted that as a matter of fact he

the Germans to “go to hell.” The peo-
ple liked the story and wanted it that
way, and probably Whittlesey's con-
tradiction never will catch up with
the truth.

Charles W. Whittlesey was born in
Plitsfield, Mass, thirty-nine years ago.
His parents nre Mr, and Mre. Frank 8.
Whittlesey of Pittsfleld. He was gradu-
ated from Willlnms College in 1906 and
then from the Harvard Law School. At
Willinms they called him Chick Whit.
flegsey, He started practising law in
New York and eventually became =&
partner of J. B. Pruyn at 2 Rector
strect, e was one of the first Ameri-
cans to go to Plattsburg training camp,
nnd soon after the war started he was &
Captain—not in the Judge Advocate Gen-
cral's department, to which hd was
easily eligible, but in the infantry. He
was quickly promoted to be a Major.
In the fall of 1918 his command was
cut off twice—onee In the week of Sap-
tember 26 and again In the week of Oc-
tober 2, It was the first of thesa haz-
ards, lasting twenty-four hours, that
was onded soon after the runner Jack
Munson, with P, €. Herskowitz and
Ldeut, Arthur MecKeough, got back to
tha Ameriean lines. The second was the
five day eplsode.

Whittlesey's command was 483 of-
floors and men of the 808th Infantry
and Company K of the 307th Infantry.
They attacked L’Homme Mort on Octo-
ber 1, and on the following day wers
ordered to advance to a definite objec-
tive on the side of & ravine, this being
part of the first American attack west
of Verdun. They lost contact with the
troops to the right and left of them,
and the Germans infiltrated behind them
without being seen and cut them off.

Telling the story himself, Whittlesey
gaid: "“The Gurmans gave us fits, but
according to an invariable routine. They
machine gunned us at certuain thmes,
used tronch mortars twice dally and
along in the afternoon of every day
they used thelr potato mashers (hand
grenades). Our fine machine gunners
held their fire until the Boches were
near, them let them have it until their
velling ceased and the attack was over,

up our emergency rations the first time
we were surrounded and had had no
chance to replenish the supply. At the
end of the first day we had nothing to
eat at all, We got water from a swamp
behind us at night. They were trying
to relieve us all the time. Afrplanes
tried to bring us food and messages, but
wo got none. 1 guess wa'd all been dead
but for the thick leaves, the swamp
water and the good weather.”
No Thonght of Surrender.

One package of supplies fell not far
away, but a doughboy who crawled out
to get it was killed by snipers, Several
American planes were brought down
while trylng to euccor the Lost Bat-
talion and one pilot was killed. The bat-
talion did not once try to fight its way
back. It had been ordered to take the
position and hold on, and that it did
On the fourth day came the Ger~
man demand for surrender, The best in-
formation as tp the reply was that Major
‘Whittlesey, in telling other officers how
such a message should be received, used
the words “Go to hell” or its equivalent.
But the fact is he sent back no written
answer whatsoever. What he did, as
soon as he read the German message, wWias
to order the immedlate removal of a
white cloth that had been spread out on
the hill to indleate the battalion's posi-
tion to American planes that were trying
to bring assistance. He was afrald the
Germans might mistake this cloth for the
whita flag.

When the rest of the Seventy-seventh
Division had fought its way up to the Lost
Battalion Whittlesey’s men were full of
storles of his hourly messages, *“‘Keep
cool, men" ; of his unfalllng serenity, of
his crawling about until he saw every
one of his men each day, though any mo-
tlon was perilous; of hMs glving away
what rations he had the first day; of
how calming it was indeed just to see
him shaving each morning as calmly as
if he were back In Paris.”

‘Whittlesey was promated to Lieu-
tenant Colonel soon after he came out
of the Argonne. He returned to New
York November 14, 1918, He discour-
aged all efforts to make a llon out of
him, but gave no end of credit to Capt,
George C. MeMurtry, to other officers
and to privates who distingulshed them-
gelves.
