‘HERALD' STAND PRAISED

AIfrpd Capus, Abbe Jules Le-
maire and Deputy Fonek
Make Statements.
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The thinking classes of France are
to-day almost unreservedly in favor
of THE Now Yorxk HERALD'Ss plea that
inhuman methods of warfare, such as
submarine attacks on unarmed vesselg
and alrplane bombings of towns,
whether with high explosives or gas,
be outlawed, and are virtually unani-
‘mous in calling on the Washington
Conference for the Limitation of Ar-
mament to take up this phase without
delay.

Hven mlilitary leaders—men whom
Germany’'s agents charge with im-
perialism—hold the same views In this
respect as do sclentists, parliamen-
tarians, religlous leaders and legal ex-
yerts, and declare that the moment is
opportune for the world to try to set-
tle once and for all time the quesiion
of whether future wars—Iif wars must
he continued—are mot to be controlled
through higher ethical considerations
than {n the past if civilization's mor-
ality 1s not to suffer from the barbaric
horrors which' Germany forced all na-
tions to adopt as self-protection in the
last great conflict,

French Attltude Explained.

While the French attitude may be al-
leged by her enamies to be due to a fear
that her scientists are not equal to those
of Germany in the production of such
weapons of warfare, it Is significant that
Frenchmen do not place thelr plea either
for the ellmination or the limitation of
#uch Inhuman methods on this basis, but
declare that France, having suffered
more than all the rest of the world
combined from such unchristian and un-
civilized practices as were used by her
encmles, oertainly must give the fullest
approval of any effort made in Wash-
ington to take the world back to more

moderate standards, If the great alm of
the total abolition of are s ever
to be achioved.

Tur New York Herarp correspondent
here has in the last few days talked with
many French leaders in all social ranka
and has not found one who would refuse
to sanction any international ngreement
which would preclude the use of such in-
human weapons as German ingenuity
evolved in the effort to conquer the
world. A majority appreciated fully
the fact that unless an effort was made
in Washington there was nothing to pre-
vent land lustful nations from develops
ing thelr productlon of such methods of
warfare to a point where the ideals of
the Western world would be seriously
menaced,

Therafors, unless wa can get down to
the very basls of things and make
all the Powers understand that war is
fundamentally wrong, thers seems little
hope.

“All such propositions are useless, as
they begin at the wrong end. If you
do away with war you will abollsh
bombe, gan and other deviltries, but if
you only do away with them and con-
tinue to have wars other deviltries will
be Invented to repluce those you have
done away with, If you are at war
and know that by merely pushing a
hutton you can blew up Berlin you will
inevitably do so.

“Americn probably cost a milllon men
thelr lives by pot lotting the world know
at the outbreak of the war that she
woul not stand for such methods, Whils
It would be dleastrous for her agaln to
nssume responsibility by failing to carry
an anti-war programme through tha
Washington conference, It certalnly In
waorth trying.”

WETHOUT PAYMENT

Janunary Reparations Must
Be Met First, Berlin
Officials Feel.

In the event that
Germany was granted a three year
niorntorium the experts predict that she
would have to provide France with an
international credit to enable her to
keep up the French budget, which is
based on the present reparations terms,
balanced during the period the mora-
torfurn '8 in effect. This, the experts
say, suggests as one of the complicn-
tions the queation, ““Who would pay the
Interest on such n loan?"

The bankers and financlal writeras are
not ineilned to accept the present fm-
provement of the mark as an oceasion
for optimlam.
