N0 ALMIRALLMEN |
ON GRAND JURY LIST

1,261 Names on Roll to Be
Filed With County Clerk
To-lay.

The Grand Jury Nst for 1822, whish

containg none of the men on tha Almirall
Grand Jury that conducted & hunt for
the “overshadowing crime,” will he filed
in the otfica of the County Clérk to-aay.
It will be attested by Frederick O'Byrne,
Commissioner of Jurors.

The list will eontain 1,281 names Of
the men who scrved last yoar about
elghty are off thias year's liat, either be-
enuse of death, becausa of removal from
the county or because they have reached
the age limit, 70 years. Some seventy
names were taken off because of so-
ealled “poor service Thla means that
after having applied for service on the
Jury (all the Grand Jury elizibles wee
mades up of men who have speciflenlly
applied for eervice) they have asked to
ba excused when actually called :nrt
eetvice. Four of the twenty-three mem-
bers of the Almirnll jury were retirved
pnder the first designation. So only
nineteen wera harred for servies for
throe years by the action of the Grand
Jury Beard, of which Presiding Justlce
John Procter Clarke of the Appellate
Division ls tho head.

It was stated yesterday that the glst
of the resolution, which wns suggested
by the protest of Mayor Hylan, was thai
en account of the long service rendered
by the Almirall jurors they “be excused
from jury service for a peripd of three
years.” ‘This excuses them from service
on petit jurles as well.

However, the Grand Jury will be dif-
forently gonstituted next year and may,
¥ i* so desires, restore the jurors to
service again, It would probably be
only on special application on thelr part,
however. It seems that one of them
prior to the action excusing them had
written to the Commissloner of Jurors
Rsking that he be relleved of turther
Jury duty for the remainder of his Hfe.

Raymond F. Almirall, foreman of the
Grand Jury bearing his name, sald yes-
terday: “Tt is unfortunate that &o much
publicity has been given to a certain
recriminatory Interpretation of the Grand
Jury’s reported action, because the inter-
pretation reflects on the board, no mem-
ber of which would be moved by any
such considerations.”

It was easlly possible to check up the
work done by the jury, Mr. Almlrall said,
He told Commissloner of A
Hirshfleld tn May that no charges for
Grand Jury fees were made for any
meeting held except at the Criminal
Courts or the County Court Housa, The
record was open to him.

None of the membera of the jury have
yet recclved any pay for their work
