Albany Sees Powerful Lob-

The Lockwood committes's pro-
Bramme, designed to prevent rigeti-
tion of the evils which stifled the
building Industry in New
#overal years, will be one of the big
features of the 1922 sesslon of the
‘State Legislature,

It also will provide one of the live-
Hest fights of the session. Hven before
the measures are deawn that much is
certain. The leaders who have been
conferring regarding the programme
for the winter's work in the capital
have lheard rumbles which mean
trouble. Every lobby in the Btate is
ewinging into lne, ready to open the
attack on the bills, which will be de-
signed to break monopolistic hold on
various branches of the bullding
trades, illicit price fixing and profit-
earing and bringing all semi-publie in-
stitutions which handle the public's
funds under Btate control.

Samuel Untermyer, who s volunteer
eounsel hae led the Lockwood committees
through a bewlildering maze of grafting
and illegal price fixing, s expected fu
Albany before the sesslon conveges on
January 4 to confer with Gov, Miller and
the leaders of the two houses. Mr.
Untermyer has sent word that he is
ready to maks the fight in behalf of
the reforms he wil] recommend. He will
back Senator Lockwood and the com-
mittee to the limit.

Miller's Ald to Be Sought.

Gov. Miller's ald I8 to be sought on
behalf of the half dozen or mors hig
constructive measures which will seek
to eneet into the laws of this State the
most drastic and (ar reaching legislation
presented [n this country in dealing with
the building Industry and its numerous
alllad brunches. The full strength of the

Administration will be required to put |

through the programmea.

Liabor will fight all proposals for State
regulation of unlons and the labop lobby
is about the most effective jn Albany.
Lobbies representing employ®yss in the
buflding traded, fire and lfe Insurance
comnpantes, the corporations handling
workmen's compensation and every ons
of a score of powerful unions at which
legislation will be abned will be in Al-
bany during the winter months deter-
mined to kil the Lockwood committes's
billk,

Tug New Yorxk Higgawp has ob-
tained from the leaders on outline of
the tentative bills now in the process ol
formation. Not all are to be presented
at onee. Probably one after another the
measures will be before the Legisluture
throughout the entire sesslon.

If the labor uniong recently under Mr.
Untermyer's fire, do not agree to the
stipulations he has offered It s pro-
posed to eoffer a blll requiring that all
unions incorporate. ‘The State would
then be able to limit the power of the
unions by placing them under the rogu-
latlon of a State body. By this simple
expedient the State could require that
tha unions have no bylaws not approved
by the State. Such a measurs will be
presented, in all probablility.

The agresment which Mr. Untermyer
has Indicated he will require the unions
tn accept contalns a dozen or more
clauses relating to specific abuees which
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it has been shown by the recent Investi.
Iaténn in New York have existed in the
trades,

Labor Abuses to HBe Carbed,

Among the most important provisions
In the labor agreement are these:

That the unions shall not limit ap-
prenticeships In trades, discipline em-
nloyers or dictite to employers winnlt
materials and how many men shall be
amployed on a job. The unifons must
not act as “art opitics” on jobs; they
must keep their doors open to members
and not dlotate what appliances shall go
inte bulldings.

This lest provislon stands for a blg
ftem in the cost of bullding. Unions
have refused to allow thelr members to
handle labor saving and money saving
devices In building. They will not per-
mit installation of antl-siphon appli-
ances, will not mllow plumblug furnish-
ings to be attached In shops, will not
cut out men assigned o automatie
holsts, nor allow casts used on cellings,
These and a dogen other similar prac-
tices must be cut out hy specific agree-
ment or they go into the State law,

Further, the unlons will not be al-
lowed to coptinue in practice their by-
laws  digeiplining members who work
ton hard to please the lazy man; they
will be required to keep books which can
be audited showing what funds are col-
lected and how used,

Another important bill will amend the
legal statutes by providing that appeals
may be taken to the hizher courts from
orders dismissing indictments, Mr. Un-
termyer expressed dizsatisfaction re-
peatedly with the courls for dismissing
offenders. The progecutor bas no redress
it & court throws out ull indictments
found on charges presented by a com-
mittee clothed with full power of the
State ke the Lockwood committee.
