“All limitations upon the number of
apprenticea In any trade must be re-
pealed and prohibited, Where there ls
an age limitation for apprentices in any
existing constitution or bylaw 1t should
be inereased from the prevalling ages of
from 14 to 18 years to the age of 25,

“The lssuance of permits or permit
cards to non-unlon men with or with-
out pay to the unlon for such permits
as n condition of allowing such men to
work with union men or for any other
reul or ostensible reason must Le rigldly

The temporary abandonment of the
offort to reach an agreement is the ro-
sult of the definite refusal of the Chinese
delegates to accept the Japancss pro-
posal that Japaness nationals finance
the transfer to China of the Tsinanfu-
Taingtao Rallroad, with lts corollary
that the Chinese appoint Japunese ex-
perts to see that the Japanese . funds
are properly expdnded and that the road
Is properly operated.

These
propositions were rejected by the Chi-
nese  delegates, who had agroed to
most of the other changes imposed by
Japan,

The Japanese delrgates refused to
withdraw thelr demands. The Chiness
delegates  therefore declared  they
would not proewed further with the
negotiations, but would attempt to
hnve the matter settled by the Inter-
natlonal conference, The Japanese
delegates were not inclined to-night to
regard the negotiations at an  snd
