"J acknowledge receipt of your letter
of the 22d inst., addressed to the Transit
Commission, atatln^ that you have retainedMr. W'iliiatii A. De Ford as ape-
clal assistant to make a comprehensive
survey of tile plan finally to be adopted
ny mis ommission, to analyze such eon-
tracts as may thereafter be proposed for
the execution of the |>lan and to uivurnu-
lain such information as you deem es-1sential to enable the city authorities in-
telllgently to consider It.
"Upon the assumption that your pur-

pose is, as indicated by your letter, con-
structive and to enable the city authori-
ttes Intelligently to consider the final
plan, and that It is not, as stated In one
of the morning newspapers, merely ob-
Htructlve «nd for the purpose of 'launchinga New Fight' and a 'New Suit to
Block Transit Board,' regardless of the
merits of the final plan, tho commission
will welcome such an Inquiry, and wjll
he glad to place at the disposal of Mr.
De l''ord all pertinent data and informa-
tlon when and as rapidly as such data
and information are available.

Will Welcome Inquiry.
"In a matter of such vital importance

io ino people 01 tne city or ;\ew torn as
the proper solution of its pressing transit
problems, it is very much in the public
interest that not only the final plan and
tile contracts, hut also all figures and underlyingdata be subjected to the most
thorough scrutiny. Such has heen anil
will continue to be our policy. The commissionnot only will welcome any proposedinquiry, but will, I may assure
you, facilitate it to the best of its ability,
without regard to honest differences of
opinion, so long as your participation
continues along constructive lines."
The quotations embodied in Mr. MrAneny'sletter are from headlines in tire

morning newspaper of William ft.
Hearst. .Significance was attached to
this treatment of the news in some

quarters from the fact that for a long
time Mr. De Ford has been counsel to
Mr. Hearst.

Deplored Pnper'a Attitude.

Persons in the confidence of Mr. Do
Ford said, yesterday, however, that the
phrases quoted utterly misrepresented
his attitude toward his appointed task,
and that he personally greatly deplored
the Hearst newspaper's method of treat-
ing tho matter. When the text of
Chairman McAneny's letter to the Cor-
pcratlon Counsel was read to Mr. De
Ford late in the afternoon ho said he
did not care to add any comment to the
statement he had made public earlier in
the day. In that utterance he said :

"No comment was made by the Presidenton the case of Debs. The Presidentand the Attorney-! ieneral hkd

given very extended consideration to the
Debs petition, and it is known that the
fact that he had twice been the Presidentialchoice of a million of voters
had tts influence in reaching a decisionfavorable to his release.
"The President expressed the wish

thai, it be stated that the grant of clemencyin the cases acted upon does not
question the Justice of any action of the
courts in enforcing the law in a time
of national peril, tint ho feels the ends
of jurtiee have been fairly net in view
of the changed conditions. The vast ma-
Jority of so-called political prisoners still
imprisoned are the r. \V. W. group, are
rarely American citizens and have no
good claim to Executive clemency. A
number of convicted citizens have never
been Imprisoned, owing to appeals underbond. There are also many thou-
rands of indictments under war legislationstill pending. These do not conic
under Executive consideration."
A supplementary White House statementon the Debs case further amplifiedthe view taken by the President.
"There is no question of his guilt and

that he actively and purposely ob-
structed the draft," this statement said,

"In fact, he admitted It at the trial,
but sought to justify Ills action. He was
hv on means however as rnliM nml nut-

spoken in his expressions us many
others, and but for his prominence and
the resultant far reaching effect of his
words very probably might not have receivedthe sentence lie did. Ife is an old
rr-ati, not strong physically. He Is a
man of much personal charm and impressivepersonality, which qualificationsmake him a dangerous man, calculatedto mislead the unthinking and
affording excuse for those with criminal
intent."
