Southern Democrats Are
Lining Up Solidly Against

Favored by Vast Majority

Despite strong opposition on the
part of Southern Democrats, House
leaders are determined to keep the
nntl-lynching bill to the forefront,
with a view of forcing n vote on that
measure at an early date. They say
Its passage is a foregone conclusion.

IToor Leader Mondell said to-night
that the measure undoubtedly will
precipitate animated debate in the
.House, and strenuous efforts will be
made to prevent a vote, but all efforts
along that Upe will be futile, as the
time has come to "end mob violence
In thla country."

Mr. Mondell pointed out that the antllynchlngbill Is on the calendar for considerationsoon after the House reassemblesnext week, but be explained
that since much filibustering will be
rrsorted to by the opponents he will
bring up from time to time for considerationthe supply bills, thus preventing
delays on important appropriation meas-
ures.

Judging from the temper of Southern
Democrats when the bill was before
tho House last week, Mr. Mondell said
that apparently they are lining up
solidly in opposition to the measure and
Are preparing to make vicious attacks
on it, "In spite of the fact that many
leading Southern newspapers have of
recent yeai-B urged some such legislation
io curb mob violence, which aeems to
be on the Increase."

All Republicans for Bill.

Opponents of the bill, in the opinion
of Mr. Mondell, are disposed to exag-;
gerate the perils of the hoino unless the
mob is given free reign. He says the
slogan of the opponents is that the bill
encourages attacks on women.
From a survey of the sentiment in the

House Mr. Mondell feels that practicallyall the Republicans are for the
measure, and if any members of that
party intend to vote against it they
are keeping their own counsel.

Slayer Taken From Jail

KEY WEST. Dec. 26..Manuel
Head, owner of a coffee

been beaten by a band of masked
men yesterday shot and killed
William H. Decker, a prominent
Key We8t resident, was taken from
the county Jail by a mob early todayand lynched on a telephone
pole.

Barricaded In the cupola of a

house, Head last night stood off an

armed mob until captured by the
authorities and taken to the county
jail. Marines from the navy yard
stood guard outside the Jail until
the mob had disbanded.
But at 2 A. M., when the marines

were relieved by deputies the mob
gathered again and demanded the
prisoner of Sheriff Curry. When
the latter opened the door in reply
to demands for a conference a
dozen armed men forced their way
In, overpowered the Jailer and
seized the keys to Head's cell.

eome defects so far detected. The fact Is
the measure was prepared with great
cere after many conferences at which
amendments were discussed and some

adopted. While there have been some
differences of opinion as to details for
such a measure, the vast majority in the
House agrees that some such legislation
is absolutely necessary at this time.
"The real question before the Americanpeople Is: Shall we as a people permitthe world, claiming, as we do, to be

the most enlightened and most advanced
nation, continue to allow other peoples
to point to us as the scene of more mob
violence than that which tnkes placo In
any other part o the world? Undoubtedlythe finger of scorn of other nations
Is now pointed at us for not taking any
steps to check the mob outrages which
shock the sensibilities of all civilized
peoples.

People Paver Legislation.
"Shall we continue to permit such

frightful and atrocious crimes as burningat the stake without taking any
steps to check their occurrence and punishthe participants? We are convinced
that a vnt majority of the American
people will look with favor upon any
legislation which tends to romove this
blot from our national record."

Mr. Mondell discredited the report
that the ReDubllcana are divided over

the measure and that some of them take
the ground that it is unconstitutional.
Ho pointed out that a few Republicans
on border States may be swayed by
Democratic propaganda to vote against
the measure, and, on the other hand,
some Democrats on the border States
may support it.
As to the constitutionality of the proposedmeasure Mr. Mondell said that

any such legislation, where the Federal
police power is extended, suggests
grounds for a difference of opinion. "Of
course if there were a clear, well deilnedcourse of action for the Governmentto pursue in such matters," he
added, "some such legislation would have
been enacted long since. Of course the
question of State's rights enter into the
matter, but in my Judgment it is no
iurther infringement than the prohibitionlaw, wh'ch has been pronounced constitutionalby the Supreme Court."
Representative £rowther (N. Y.) concurredin the views expressed by Mr. Mondellas to the certainty that the measure

wll bo passed, and that there is no
marked division among the Republicans
over the meanure. Furthermore, RepresentativeCrowther oxpressed the opinionthat some Democrats in the border
States will likely vote for the bill.

OCEAN IS BEING SCANNED

Cap'n Bill Edwards Finds
Beach Strewn With Fine

Whale Food.

The biff bull whale that blorwed.as
the whalers say.his way Into print last
Wednesday between the Inner and outer
bars a mile off Southampton, h. L,
and dodged about for several hours
while all the old c&p'ns down that way
cussed him because he wouldn't let them
stick their harpoons Into his hide or
tickle him with dynamite.that whale
evidently has started something he won't
be able to finish. The same thing goes
for the other smaller whale and the still
smaller calf that wero seen Christmas
Day no further than 200 feet from the
Southampton shore. For yesterday there
was overheard traveling up and down
the south shore the glad news that
Southampton contemplates going Into
the whaling game again even If her old
whaling c&p'ns have to build new boats
and polish up their old harpoons.

Yesterday morning Cap'n Bill Edwards,who commands the Southampton
Coast Guards and thinks up yarns of
the good old whaling days on the side,
was found stamping up and down the
beach with the most powerful spyglass
in that part of tho country under his
arm. Ho spent about three hours scanningthe horizon and tha ocean, but none
of the wholeB showed up. Cap'n Bill's
presence on the beach was responsible
for tho discovery, however, of heaps and
heaps of line whale food that has been
washed up within the last few days.
It Is now believed that the big bull
whale and the middle site whale and the
little calf whale have come Inshore tp
enjoy a Christmas season meal or two
end that they will undoubtedly hang
around until New Year's or after.

It is seven year6 since Cap'n Bill
struck his last whale. The former Cap'n,
but now Postmaster, Frank White was
skipper of the boat and Cap'n Bill was
harpooner. But time hasn't hurt Cap'nBill, and with a little practice he will be
able to throw a wicked harpoon.
While all Southampton was excited

to-day over the prospect of once more
becoming a whaling town, there was
some slight feeling of anger over the
tone of a letter sent to John D. Corrlgan,president of the village. The letterragged Southampton over the fact
that Amaganestt hdd to come to supply
the boat the day her Capns went after
the whale, and then the writer proceededto Inquire why a chain wasn't
stretched between the outer and inner
bars whllo the whale was sporting and
spouting around Inside. Cap'n Corrlgan.youdon't always have to be a
captain to be a Cap'n.wants It made
known as widely as possible that the
letter writer had a whale of an idea
but evidently confused the meaning of
me wora Dnr, as it applies to tne underwaterconditions off Southampton, with
Its meaning as It applies to the mahoganyfurnishings of cafes. He explained
lor publication that chains cannot be
fastened with any degree of success to
a bit of sand. »

The cap'ns want it known that they
can take caro of nil the whales that
come their way and that they Intend
going after them an a regular business
If the whale food continues to attract
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the animals to the south shore and they
can get a boat fitted up In time. And
meantime they are stimulating their
imaginations by relating to each other
yarns of the big catches of whales back
in the late '70s when the sight of three
whalers returning to the old SouthamptonLong Wharf with every oil barret
loaded was no unusual thing, and Cap'n
Levi Burnett was just beginning to tell
the world that his closest call to death
on the deep came the day he rode a

quarter of a mile on the back of a

sperm whale, steadying himself by holdingon to the starboard flipper.

ROOSEVELT EXHIBIT
PLANNED JN LIBRARY

Papers and Mementos to Co
on View.

Records and mementos of Theodore
Roosevelt will be exhibited at the New
York Public Library beginning January
8. the third anniversary of hla death, it
was announced yesterday by Col. WilliamBoyce Thompson, president of the
Roosevelt Memorial Association.
The exhibit will be arranged chronologicallyand will consist of manuscripts,

letters, diaries, photographs, cartoons
and campaign material of all descriptions,first editions of all of Col. Roosevelt'sworks and certain rare manuscript
material, such as his ranch ledger and
the minutes of the first meeting of the
cattlemen of western Dakota, assembled
by the Colonel.

In the exhibition will be Col. Roosevelt'sSpanish war diary, recently pubillshed for the first time. Of almost
equal Interest will be two letters Col.
Roosevelt wrote Just before the start of
the Spanish war to Capt. Roblcy D.
Evans, later Admiral Evans. They have
never been published and deal with the
conduct of naval operations.
An entertaining feature of the exhibit

will be the cartoons, covering a period of
almost forty years from the time Col.
Roosevelt first began to attract attention
as a member of the New York Assembly
to his death. Many of the originals by
McCutcheon, Berryman, Davenport. Kep:ler and other artists will be shown.
The exhibit will be particularly rich

In material relating to the Progressive
party and will Include the original manuscriptof Col. Roosevelt's message refusingthe Progressive nomination in
1916. The exhibit will be under the
Joint auspices of the Roosevelt Memorial
Association and the Public Library and
will continue for three months.

A young
woman was Involved In the latter fight
for a time.

Martin DeSapto of 18 Macdougal'
street, Ancelo Katale of 10 Macdougal
street and John Orclola of 8 Van Dam
street, each 17, are jdleged to have
caused the trouble In Keith's. Ushers
asked them to stop shouting and poundingeach other. It was said, and Karsfleld
Walsh, aslstant manager, also tried to
quiet them, with the result that all three
went to the rear of the theater and demandedloudly to know who would put
them out. Patrolman Carmaclc of the
West Thirtieth street station answered
the challenge and. It is alleged, DeSaplo
struck at him.
Ushers were too busy trying to get

the audience to remain, In their seats
and In quitting women who began Co
scream to go to earmark's assistance
and the policeman had his hands full.!
He managed, however, to back the fight
out Into the lobby. At the end of ten
minutes, with no great advantage on
either side, the policeman decided his
fists would not stop the fight so he drew
his nightstick and felled DeSaplo. Two
other policemen came Just then. De-
Saplo, Natall and Orciola were arrested
on charges of disorderly conduct.

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AIR PHOTOS TO AID
CITY DEVELOPMENT

Taking of Films From Airship
Featured at Arcadia Army

School.

Arcadia. Gal., Deo. 26, -New fields In
engineering studies are being opened
at the army balloon and airship school at
Ross Field here. In the department of
plotting from photographic maps, accordingto officers of the recently reorganisedschool. Tho plotting atudy room

is equipped with an enormous photographlomap embracing 260 square miles
of territory, almost to Los Angeles, of
which Arcadia Is the center. The map Is
a mosaic of several thousand photog-.aphs,taken by balloon or airship from
an altitude of 600 feet.
As a result of these studies by the

Langley Field. Va_, and Arcadia school,
the two great airship schools of the
Army Air Service, a number of oltles
are planning to use aerial photographic
maps in connection with city planning,
trafflo control, street widening and fire
protection work, according to army officers.

Other uses to which photographic
maps are being put aro preliminary Investigationsof watersheds, hydroelectric
developments, highway, railroad and
canal location, forest surveys and variousengineering works.
Army air officers have perfected

automatic timing of exposures to cover
the proper ground area and at the same
time secure the necessary overlap for
the accurate fitting together of individualnegatives. This permits taking of
pictures from the moving airship or
airplane. Lenses have been discovered
especially adapted for this type of work,
and the officers have developed the
technique covering such details as ths
best height from which to take pictures
for specific purposes, speed of airplane
and maintenance of level flight to Insurevertlcallty of view. The maps
now produced by air service photographers,according to officers, attain
a high degree of accuracy and weaitn
of valuable detail.

Aerial photography Is among the subjectstaught at the Ross Field school.
Air service officers point out that among
points of particular value to engineer-
ing to oe rounn m aerial pilot ogTapnv
are the speed with which such maps
may be produced, ability to cover territoryInaccessible on foot, comparatively
low cost and Impossibility of omitting
any feature of the area photographed.
The mosaic map. army officers say,

does not mean transit, stadia and planetabloare in the discard, but that engineeringsurveys made solely by these
time-tried instruments will be out of
date.
