Debutante Parties Enliven
Christmas Week in Capital

Princess Bertha Cantacuzene-Speranskey and Miss
Evelyn Wadsworth Among Those Making Debut at
Dances—White House Reception To-morrow.

ASHINGTON debutantes are

devoutly thankful to Santa

Clans. He has given 1o

them the first chance at the limelight
that has come their way. In fact, he
has turned it almost full on them this
whole Christmas week, and crammed
Into it for them some of the many
parties that they always have fell
were their just due between Thanks-
giving and Christmas, but which have
been crowded out of the soclal calen-
dar by official entertaining of the most
formal sort for the many distinguished
fereigners who have come here either
as part of the big conference or in
thelr train, actuated by & human de-
slre for a front seat at one of the
thrillingly dramatic episodes of the
world's history. At last the buds have
come into their own. Most of the
partles of the week, with a few
notable exceptions, have heen for them
and for their understudies, the boys
and girls who are at home from school
and college for the holidays.

They have crowded the ball for the
Children's Country Home, always one
of the smartest of the winter's charity
balls and always held on Christmas
night, completely off the map until
next Monday, when it will be, as It
usually is, the big event in soclety.
Strictly, of course, it was mot the
debutantes who crowded it off on
Christmas nlght, but the fact that
Christmas nlght wns Sunday night—
and the American publlc as a whole
doea not take kindly to the idea of
dances on Sunday.

Many of the diplomats might have
bheen found at midnight mass Christmasa
morning, and after it was ovar many
of them had delightful Informal lttle
parties of one sort or another. The Pe-
ruvian Ambassador, for instance, served
a Paruvian supper, which he prepared
himself, to members of the embassy
staff and a few close friends after masa
on Sunday morning, along about 2
o’clock.

But a charity ball on Sunday, If any
one were unwise enough to attempt to
stage one, would assuredly fall flatter
than the proverbial pancake. And when
the group of matrons who usually earry
the Children's Country Home ball
through (o a brilliant finish thought
ithey would have it on Monday—the day
to be celebrated as Christmas In all the
secular phases of the feast—they found

gest and smurtest of the debutante balls
“to play against,” a dance for Princess
Bertha. Cantacuzene-Speransky. So they
put off their purty for a week and are
to have a clear field next Monday
night.

Other parties for debutantes this week
were Benator and Mrs. Wadsworth's
ball to-night for their only ‘daughter,
Miss Evelyn Wadsworth: Mr. and Mrs,
1. T. Mann's dance for their daughtar,
Mizas Allce Mann, at Rauscher's on
Tuesday: Mrs. Charles M. Ffoulke's for
her grunddaughter, Miss Gladys Chap-
man Smith, on Wedneagday, and Mr, and
Mrs. Charles M. Bell's for their nilece,
Miss Gertrude Grosvenor, on Thursday.
While these were the Blg events of thelr
respective evenings they were by no
means the only onea. Each night had
half a dozen smaller parties for the deba
and the sub-debs, and each of these was
preceded by Innumerable dinners for the
young persons who would later go to
the dances, -

But having admitted that the week
renlly helonged to the recruitles Into
the ranks of soclety, let's admit that
tho clders did a few things worth chron-
ieling befors going Into all the thrilling
detulls of the partiea glven for and by
the buds of this season and next. And
1 suppose 1'd better go buck to last
Sunday—Christmas  day-—and  begin
with the President and first lady and
thelr oMelal family.

So far as the White House is con-
esrned It was as quiet & Christmas as
has often been passed in the historic
old mansion—thls first Christmas of
President and Mrs, Harding there. There
wis not even the beginning of a Christ-
mns houge party, and there were few
callers, although some of thelr real in-
timastes dropped in to wish the Har-
dings n Merry Christmas. It doesn'is
soem  to  have been & particulnrly
“merry" -one—"restful” would be more
nearly the right word, The President
and Mra. Harding went to church in
the morning, Calvary Baplist—thelr own
church—and apparently enjoyed the
service and tho spoecial program of
Christmas musle; but they spent the
rest of the day quietly within tho White
House, having a late dinner and no
guents.

Thera was no tree at the White Housa
this year, since thers were no children
to enjoy It. Not since McKinley's time
hius the White Houss been so entirely
without children and young people—a
lack of which Is more noticenble at
Christmas than at any other time. The
Roosavelts, of course, brought a large
family of assorted ages, and Christmas
trees and childrens’ Christmas parties
were very much part of the holiday sen-
son with them and with the Tafts, Prob-
ably the Christmas tres that the at-
tendants at the White ouse like best
to reminlsce about ls the one Charley
Taft—now himeelf a werious pater fa-
millae—got for himself, trinuned for
himself and invited his own selection
of frienda to.

During the eight yeara that Woodrow
Wilson was President he spant three
Christmnses away from Waushington,
was in mourning for his first wife on
one and VIl on two (n curlous record agy
one thinks back—the first Christman at
Pasn. Christlan, White House deserted;
the second in Washington, but In
mourning, Mrs, Wilson had died tha
precading Angust: the nsxt at Virginia
ot Springs. on hin wedding trip: the
next W Washington—biut the world at
war: the next also In Washington, with
this United States also in the war; the
next in Paris, hailed and feted aa ths
s of Furope, and then for two
years at the White Youse, to be sure,
but wrocked in health), but there were
nearly always children or young people
to miuke Christmas merry in the old
manslon—greatnicces and nephews b
first, then grandehildren, and oven in
the last two yoars, when President Wil-
wots wasg 1, Mra Wilkon's two young
mothorlesy nieces brought somathing of
the hollday mpirit of youth to the house,

Mrs, Harding's Christmans.

As to the Prosident and Mrs. Har-
MMng's personal interchange of gifts ona
has not heard one word, They per-
vonally disiributad thelr Christmes re-
mambrances to maombers of the Whits
House staff. most of them in whits
tissue wrapped hoxen, tled with gay red
ribbons and stuck all over with Christ-
mas—and Red Croap—sonla, even as
yourg and mine, And Walter Reed and
ths other hospitals near Washington
whera “servies' men are cared for wers
ll:un of the fragrance of Christmas

flowsrs from the White House conser-
vatories, and of Christmas thoughtful-
ness from the mistross of the White
House.

But about the most truly “Christmassy”
celebation that fell to Mra. Huarding's
lot 'was when she appeared on board the
Mayflower while the ship's crew was
having a Christmas party for ffty-five
children, and wvisited with them as well
a3 with officers and men, The crew had
prepared a Christmas tree for a num-
ber of youngsters living near the Navy
Yard, There were to be gifts for the
children and a Christmas feast. Mrs.
Harding was not i{nvited, but she got
wind of what was going on and "Just
blew in on a favoring gale,” greatly to
the delight of the kiddles and their hosts,
There was a personally conducted tour
of the ship, and games on the deck, ad
well as a wonderfgul dinner, turkey and
trimmings and ever'thing. My! but they
hid a good time, and had something to
tell the other children about—and crow
over them—for the next six months!

You probably noticed that the Presl-
dent and Mrs. Harding had planned to
get down to Pinehurst for a few days'
rest this past weel. They were to have
started Tuesday or Wednesday, and
made up a congenlal little party with
whom they would forget the cures of
state for & few days, returning Sunday
evening, all rested and refreshed and
ready for the strenuous days ahead, be-
ginning with the Whits House New
Year's reception on Monday. But they
gave it up. partly because when it had

been announced broadcast that they were
golng the chances of anything ke a |
qulet, restful time seemed pretty sllm; |
and partly because of pressure of pub-|
lic business. . |
