Indian Nationalist movement. The fol-

India:

“Hepublic declared. American mes-
sage declded. Armed dofense sanec-|
tioned. Boycott extended to lnd!-!
viduals. Women, children safe.” |

This {8 an utter reversal of the
policy of non-viclence which has been
preached by Gandhi, the author of the
poilcy of non-cooperatmwon, whose ac-
tivities have done much to stir India
into what now appoars to be an armed
revolt.

The announced new policy is inter-
preted here as meaning that the In-
Cian Nationallsts will extend their boy-
cott, their policy of non-cooperation.
und their silent resistance; and that,
if repressive mceasures are used by
the Britsh! they in turn will fight|
back.

American Aid Pledged. :
