Atlantic ice skating championships and
the Donahue Memorial trophj- wore von
hero to-day by Joe Moore the internationalamateur speed champion. Moore
won the title with a total of 100 points.
Paul Foreman of the Tremont Club was
second with 50 and the Lake Placid star,
1.Chile Boyd, finished third with 40.
Moore won the quarter mile and the half
mile events and finished second In the
220 yards and one mile races.

Miss Klsle Mullcr, national champion,
won the women's championship. Miss
Gladys Tlobinson. International champion,was tied for second with Miss MildredVruslow.
The morning events developed some

Spirited competition in the heats, but
when the skaters lined up In the finals
at 2 P. M. the real action began. The
result of the 220 yard dash. In which
Paul Foreman of the Tremont Club was
returned the winner, was the biggest stirpriseof the day, as Moore and Murphy
of the 181st Street Ice Palace were consideredthe favorites of the meet.
Foreman jumped Into the lead with

the start and try as they might neither
Murphy nor Moore were able to do more
than coine abreast Of him. Going into
the stretch n blanket would have coveredthe three, but Foreman by one of
the prettiest sprints ever seen here
breasted the tape less than a yard In
front or Moore. Leslie Boyd managed
to get up In time to take third money
from Murphy. Foreman's time, 21 3-5
seconds, was remarkable as a strong
head wind was blowing down the stretch.

Moore In Close Finishes.
Moore and Foreman fought out one

of the prettiest duels In the quarter
mile ever staged on the 8-Iap track.
The bunch got away on even terms at
the cnick of the gun. Mnoro taking the
lead on the first turn with Forsman
second. Going Into the backstretch
for the secos# time these two men
opened up cat of five yards and they
skated "-cob an# neck until the hod
r\t the "tTttch was reached Moore cet-
ting the. doci.s on at the wire, when
Forsmar. faltered. by about three yards.
Mooro leil the park for the first two

rounds of the trnck In the half mile,
when riersasey of Placid went out at
a territlo clip, closely followed by Alfred
Neuhfur of Oleveland, who sprinted past
IIenes=o» na they entered the hackstrotoh
nnd opened up a gap on the field of
about rtve yards, shaking off all but
Murphy nnd Moore. As they hit the
head of th" stretch. Moore, and Neuhfur
were closely bunched. Half way down

i the str«to> Moore gained a slight advantageor Neuhfur and won by less
than two yards, with Neuhfur getting
the decision for second money over

Murphy. The time of 1 :35 was consideredvery good under the conditions.
The Ui-eo mtle Donahue Memorial

trophy race was won by Moore In the
fast time of 9:47 1-6. Moore tak-
lng the lend away from Boyd at the
head of the stretch to win by about
five yerds.

Bobby McLean failed In his attempt
to lower the world's record of 35 1-5
secopds for the quarter mile made by
Howard Mosher of Newburglt over

twenty years ago when he was unable
to do better than 39 4-5 seconds with a

flying wtart. Mosher's time from a

standing start was 35 1-5 seconds.
Ray Murray of the 181st Street tee

Palace won the half mile race for school-
hoys under 14. He also lowered his
record for the 220 yard dash, when he
skated the distance in 2fi 3-5 seconds.

LYNCH KNOCKS OUT
WALKER IN A MINUTE

'

West Sidcr in Splendid Form
Wins Bout in WhirlwindStyle.

Joe Lynch, former bantam chnmplon

of the world and favorite boxer of the
West Side, scored a sensational knockoutover A1 Walker, the San Francisco
bantam, in one minute twenty seconds
of the first round of a bout scheduled
for twelve rounds at tho Pioneer SportingClub yesterday afternoon.
Lynch, showing the superb physical

condition and fighting spirit that havo
characterized him In his last few petformancesin the ring, leaped at the
'Catifornian with the clang of the gong
for tlie first round and never stopped a
furious onslaught till Whlker, hit on
the chin with a wicked right, fell face
downward and was coCnted out.
Walker never had a chance from the

time tiie bout started till lie received
the decisive punch. The boy from the
Golden West received a clip on the chin
a few seconds after the opening bell
ana wem 10 til* knees, but be wan up at
once and resumed the fight. The Westernboxer did his best and he did rot
clinch or run away. He stood up and
tried to return some or the punishing
blows that were showered upon him.
Lynch, however, was so speedy with

hands and feet and so destructive and
accurate with his shots that Walker
was swept off his feet by the fusillade
and was unable to recover from the effectsof his punishment.

Right to Chin and Ont.
Walker was stepping in with the objectof getting close enough to reach

Lynch's jaw when the West Slder shot
a right that landed flush on the eliin.
He lunged forward and fell flat on ids
face. The formality of the count was
proceeded with, but Walker had to be
assisted to his corner.
Lynch's condition and performance

gave the impression that the West Slder
is in earnest in his determination to win
bark tlie title he lost to Pete Herman.
It may also account for the sudden determinationof .lohnny Buff to get on
the other eide of the Atlantic Ocean.
Two other good bouts featured the

program. Tommy Stapleton, who first
gained fame by stopping Oakey Keyes,
a knockout king, In one round, stopped
Patsy Bogasli of Bridgeport, and a
brother of Louis Bogasli, in two minutes
and forty seconds of the fourth round
This was a slambang affair, the boys
indulging in give and tako tactics. Stapleton,who is rusty from too long a
rest, was in trouble in the second and
third rounds, but he rallied and flattened
Bogasli In the fourth with a series of
left hooks to the body and Jaw.

Willie Shaw and Johnny Parcy boxed |'
ten rounds and the judges declared it to
be a draw. Kach forged to the front at
times and It was n close fit at the finish.
Shaw is a clever little fellow, while
Parcy is a veteran and a dangerous
ilfter. Shamii* O'Brien and Jimmy
Puffy put up a tiresome ten round draw.
which was the only weak spot on the
program.
