The agita-
tors deciared the Government had not
carrled out the program upon which the
October revolution was based, Many of
the people of Lisbon were reported to
have fled from that city.

With this conditlon eobtaining, the
Leal Cabinet wis beset with difficulties
from it very inception. Indeed, ufter
Capt, Leal had been nsked by the
President of the Republle to organize
a Ministry it was nol until he ebtalned
the assurance of support from the Rae-
publican Guard that he undertook the
task,

They seout the argument
brought forward by the Chinese that
the Sino-Japanese treaty should not be

Argument From Analogies.

Thelr argument on this polnt is that,
owing to the conditions that have fol-
lowed the decluration of the Republie in
China, the Parllament has existed only
for a short perlod and that many other
agraements would be Invalid If this ar-
gument were to prevall, Among other
things, they say that if this argument
previils the Chinese declaration of war
against Germany was lllegal and the|
signature of the Chinese to the Treaty|
of Versalllea was equally indefensibie
because of fallure of actlon by the
Chinese Parlinment,

This attitude forecasts the determina-
tlon with which the Japanese will op-
pose obligations of this treaty under
which they have obtained thelr exten-
slon of lenzehold righta In the Linotung
Peninsula, in which Port Arthur and
Dalron are looated.

The Japanese are preparing, also, to |
Justify their positlon in Siberia and will
ronist any efforts to vremove them from
thelr position there through action by
the conference,

This attitude by Japan antlcipates
barren resulis by the conference relative
to Far Bastern affairs beyond the adop-
tion of the general principles contained
in the Root resolutions with roeferonos
to the “open door,” a limited degree of
tariff autonomy for China, the removal
of foreign troops and the ellmination of
forelgn post offioes from China,

Such a result will be unsatisfactory
to the Chinesa, and I thelr present at-
titude is maintained they will refuss to
slgn the agreements reached unless sat-
isfastory decisions are made rolative to
ghantung and to Manchuria.

The
last personal property assessment llst
shows the company held 21,079 shares of
Fort Dearborn stock, which, at $190,
the price quoted last weak, wis worth
$4,216,800, The pesessment list shows
the Tilden estate held stock in six Chi-
cago banks, with a market valae at that
time of §6,214,000,

Attorneya for Bdward Tilden apd Com-
pany fesued a statement te-nignt saying
the company s amply solvent und has a
large margin of good asse in excess
of all its lHabllities, but that a portien
ol thoe assets are not readlly realizable,
though perfectly good.

As a result of the merger the Conti-
nental and Commercial MNatlonal Bank
and fts affiliated trust company have
combined asscts of nearly $525,000,000,
the second largest in the Unlted States,
Announcement of the completion of
the deal oclosed three days and nighta of
wlmost constunt work for several goore
Chicago bankers and hundreds of
elerks. The first intimation of trouble
at the Fort Dearborn banks came last
Friday night when hundreds of clerks
workerd through the night there and at
the Flrst Natlonal Bank, next door.
