SHIP BOARD FREE
FROM DEBT JULY 1

Statement Is Based on Passage
of $100,459,000 Appropria-
tion Now Sought.

'ONLY CLAIMS LEFT OPEN

House Subcommittee Told Ves-
sels Eventually Will Bring
Vast Sums to U. 8.

WasuinagToN, Jan. 18.~—~Confiderice
that by next July 1 the Shipping Board
will be free from debt, except for pos-
sible court clalms pending agalnst fit,
was expressed to-day in a statement by
the board summarizing testimony of its
officials at executive hearings before the
House subcommittee which drafted the
Independent Offices Appropriation blll
The measure, which will be taken up by
the House to-morrow, carries §100,4569 -
000 for Shipping Board expenses during
the coming fiscal year, of which 350,-
000,000 is for the settlement of cleims
out of court.

The bill also would contlnue the use
of such portlon of the $66,000,000 from
sales authorized & year ago as remains
uncollected at the end of the current
fiscal year and would prohlbit the board
from paying to the navy & liabllity of
$16,000,000 growing out of work done
for the board by the navy.

The estimate of the board's financial
condltion at the beginning of the coming
fiscal year is based on the expectation
that Congress will approve the recom-
mendation that the $56,000,000 be made |
continuing, and the sectlon relative to
the navy lability. The board's etate-
ment expressed the hope that subsequent
legislation would be enacted forgiving
the debt to the navy.

Ountline of Finances.

+The board estimated that by the end
of the current flscal year it will have
realized only $26,000,000 out of the §65.-

hand July 1 last, together with current
appropriations from Congrees, a §12,000,-
