IS DEAD IN PARIS

Well Known Singer.

News was recelved here yesterday of
thie death in Paris on Thursday of Mrs.

Loutss Knoedler, wife of Roland ¥,
Knoedler of M. Knoedler & Co., art deal-
ers of this city and Parie. Mrs. Knoedler
dled at her lata home, B8 Avenue Hoche,
where phe had been for several months
with Mr. Knoedier, althougn since their
marriaga in 17 she passed the winters
in New York.

Mra, Knoedler's death recalls to old
theatergoers her brilliant career In
opern bouffe In lts palmy days in Paris
and New York. She wua born In Paris
1864, where her monther, Anna Ple-
colo, had conducted the famous Pavillon
do I'Horologe, which was burned by the
Commune. She was known as Loulse
Piecolo Vacher and after har debut in
Paris as Mme. Loulss Theo, by which
she 18 recalled by theatergoers
here.

She made her debitt at the Bouffes-
Parialenn n 1878 when she created the
role of Toimom In “le Molin du Vart
Galant.” Afterwanl she replaced Mine,
Judie am Molda in *“Ta Timbale @ Ar-
gent." The critics of her day compared
her to n Greuze portralt In the role of
Flora in the opera bouffe of “La Fleur
d'Orapger.**

In August, 1881, Mme. Theo cama to
New York with a company managed by
the late Mauriee Grau, and she had
great success in “Boecacelo,” “La Mas-
cotte,” "La Jolle Parfoeumeuse,” "La
Fille de Mme. Angnt” and other operas
of that class, It was in May, 1907, that
the news of Mr. Linoedler's marriage
with Mme. Theo In Paris became
known, and none but his most intimate
friends had been notitied.
