Rome, Jan. 26..In the presence of

the assembled Cardinals, the Vatican
household, the Swiss Guards, the Noble
Guards, the Palatine Guards and all
rhe dignitaries of the Catholic churches
In Rome the body of Benedict XV.
was buried in a crypt under the flagstonesof St. Peter's this afternoon.
At exactly 3 o'clock the body, followedby a long procession, was carriedto the Sacrament Chapel, where

three coffins had been arranged at the
steps of the altar, and as the Julian
Choir sang the Miserere workmen of
St. Peter's wearing the purple robes
of the fraternity of St. Peter transferredthe body to the first coffin, liftingit fully clothed in pontifical robes,
while attendants garbed in mourning
knelt. Then a copper tube containing
the history of Benedict's pontificate
was sealed and placed in the coffin
with the body. This coffin was in
turn placed in a lead coffin to which
had been affixed six seals of Cardinal
Gasparri, the Camerlengo, and CardinalMerry del Val. Arch Priest nf St.

Peter's, by Vatican notaries. Then as
the singing ceased the lead coffin was

placed in a third beautiful oak casket,
but entirely devoid of ornaments.

Placed ia Crypt.
After the absolutions had been given

the procession reformed, carrying the
coffin under a paldachino to the center
of the church, where an elevator had
been erected, and after final absolution
had been given by Cardinal Merry del
Val the body was let down slowly into
the crypt. With this the functions of
the Vatican authorities were finished.

Officials of St. Peter's placed the body
of the Pontiff in a tomb made of bricks
in the second grotto, only a fsw feet
from where are the remains of St. Peter,
the first Bishop of Rome. This evening
the bricks were bnllt up to remain thus
until some devout friend or admirer of
the late Pope offers to cover the tomb
With marble. In the case of Pope Pius
X. it was a Spanish woman, a friend
of Cardinal Merry del Val. who. two
years after the Pope's death defrayed
the expenses of covering the tomb with
marble.

Parliament May Adjourn.
Hie Italian Parliament is scheduled

to open February 2, the same day as
the conclave meets to elect a new Pope,
but It is said that, following the precedentestablished at the time of the death
of Pius X., Parliament possibly will adjournfor a few days.
The authorship of the letter alleged

to have been written by Cardinal Merry
del Val. protesting Cardinal flasparrl's
tone In notifying the Italian Government
of the Popes death is still the tnlK
throughout Rome. In spite of investigations,Italian newspapers do not know
Mho wrote it. and Cardinal Merry del
Val strongly denies having done so. The
fact that the letter Mas given much
prominence by the whole press has
caused an enormous amount of speculationand consequent intrigue In the
different parties.

Although the date of the conclave still
Is fixed for February 2. it Is said that
owing to tho small number of Cardinals
now In Rome and the small numb?r on
the wny a change in the date may be
decided on. Whatever the result of the
conclave. It Is now generally believed
lhat Cardinal VannutelM, dean of the
Sacred College, who has had the experienceof taking part in four conclaves.will be the d?clding factor.

Cardinal* in Purple.
Rome. Jan. 26 (Associated Press)..

The diplomatic representatives, members
Oi the Roman and Papal nobilities and
students of the various theological
academies, American and English, began
arrlvlnir at St, Peter's for the funeral
about 2 o'clock In the afternoon. Alreadymany thousands had assembled In
the vast adjoining area. The Cardinals
entered the church from the Vatican,
where they had donned full canonical
robes of violet. Instead of purple, as a

sign of mourning.
The immense St. Peter's square M-as

soon filled Mlth nil kinds of vehicles.
landing from limousines and four liorae
drawn coaches to plebeian taxlcaba and
dilapidated ancient carriages. As the
chimes began tolling, announcing th;.t
tlie body was being transferred to the
chapel of the eholr. thousands stood
1 orcbeaded In (he driving rain, some
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murmuring the "De Profundi#," others
stient.
Then silence again for half an hour

and the bells tolled once more. An aged
Itoman, who had lived to see many
Popes come and go, said: "Now it Is all
over."

Inside St. Peter's, In the light of the
perpetually burning tapers, the body
had been lowered into its tomb.
The strains of the "Miserere" swelling

through the vast basilica, the martial
step and clank of swords of the pontificalarmed forces, the flowing robes of
prelates, rich violet, blending with the
striking costumes of the Swiss ifuards.
the gendarmerie and the Noble Ouards
and contrasting with the simple black
of the diplomatic corps, combined to
give a picturesque impressiveness to the
high pontifical rite of burial.
The choir proceeded from Julian

Chapel, on the south side of St. Peter's,
acrcsa the transept to the Chapel of the
Holy Sacrament, where the body of the
late Pope lay in state. The cardinals
entered the basilica through the Julian
door and took their places in the chapel
of the choir, seated in the high stalls on
the left, while the diplomats occupied
the right.

.u Imposing Procession.

As Cardinal Oasparri entered, escorted
by Swiss guards and accolytes, he was
honored as sovereign because of his
accession aai Camerlenso. He appeared
to be deeply moved. His face bore the
narks of taitense mental suffering, for
Benedict wsji more than his chief, he was
his lifelong and Intimate friend.
The bodty was placed on the shoulders

of the red coated ushers and the solemn
procession moved with slow and measuredstep headed by a giant lieutenant
of the gendermerie with drawn sword.

.After the solemn ceremony of absolutionhad taken place the body was depositedin the three coffins and the
nmjordomo of the Vatican, Mgr. Sanz
do Samper, covered the face of the Pope
with a veil of white silk and placed In
the coffin the medals struck during the
pentificafe of Benedict XV. and purses
of coins, in accordance with custom.
Cardinal Cagliero, Archbishop of Frascatiand the first Cardinal created by
Benedict, covered the body with a large
red veil fringed with gold. The burial
act was then read and formal transfer
of the body made by the Sacred College
to the chapter of the basilica.
The body, now incased in its casket,

was carried to a platform specially
constructed for lowering into the crypt
Chains were adjusted and the casket
was slowly swung into the tomb withoutfurther ceremony except the distantsinging of the choir in the chapel,
which echoed down the aisles.
As the casket dropped lower the Cardinalsshowed deep grief, and all drew

nearer to the entrance to the crypt.
Then when the ceremony was over they
moved silently to the Julian -Chapel.
As finally placed Benedict's body lies
alongside of that of Plus X., just before
the statue of Queen Christina of Sweden.
