The action of the United States
agalnst the Johnsion Brokerage Com-
pany and 103 other defendants, mem-
bers of the so called “glass trust”
charglng violatlon of the Sherman anti-
trust Inw, wos dismlesed yvesterday h)’l
Judge John Knox of the Unlted States
Distriet Court on the ground that the
offense charged had not been alleged
properly In the Indlctment as having
been commlitted In this judicial distriet.
