rs of tickets were trying to pet through
lie crowd. but they were pushed back.
Kvery available ticker Had been sold

t the Garden bos offices at 6 o'clock,
The crowd was not so great then, and
he few patrolmen sent from the West
""hirrieth street station were able to
landle the situation. Hut as the crowd
lecame larger it became more boisternis,and Inspector William Coleman of
he First Inspection District, finally sent
n a call for 150 reserves from the West
Thirtieth, East Thirty-fifth and East
Twenty-second street stations. Tljese
vere augmented a few minutes later
vhen seventy-five detectives came from
loadquarters under command of Chief
nspecter William J. Lahey and InspectorJohn D. Coughlin.
Chief Inspector Lahev took command

is soon as he arrived, and lined the
nrtside of the Garden with uniformed
ratrolmen. while the detectives went
hrough the crowd searching for pickrocketsand other criminals.
Shortly after S o'clock a crowd of

leveral hundred men tried to rush the
rates, but were pushed back by the
rolioe after a sharp fi ;lit in which the
ratrolmen had to use their night, sticks.
The crowd began dwindling after the
'ire Department issued an order for-
ridding any one else to enter the Garlen.and excepting for the one tussle
vith the. crowd determined to get in
'ree, the police had little difficulty in
landling the situation. All of the cops
vere kept on duty, however, udtil the
'ight had ended, fearing another atemptto rush the gates.
The police arrested three men and
ocked them up charged with ticket
ipeculation, accusing them of selling
tickets at high prices on the sidewalk
n front of the Garden.
