‘Judge' Black Invited Man
to Country Club, Where
He “Won’ $136.,000.

WINNER DIDN'T GET CASH

William Werner of Brooklyn,
Who Fled From Bunco Gang,
Still in Hiding.

Additional details were learned yes-
terdiy of how Maurice Heller, treas-
urer of the ¢ lidated i Cor-
poration of Newark, was fleeced out
of $75.000 by wire tappers and confi-
dencea men in a “country club” near
St Augustine, Fla,

The detalls were given out by Jdkeph
Kranier of the law firm of Kramer &
Biegler, counsel for Heller. Mr. Kra-
mer guld that Heller, who returned to
Newark ‘Tuesday mnight, has gone
nway for a few weeks to avold the
“razzberries” shich he was afrald
might be cast at him by well meaning
friends. Heller will remain In seclu-
sion until he believes there will be
less merriment over his having suc-
cumbed to one of the oldest of the
confidence games,

Heller arrived in Daytona on January
23, On the morning of, his arrival he
wam in a store buying souvenir postal
cards when a man beside him, also buy-
Ing enrds, engaged him In conversation.
It developed that they were both alome
in Daytona. The stranger sald he was
Henry Lehman, a New York steel braoker
They had dinner together at Lehman's
hotel and lunch the next day at Heller's.

Moved to Meller’'s Hotel,

That afternoon Lehman took Heller
riding in.p Cadillac touring car, which
he said we had brought with him from
New York. That night Lehman said he
dldn’t lke the food at his hotel, so he
decided to move over to Hellar's. In
one of his bags Lehman carrtéd an elah-
orate fishing equipment whlech attracted
Heller's attentlon, They talked of fish-
Ing for a long time. Lehman explained
what a flshing enthuslast he was. As
Heller looks back at the flshing tackle
episode now and thinks of the lost §76,-
000 there appears to be a sort of grim
symboliem about It

Things became dull In Daytena. They
decided to go to St. Augustine. The
morning after thelr arrival they were
walking down the strect when Lehman
called out, “Well, well, look who's
there!" He pointed to a prosperous look-
ing Individual across the street. Heller
asked who he was,

“Why, don't you know?" exclaimed
Lehman, “That's Judge Black from New
York. Come on and I'll introduce you to
him.™

At flrst “Judge” Black falled to recog-
nize Lehman. The ‘Judge" Iinsisted
that Lehman and Heller were news-
paper reporters, but fipally Lehman re-
Areshed his memory and all were
friendly. The “Judge” sald he had
“come down to place a few little bets.'

Invited to “Country Club."

He invited them out to thea “country
eluk' on the 8t. Johna Rlver. There
they stayed two days, and al the end
of that time Heller's winnings were
$186,000. The “Judge” approved all
checks, Lehman finally sald he thought
they ought to get thelr cash. Tho
“house man" sald it was customary
for customers to show that they could
have covered thelr losses if the breaks
had gone against them.

Lehman accompanied Heller back
to New York and drew a large roll
from n bank In Eighth avenue. e
then sccompanied Heller to Newark,
where Heller, on the pretext that he
“had found something good In Florida,”
drew §75,000,

Back at the ‘“‘country eclub" In
Florida Heller handed up the money
and recelved a draft to be cashed In
Indianapolls, but when he reached that
clty there wos no money waiting, and
Lehman had disappeared,

WiHllam Werner, bullder and contrae-
tor of 110 Hale avenue, Brooklyn, whose
tips to the police resulted In the arrest
of flva alleged confldence men in a
bungalow at Panama Park after they
had attempted to defraud him of $1,000,-
000, had not returned to his home In
Brookiyn last night.

When Mr. Werner left Jacksonville he
sald he wan afrald of hig life and that
he 4id not know whether he would re-
turn to Brooklyn at once or go South
for a time. Mrs, Werner, who was sur-
prised and amueed when told of her
husband’s dealings with confidence men,
sald she had not heard s word from
him &ince the trouble hegan.

George 8. Dougherty, who was o Dep-
uty  Pollee Commilesioner when the
famous Gondorf ring of “wirdess wire-
tappers” wns broken up In 1914,
examined the photographs of the alleged
confidence men who were arrested on
Werner's tipe, He sald he knew Tom
Ocholtree, 72, of this elty and Jackson-
ville, and John Marshall, 40, who de-
ncribed himeelf as a joweler of Newark,

Where stock
sales mount into hundreds of thou-
sands before or while the drilling is in
process there Is a suspiclion that the
corporation I8 being promoted to make
money for the officers rather than for
the real purpose of producing ofl.

One such ofl concern was organized
in Delaware, the Fost Office records
show. A score of men cooperated in
promoting it, three of which traded in
leases for stock. The corporation was
capitalized at $3,000,000, par value $1
a share. A very few weeks after the
stock was put on the market the di-
rectors met and declared o 12 per cent.
dividend.

- “This,” reported the postal inspector,

‘“was before they produced a single

barrel of oll"

The company advertised that it
would develop extensive propertiea in
Kentucky fnd Oklahoma. The 12 per
cent. dividend was paid to stockholders
from cash obtalned through the jug-
gling of leases,

Rate Fixed hy Broker,

A brokerage house in New York
undertook to sell $1,000,000 worth of
the company's common stock. Under
the contract with the corporation the
broker undertook to buy the stock or
underwrite it at the following rate:

The broker was to sell this stock at
par or better, depending upon the de-
mand, It is not difficult to compute
his prospective profit should the cor-
poration back him up. In other words,
prospects of the corporation could be
made to appear rosier and rosler each
thirty days so that the apparent value
of the stock would steadily increase.

This process, however, would have
ta be done in spite of the fuct that it
does not take 330 days to drill a well
or even a series of wells. The sales,
therefore, would have to be completed
before the crash came—if it were to
come—that is to say, before it was
made apparent that the company
would not be able to produce oll in
sufficient quantities to continue to
pay dividends on $1,000,000 wortks of
stock at 12 per cent. a year. :

When the demand for the stock be-
gan to lag the directors met and de-
clared a dividend of 2 per cent. a
month instead of 1 per cent. The first
dividend rate was found not hlgn
enough to be a really effective bait.
These dividends were actually pald, as
in the first case, The money was ob-
talned through more juggling of
lenses,

By this time the corporation had
come Into control of large tracts of
land.

“There was a slight possibllity”
wrote the postal inspector, “that the
public might have profited even then,
and all the insiders likewise, through
n legitimate venture In oll. But It
was not planned that the promoters
should inveolve themselves in any such
uncertainty and they therefore took
no chances whatever. Thelr profits
(those of the insiders, tkhe promoters)
were to come from stock jobbing.”

New Prospectus Pat Out.

To carry out this progrum the sell.
ing broker advertised that the com-
pany had come Into control of §1,273
acres of land. A new prospectus was
put out claiming production at the
rate of 600 barrels of oll a day. Later
this claim was increased to 1,500 bar-
rels a day. When the prosecution be-
gan, however, the records of the plpe

line company which bought all of !hoi

corporation's oll showed that the
monthly production was at the rate of
103.28 barrels, for which the corpora-
tion recelved just $227.11.

The new prospectus declared that
“eurrent carnings are sufficient to
cover the present £ per cent. monthly
dividend requirements three times
over, and are increasing. The sub-
stantinl additions to output expected
in the next few months will, of course,
be reflected in greater earnings and

words, it may discourage sales instead
of stimulating them.

In the case of the motor company
the effect was to sell more Stock.
The excuse given for raising the price
wiis that more money was needed to
build and operate a larger plant.

Boosted to $4 a Share.

Tre plan of advertising an advance
in the price of the motor company
stock was resorted to several times.
The price finally was boosted to $4 a
share. At this time, investigations
later disclosed, the company had about
one dollar's worth of equipment and
assets for each five shares of stock
outstanding.

In the prospectus issued by thke cor-
poration during its stock selling cam-
paign was a section describing the
engine to be built In the automobile
which the company would sell. Here
is the sectien:

“This new and wonderful little en-
gine has the O. K. of the best en-
gineers and mechanics in the country.

"It costs $25 to $40 to build, weigks
60 to 100 pounds; superheated steam
on gasoline model developa 31 to B0
horsepower, 4 cylinder gas model,
power unlimited.

“Can increase power without in-
creasing fuel consumption. Most
wonderful, economical engine ever in-
ventnd,”

This engine was the work of a local
Inventor who later sued the company
to obtain payment. Testimony showed
that at the time the company was
promoted the engine never had been
built into an automobile. Neverthe-
less, the corporation advertised that
it was prepared to turn out passenger
cars and tractors at prices rangiog
from’ $200 to $700.

When stock sales began to lag the
company acquired very large tracts of
land and bullt plants. But when the
time came for production everything
seemed to result In fallure. e cor-
poratlon soon was bankrupt.

Hole Yiclds $100,000.

At Spokane, Wash.,, $100,000 in
stock In an oil concern was sold by
a man who discovered, he sald, a seep-
age of oll in his cellar. Hundreds
of persons flocked to see the hole. The
proprietor of the house took them into
the cellar and dipped up a fluld from
the hole, samples of which he gave
to some visltors. The man sald he
discovered the oll seepage quite by
accldent. He organized a company
and set up an oil drilling derrick in
one corner of the lot.

Bpokane went oll mad. Fifteen oll
companies were organized. Drilling
begnT W every other lot, It seemed.
Sltock was offered on every hand.
Meanwhlile visitors flocked to view the
ifttle hole in the cellar bottom where
an oil spring was supposed to exist,

One morning, however, a neighbor
gaw the proprietor of the oll spring
house abroad at the early hour of five.
In each hand the proprietor was carry-
ing o great bucket. The buckets con-
tained a fluid that looked like the fluid
that could be dipped out of the spring
in the cellar. The nelghbor concluded
that the oil spring was a fraud and
that the spring was simply a hole
which the owner of the house “salted”
with ofl, 3

The fluid which the owner had
dipped out of the so-called ofl spring
wis analyzed. The analysis showed a
vombination of crude oil and vegetable
oil. No such combination ever was
found in nature, and the whole affair
was branded as a fraud.

The stock continued to sell, how-
ever, Then came the postal Inspectors |
and exnmined the selling methods,
which included the use of eclrculars
gent through the malils, The report
containing the last chapter of the
story has not yet reached the files of
the Post Office Department at Wash-
ington.

ACTOR'S WIFE KILLS
‘SELF, BOY AND GIRL

Mrs. L. P. Adams Turns on
Gas, Sits Down With Chil-
dren to Await Death.

TACKS A NOTE ON WALL

Vietim Had Broken Down Her
Health by Close Attention
to Child Who Was TI11.

Mre, Mary R, Adams, wife of D. P,
Adams, member of the cast of J. Hartley
Manners's play, “The Natlonal Anthem,"
turned on the gay sometime to-day in
every room of her home at \Grantwood,
N, J., and then went to bed with her two
children, Dorothy, 11 years old, and
Matthew, 9, and waited for death. She
and the children were found dead wt
7:30 o'clock lust night.

The bodies were found by Capt. Frank
Burrell of the Cliffside Police Depart-
ment, who was called to the house by
neighbore. Mrs, Adams left a note writ-
ten on & scrap of cardboard, which she
tacked to u wall of the llving room, The
note explained the deaths. It read:

“Everybody be happy. We are going
to be better. My father has $250 in-
surance on me. Mother,"

Mrs. Adams had been ill, ber husband
told the police. He saw her last on
Thursday. He had an apartment in the
clty at 447 West Forty-third dtreet, a
few feet from the Henry Miller Theater,
where he has been appearing, and it was
only on week onds that he has been
spending any tlme with his family, He
collapsed last night after learning of the
tragedy.

From neighbors m the apartment in
Forty-third street it was learned that
Mrs. Adaing’s {llness probably grew oul
of her efforts to carc for thelr little
daughter, The child contracted whoop-
ing cough last year, and it so weakened
her lungs that tuberculosls was threat-
ened. To have the girl In the open alr
as much as possible Adams, then only
an extra In the movies and an artlst's
model on occasions, put forth unusual
exertlon to obtain extra employment.
He succeeded In earning sufficlent money
to lease the Grantwood home and to it
sent his family.

From others It was learned that the
Adums children were the idols of grand-
parents, who adored them and lavished
money on them st every pussible ox-
cuse, Mr, Adams's father, It was said,
Is a banker In Indlana. He and the
elder Mrs, Adams frequently sent the
children moneéy and other presents and
helped make Adams's difQiguitics as
easy as Pl

On  the other hand, Mrs. Adams's
parents were no less geherous in help-
ing se¢e to it that thelr grandchildren
were Jooked after In every way.

Adams falled to report at the theatre
last night. It was sald that he tele-
phoned to & member of the cast asking
him to come over to Grantwood. The
man who spoke to him sald later he be-
Heved Adams had just been apprised of
the deaths. While he was only an
extra In the show, he earned comfort-
able sums elsewhere,

In Dallas the president of a motor
ear manufacturing company drew a
gentence of flve years In Jall because
his concorn was able to convince 30,000
persons that $1,000,000 should be paid
for its stock.

This motor car company began
operntions by advertising for me-
chanies, clerks and other workers,
The ndvertisement solicited a mall
application accompanied by a stamp
tor reply. To workers applying stock
waas offered together with a letter ex-
plaining that positions would be more
sure to those who owned shares of
tke corporntion. This was remson-
able. Tt was made to appear that the
corporation planned to share profits
with workers to get more efficient
labor.

The scheme met with generous re-
sponse from workers who bought
stock nrnd wanted Jjobs. The stock
began by relling at §1 a share. Bhortly
after the corporation advertized that
on a certain day at midnight the price
would be advanced 100 per cent. to §2
a share, This warning was glven, it
wis explained, so that all who degired
to purchase could take advantage of
the low price

C. Gorman Sayre., Whose Beautifully Engraved Bonds
Furnish Lure in Minneapolis, Leaves 8 Cents in
Stamps and $50 Liberty Bond as Assets.

MixNwNEAPoLIS, Feb. 15, —Fifteen hun-
dred men and women, dissatisfied with
returns on Liberty bonds and other high
gdade securities were lured into the en-
chanting realms of speculation by C, Gor-
man Sayre, whose duzzling promises,
backed up by a glittering array of beau-
tifully engraved “10 per cent. bonds"”
and “due bills,” sufficed to separate them
from $250,000,

That was the extent of his opera-
tions, according to an estimate made by
Walter C. Christoph, the 19-year-old
officer manager of the Minneapolls Bond
Exchange, Sayre's extensively advertised
“clearing house for financlal transace
tlons."

Meanwhile the prolifie writer of finan-
clal Jetters and advertisements is headed

for “points easl,” says a brief message
dropped into the mall car of the Ploneer
Limited last Monday night and addressed
to his oMece manager. This letter cun-
ferred upon Christoph “power of at-
torney,” and Christoph, who is credi-
tor for $30 |n salary, faces the muslc
alone, Amid the overwhelming pile of
evidence against his employer, Chris-
toph =till sticks by him,

Creditors of the defunct *bucket shop™
began actlon to-day in the Federal Court
for the appointment of a recelver, and
in the State courts four judgments were
entered agalnst both Sayre and the Min-
neapolis Bond Exchange.
