The contention of Br.vn Jlawr Ool-

lege, which the court upheld, was that
a rule of admission providing for the 1
dismissal of a student when deemed ad- 1

visablc was a matter of contract be- '
twecn the student and the college, which 1

the college subsequently might invoke, f

without court review, as regards the '

propriety of Its action. 1

The late John G. Johnson, leader of ,

the Philadelphia bar at the time of his i
death, drew up the regulation tinder <

which Miss Barker was dismissed. If
the young woman has a Just grievance j
arising from a wrong done to her charactershe has other legal redress, the
court intimates, in the form of a suit for
damages. 1
The court. In the course of its fortysixpage decision, declares "the college

might have used more tact and diplomacy"in handling Miss Barker's case.
It refused to put the costs of the case
upon Miss Barker. The opinion follows
in part: # - t
"Where a student is wrongfully ex-'

pelled from a college which is main-!
taincd by a private corporation of the
first class that obtains its funds from
private benefactions and charges made
against those who attend the classes,
and receives no pecuniary aid from the
State or public, and the relation betweenthe student and the college is
solely contractural. the Court of CommonPleas cannot have Jurisdiction to
issue a peremptory writ of mandamus
for the reinstatement of a. student.
"In such case the law affords other

adequate remedy for the wrong done.
When a regulation of such a college and
one of the conditions under which the;
student obtains entrance, provides the!
college reserves the right to exclude at
any time students whose conduct or
academic standing it regards as unde-
sirable, the college is not required be-
fore it excludes a student whose con-
duct It regards as undesirahle. to prefer
charges and to vouchsafe to her either
trial or hearing. This last conclusion Is
not affected bv the fact that before
taking action the college afforded the
student, who was reasonably suspected
of improper conduct, opportunity for
explanation, and even though tiie circumstancesthat she had been sus- jported and Invited to explain her conductbecame known to other students, j

Writ Is Itefnsed.
"To inform the petitioner that she ^

was suspected of improper conduct and
to Invite her to explain it. as was done
In this rase, did not operate cither as
insinuation or innuendo or Implication
or as a charge that she had been guilty
of such Impropriety. The court is under
all circumstances without power either
to Intei fere with or control the exercise
by President Carey Thomas of official
discretion vested In her or to set ssfdo
a decision which followed the exercise
of that decision. The writ is refuted and
the respondents arc entitled to judgment."

In the case of the Thirds what np-

not sign her name on her wedding day
before she does so as a part of tile wodIding ceremony. A princess In Victorian
>lays. whose signature to an Important
legal document was required on the
morning of her wedding, refused to ooniiply until after the ceremony, which
kept the lawyers waiting and seriously
Interfered with the day's plans.
