By way of leaving no room for doubt
.s to their right to places in the semi¬
final round. Miss Martha Bayard, Mis.
Ceres Baker, Miss Marie Wagner and
Mrs. Percy Wilbourn all won their
matches decisively in the women's Met¬
ropolitan indoor tennis championship at
the Seventh Regiment Armory yester¬
day.won them with surprising ease, in
fact, considering the commendable play¬
ing of their opponents in the earlier
rounds of the tournament. With the
title match almost in sight the favorites
appeared to be keyed up to their best
tennis pitch and yielded very few games.
There were at least two matches in

singles in which the scores were sui-
prisingly one sided. One of them ended
in a 6.2, fi.0 victory for Miss Baker
over Miss Edith Howe and the other in
a 6.2. 6.1 triumph for Miss Bayard
over Miss Caroma Winn. Both Miss
Howe and Miss Winn had impressed
with the effectiveness, speed and versa¬
tility of their play eorlier in the week
and figured to extend their opponcni.-
nll the way. The matches, however,
were over in short order.

Start* Cautiously.
For a brief period after lier match

began Miss Baker failed to show any of
the aggressiveness and forceful hard
hitting attack that had attracted so

much attention in the first, second and
'hlrd rounds of the tournament. She
began very carefully as though uncertain
whether to play a waiting game or strike
out boldly with her awifteRt attack.
While she was hesitating Miss Howe
ran off with the first two games. That
decided the matter for Miss Baker, who
opened the speed throttle wide and fairly
breezed through the remainder of the
match, preventing Miss Howe from tak¬
ing another game, while she scored
'welve in a row. Miss Howe tried to
break up Miss Baker's attack by chop¬
ping frequently, but Miss B«tker handled
.be shot well, sending it back fast and
low. Despite her daring Miss Baker
¦stroked with excellent control and
showed at her best.

Miss Bayard, the logical favorite for
the title, was equally Impressive in her
victory over Miss Winn, and her match

ith Miss Baker to-day in one of the
emi-flnals promises some of the most

brilliant tennis of the tournament. In
the other semi-final Miss Mario Wagner
l> to meet Mrs. Percy Wllbourn.

Wllbourn also showed exceptional con¬
trol. chose her openings with good Juil*-
ment and brought, off numerous passing
shots with an unusually effective back-
hand.
Nearly nil of two rounds were com-

pleted In doubles so as to make it pos-
sible to hold both singles and doubles
finals to-morrow morning. The event
was brought down to five surviving
teams, with Miss Marie Wagner and
Mrs. Bernard F. Stenz, title holders,
among the three teams in the semi¬
final.

One Surprise in Unnblei.
There was one surprise in doubles

with Mrs. Benjamin F. Brigcs and Mrs.
I^ouis G. Morris, last year's runners-up.
the victims of the upset. They were
completely outplayed by the youthful
team of Miss Ceres Baker and Miss
Lillian Scharman, who, while they did
npt cxcel in team play, were too fant
and too alert individually for their op¬
ponents. As usual. Miss Baker did some
effective blocking at the net all through
the match, and Miss Scharman at¬
tended tg most of the deep court driv-
Ing with equal success.

Playfellow Case Will Be
Ready for the Jury To-day

Witnesses for Defense Deny Full Brother of Man o'
War Was a Wind Sucker When James Johnson '

Sold Him to Harry Sinclair for $100,000.

Justice Cropsey hustled things along
yesterday in tlic Playfellow case, which
is being tried before him in the Su¬
preme Court, Brooklyn. He ruled out
all superfluous testimony, with the re¬

sult that the jury will decide to-day
whether or not Harry F. Sinclair is

entitled to the $100,000 he paid .Tames
F. Johnson for the three-year-old
thoroughbred colt and full brother of
Man o' War last summer.
The Justice's decisions were prompt,

and although much of the testimony
which was admitted at the first trial
was excluded there were few exceptions.
When the court adjourned at 3 o'clock
yesterday afternoon all the testimony
was in and if it weren't for the fact
that Harry F. Cochrane and Harry S.
Sullivan, counsel for Mr. Johnson, in¬
sisted that it would take at least an

hour for their summation Justice Crop¬
sey would have sent the case to the
jury yesterday.

Dr. Harry C. Crawford, a veterinarian,
who said he was connected with The
Jockey Club, was the fii;st witness «»r
the day. He was called by the plaintiff,
and as at the previous trial said that
Playfellow was distressed and appeared
to have acute dilation of the stomach
after a race on June 22, four days after
the colt had been sold to Mr. Sinclair.
He gave it as his opinion that cribbing
is followed by windsueking and that
the latter becomes chronic and Is trans¬
mitted to progeny. He admitted on
cross-examination by Justice Cropse>
that extra water before the race would
have caused a colt to show sisns of
distress after a race.
The plaintiff rested his case with

the testimony and the defendant niov$l
to dismiss the cage, but Justice Cropsey
denied the motion.
Mr. Johnson, the defendant, was tha

first witness called for the defense. He
told how he had bought the colt for
about $2,000, and after reviewing Play-
fellow's racing record declared that
Sam Hildr«h asked him for a price on
the colt. He said he named $125,000,1
but later reduced the price to $100,000
which satisfied Hildreth. He denied
that he guaranteed the horse and that
he said Playfellow was sound of limb
and wind. He declared he never saw
the colt wear the wind sucking bit and
that he never heard of the bit until
after the sale. Ho declared be refused
to take the colt back because he be¬
lieved something happened to him after
he left his stable.

Fit* Did -Not See Colt Crll».

Jim Fitzsimmons. the veteran trainer
who developed Playfellow, was the next
witness. He denied he had ever seen
the colt crib or suck wind or that he
had ever shown evidence of being a
cribber or windsucker. He admitted he
had been told he had cribbed once as a

yearling in 1919 and that he had or¬
dered the windsucker's bit on hlfh last
year as a precautionary measure. He
said Playfellow was a much better colt
than Knobbie, the other colt Mr. Sin-

Pai.u Beach, Fia., March 1..Four
men went into the semi-final round of
the men's singles, in the twelfth annual
Florida championship lawn tennis tour¬
nament on the Toineiana courts to-day.
These men and the order In which
they will meet to-morrow for the planes
in the final brackets are Fritz Bastian
of Indianapolis, Dr. William Rosenbaum
of New York, Manfred Goldman of
New York, and G. Carlton Shafer of
Philadelphia.

Declaring that it is a fundamental
principle that the chief aim of radii*
is and should bo tho development anil
improvement of the thoroughbred horee
the report added that the past season
Surpassed all others in the development
of the work of the breeding bureau of
the Jockey Club.
The report showed that premiums and

prizes awarded in 1921 totaled $1,899
020, an increase of $183,513 over 1920.
The commission has records showing

that 303 thoroughbred yearlings were

sold during the year for a total of
$822,600, an average of $2,715.

Kxpens-es of the commission amounted
tc $4,220. The expenses of the commis¬
sion are limited by law to $5,000 and
are met by the several racing associa¬
tions.

"This commission Is not and never has
been "a burden on the State treasury,"
the report concluded.
